Finanelal and Commercial Summary.

Gold declined on Saturday fully 2j@2i T cent.,
owing to the advices from New York of a rednc-
tion in that market of over 3 i cent. for the 24
hours ending 12 u. on Saturday. The low ruling
figures, however, prompted a speculative demand,
which resulted in heavy operations for the day,
and doubtless checked the further downward ten-
dency of prices. The closing rates were 123.@124
against 126@1264, which were the ruling quota.
tions on Friday evening.

Foreign Exchange-Rates of both sterling and
francs have fallen off at least 2 V cent. since our
last, in sympathy with the gold movement and in
consequence of the depression in foreign bills at
the North. Offerings were heavy on Saturday, but
the demand throughout was of a very restricted
character, and sales showed a marked reduction
on the previous daily average movement. The
market closed languid and drooping, at 134@135
for bank sterling, 132@133 for clear bills, 130@131
for bill of lading bills, 4.180f.@1.164f. for bank
francs, and 4.30f.C4.25f. for outdoor francs.

Domestic Exchange-There was a'very heavy
counter demand for remittance purposes on Satur-
day, with unusually heavy sales at some of the
banks. The checking rate fell off, nevertheless-
not on account of any increase in the offerings of
private or commercial, which in fact appeared to
be more scarce than heretofore, but owing ex.
clusively to the decline in foreign bills, which have
for some time past constituted the prine:pal basis
of domestic exchange. The closing rates were
1@t+ at bank, and i@j 4 cent. discount out of
doors for New York sight, l@1 for five to ten
days' sight, 1@14. for fifteen to twenty days, la@
1$ for thirty days', and 2 @ 2% per
cent. discount for sixty days' sight.

Cottono-The movement in the staple has been
partially suspended since our last, owing to the
reduction in prices at New York, and to the heavy
depression in rates of gold and foreign exchange.
Buyers generally refused to operate on Saturday
except at lower figures, to which most factors re-
fused to submit, and the sales for the day were
limited to 1226 hales, at irregular, and in some
cases, lower prices, but mostly within the range of
previous quotations, which were 32@33c. for or-
dinary, 35536c. for good ordinary, 37538c. for
low middling, and 40@41c. for middling.

Sougoarand Molasses-There is no activity notice-
able in either the home or the foreign production.
Offerings though not heavy are ample to meet an
ordinary demand, but the inquiry continues re-
stricted, and sales since our last have heen con-
fined to a few small lots at previous prices.

WIestern Produce-There was a moderate busi-
ness transacted on Saturday in flour, corn and
oats at Friday's quotations. Bran was dull at a
further decline of 5c., and hay was dealt in to a
fair extent at $27 50 for Eastern, and $30 '0 ton for
prime Western.prime Western.

Provisions-The demand for all articles em-
braced under this head continues quite limited,
and the movement is almost exclusively restricted
to retail operations. The ruling quotations will be
found in our commercial article.

National Banks and IValional Currency.--The
Internal Revenue Record in noticing the various
misapprehensions afloat respecting National
Banks and National Bank currency, says :

The weekly statements published relative to is
sue of national bank currency are liable to be
misunderstood by many persons who have been
informed that the amount of circulation limited by
law to national bauhks had beenreached. The fact
is, that national banks have been organized which
are entitled to the full extent of the previsions
made by law; but it is impossible to prepare and
Issue to these banks the amount of circulation
which they are allowed as fast as they are organ.
ized. Hence the apparent discrepancy.

Another fact in relation to national banks which
is not generally understood may also require an ex-
planation in this connecton. Reports are every
now and thlen being published of the character of
certain new natirnJal banks by the controllers of
the currency ; while the fact is, that no national
hanks have been authorized for several montis,
but a number that were granted some six or eight
months ago have been delayed by various causes
from commencing business until the present time.
Quite a number of State banks which applied for
conversion and filed their papers prior to the first
of July, 1865, have not as yet received their final
certificate of authority, for the reason that their
outstanding State circulation is in excess of the
amount allowed by law for national banks. The
controller only issues the certificate for them to
commence business when their old circulation is
reduced to ninety per cent, of their capital.

T. S. Seven Thirties--The buyers of U. S.
7.30 s cent. treasury bonds should bear in mind the
reserved option of the government on the third
series of July 15, 1865, to pay the interest at the
rate of s per cent. in gold, In laese of 7.30 per
cent. in currency. The second and first series have
no such option attached. We remind parties in-
terested as holders or buyers, of the distinction, in
view of the possibility that even the next 15th
July interest on the third series may be paid at the
rate of 6 per cent. should gold continue tr decline
to 122@120 per cent. by that time.

Gold and Silver Produotion--The value of gold
and silver bullion assayed by public and private
assayers during the fiscal year 1865 amounted to
$63,253,000, of which sum $58,000,000 was the value
of bullion assayed in the Pacific States. Estimating
the unassayed gold and silver in the Pacific States
at about $5,000,000, the production of gold and
silver in 1865 would amout to $61,000.000. The
estimated production in 1863 was $48,000,000, giv-
ing an increase in two years of 13,000,000.

legulations Regarding Bonded Goods-The fol-
lowing is au extract from a circular issued by the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue concerning the
return of bonded goods by assessors and col-
lectors:

Collectors will also note that rectifying is not
redistilting. and that the law makes no allowrance
for loss by the process of reotifying when there is
is no redistillation.

All actual loss of spirits or coal oil from leak-
age,while in bonded warehouses, will be allowed
upon the proper certificates rf the inspector.
Loss from destruction by fire, or otherunavouidable
accident, while in warehouse or in transit, will be
allowed only upon presentation of satisfactory
proof of such loss, to the comioasiocers; and no
credit for such loss shall be taken en the bonded
account until the collector is notified of the al-.
lowance by the commlssioner.

All claims for lose by leakage must be accom-
anied by the certificate of the inspector, stating

the difference between the amount delivered and
the amountbonded; and, also by the affidavit of
the owner or consigneae, showing the distance the
goods have been transported, and that no part of
the same has been withbeld, and the discrepanay
is caused solely by leakage white In transust ; andno claim for lose by leakage will e eonsidered or
SUallowed by olleotor In canceling, bonds unless

srpported bythe evldsnce herein required.
lao oss witbe allowed for shrinkage In weightSof tobacco daring transit, or while stored in bond;

but where pckagea are delivered to the store-
keeper in Igood oondition, corresponding in num-

it redeemable only at its face value without idr

.Mississippi Cotton Money.-The Southern Bank
Note Reporter says that this money, issued by the
State of Mississippi on the pledge of cotton, with
individual security, was made payable ninety days
after the Governor's proclamation to return. Gov-
ernor Humphries, a violent enemy to repudiation
in every form, has issued his proclamation in con-
fortuity to law, and the ninety days expires on the
6th proxiumo. If the debtors wish to lift their
bonds before the time specified by the Governor,
they will be able to do so at thirty to fifty cents on
the dollar, by providing themselves with this
money at the rates it is now offered at. Many
have availed themselves of the opportunity to save
their credit, as well as their greenbacks, and,
during the month of February alone, placed in
the treasury over $300,000 cotton money in pay-
meat of bonds. It is certainly to be hoped that a
this laudable example will not be lost upon the
remaining debtors of this class.

Secretary McCulloch's Policy.--On this head
1 the SNew York Commercial Advertiser remarks: F

S It is quite proper that the Secretary of the
Treasury should understand that there is a grave
disapproval among a larrge majority of practical ainanciers, of the policy of secret Treasury nego- P
tiations, adopted by the head of that department.
Both bonds and gold are umderstood to have been i
sold by a family connection. These facts may well
dispose Congress to denly to the Secretary the 8
carte blanche authority for funding short obliga.
