Under anyother law than this, resort is to I
be had to the common law as modified end changed'
by State legislation, so fat as the same is not In-
consistent watoe the laoetitlstio and laws of tone
United States. So that over this vast domain of
-criminal jrisprudence provided by etch StatS for
the protection of its own citizens, fqr the punish-
ment of aliher sons who violated its criinallaws,
Federal law, wherever it can be made to apply,
displaced State law.

The question here naturally arises, from what
sources Congress derives the power to transfer to
Federaltribanala certain classes of eases em-
braced in this section.

The fifth section empowers commissioners so to a
be selected by the court, to appoint in writing one jo
or more stitable persons from time to time to exe-
cete processes, etc.

The numerous offcials and agents are made to P
constitute a sort of polie in addition to the miii- t
tary, and are authorized to summon a posse comi-

tlus and even to call to hi aid soruch portion of
the laed and naval forces of the United States or
of the militia, as may be necessary to the perform-
ance of the duty with which they are charged.
This ext•rordinary power is to be conferred upon
agents irresponsible to the government and to the
people, whose number the discretion of the com-
missioners is the only limit, in whose hands such
authority might be made a terrible engine of
wrong, oppression'and fraud. The general stat-
utee regulating the land and naval forces of the
United States and the execution of the laws are
believed to be adequate to any emergency
which convenes in timne of peace. If it should
prove otherwise, Congress can at any time amend
those laws in such it manner at, while subservin
public welfare, will not jeopardize thq rigits,
interests and liberties of the people.

The seventh section provides that a fee of ten
dollars shall be paid to each commissioner it every
case brought before him, and a fee of five dollars
to his deputy or deputies for each person he or
they may arrest and take before any such com-
missioner, with any such other fees as may be
deemed reasonable by such comnmissioner in gen-
eral, for performing such other duties as may be
required m the premises. All thesefees are to he
paid out of the treasury of the United States,
whether there is a conviction or not; but in case
of a cenviction, they are to be recoverable from
the defendant. It seems to me that, under the I
influence of such temptations, bad men might
convert any law, however beneficent, into an
instrument of persecution and fraud.

By the eighth section of the bill the United
States.courts, which set only ia one place for
white citizens, must migrate with the marshal and
district attorney, and necessarily with tile clerk,
although he is not mentioned, to any part of the
district upon the order of the President, and there
hold courts for the purpose of a more speedy ar-
resnand trial of persons ciharged with a Violatiounrof the act, and there the judge and nlicers 6of the

court must remain, upon the order ot the Presi-
dent, the time therein designated.
The ninth section aut!lorires the Presideut, or
