As we learn from the almanacs, there will be a
total eclipse of the moon to-night, in parts of
arope and Africa, and on the interraning Atlan
tie ocean. In New Orleans the moon will enter
the penumbra at twenty-eight minutes past seven
P. I., thi shadow at thirty-seven niontes past
eight. The total phase will begin at forty-four

minutes past nine, the middle of the eclipse will

occur at thirty-three minutes past ten, the total

phase will end at twenty-three minutes past eleven,
the moon will emerge from the shadow

at twenty-nine minutes after midnight and

from the penumbra at thirty-ntne minutes past
one A. X. to-morrow. The total phase, it

will be perceived, will last one hour and thirty-
nine minutes. In dayanot many jubilees past,

this eoinaidenee limtween the figures denoting the
duration of the total eclipse and those denoting
the time of the clbse of the phenomena would

doubtless have caused serious apprehensions-or
at least mapy superstitions manifestations; for,
without sich acoompatitment as this, eclipses
were informer days the causesa of extraordinary
notions and customs. A quotation from " Lloyd's
Stratagems of Jernusalem," given by Brand in his
qoulnfati Antfgqntiesn," says: -

At any eelipee of the moone, the Romanes
would -tke their brazen pots and pannes and
beate them, lifting, ppmany toreiseeandjlnckea
lighted and frebrande itp the airea, thinitng ;by
these supet b m ned ha'rechiime the moone

There was a law in Sparta that ever

they had seen any star-shoot or move from one
place to qeotler, ttoaight these Epbori accused
their kings that they offnded the gods, and thereby
depaeed ,thema.from theiekiagdome. So did Ly-
sander depose king Leonids.

Brand further tells nsthqt:Edward Sherbhrn, in
his "Annotations on Medea," published in 1648,
has the following paragraph:

Of the beating of kettleS, basons, and other
branen vessels, used by the ancients when the
moone was eclipsed, (which they did to drowse
the chatmen of witches, that the moose might not
Ihave them, and so a drawse from her spheare,
asthey supposed,) I shah not need to speake,
being a thing sa gneraly knowne, a custom con-
tinued among the Turks at this day ; yet I cannot
but adde, an wonder-at, what Joseph Scaliger, in
his annotations on Manilius reports out of Bonin
contrins,. an anoienol commentator on the same
poet; who aftmes that in a towne of Italy where
he livedc(within these twoscenturies of yeares) he
saw the same piece of Paganisme acted upon the
like occasion.

About a century later than the time to which
the foregoing refers-in 1654--" Osborne's Advice
to his Son " tells us that "The Irish or Welsh,
during eclipses, run about 'beating kettles and
pan, thinking their cla•Ap•r and vexations availa-
ble to the assistance of the higher orbes."

A coupleof -ehstarees later-than this again, Pern
Dun•alde, in his "Generl ,History of Cluna,"

gie tha, following account of tie customs pre-
vailingamongthe Celeatial denizens of the Flow-
ery Kingdom,-when they observe asneclipse :
.The veyj moimienit the inhabitants perceive the

samone-begia. to- b, daekelsed, they fall on
their • aee ed- aetltha -groaod with their fore.
head" attlbeosame time isheard a dreadful rattling
of drums and kettle-drms,. throughout Pekin, ac-
cording to the persuasion the Chinese formerly
had, that by this noise they assisted the sun o0
moon, and prevented the celestial dragono fro
devouring such usefolplahets. Thouogh the learned
and people of quality are quite free from this
ancient error, and are persuaded that eclipses are
owing to a natural cause, yet such a prevalence
has custom over them, that they will not leavt
their ancient ceremonies; these ceremonies are
practised in the same nianner in all parts of tha
empire.

Here, among us, an eclipse is held to be a mat-
ter of so little moment, thatthefew who, for scien-
tific purposes, or out of curiosity, may be seen
9bserving it, will perhaps be regarded as, the
strangest accompaniments of the phenomenon.
The maxims nil admirari, and post nummos
virtus, have such full sway, that it is only by a
desperate rush to the other extremes of miserable
credulity and profligteoJavishness that their effect
can be at all counteracted. There is no induce-
ment, or room, indeed, for these in the case of the
eclipse-and so "vell, vat of it?" will be as much
notice as not a few will deign to give it. After all,
this is, perhaps better than the superstitious cus-
toms alrove noted.
: as wd commenced by intimating, ewe depend
-upon the almanacs for oar particulars concerning
the eclipse. As these accord in all we have re-
ferred to, we presume they are correct. That it
will not do to rely implicitly on these authorities,
howevere is shown by the fact that out of half a
dozen before us, one-third say the next eclipse,
which is of the sun; will oddur on the 14h of April,
whilethe other two-thirds say it will occur on the
l]th. This is possilly due t6 the difference of
time between the places Tor ,which the date is
given; but even if so, there oeght to be uniform-
ity.as.well as a correctness' that should ,prevent
such variances.
