THE DEATtI OF HENATOR FOOT.

WArHINGTON, March 29.--The lingering illness
of llou. Solomon Foot, Senator Irom \ermont,
terminated fatally at four minutes before s o'clock
this morning. The event was announced in the
Senate immnediately after the reading of the jour-
nal, by Senator Sumner, who paid a brief eulogy
to the deceased Senator, The Senate then ad-
journedl.
It is arranged that the funeral services

here shall be held in the Senate Chamber to-
morrow, at 1 o'clock, and be conducta4 by Rev.
Dr. Saunderland. The remains will bb subse-
quently conveyed to Vermont, where farther ser-
vices will be held.

Senator Foot was sixty-four years of age, and
had been in public life for a period of over thirty
years. He was the oldest member of the Senate
n continuous service; enjoyed, in a marked de-

gree, the confidence and respect of his associates.
The appointment of his successor devolves upon
the Governor of Vermont, the legislature of that
State not being now in session.

THE DEFICIENCY BILL.

The conference committee on the deficiency bill
had a meeting this morning, but did not ianish this
measure. They will probably disagree to the
claim providing that the faces of living men
shall not be put on general currency, as that ques-
tion is before the Committee on Banks and Banking,
which will probably report a separate bill to meet
the case in ssue.

THE TEXAS PREEDnEN.

The commissioner of freedmen for Texas re-
ports that there are no indications of an increase
of loyal sentiment in that State, though there is a
visible abatement in the number and harshness of
those cases of outrage and maltreatment com-
ing under his cognizance. The large German
population of Texan, which suffered indescribably
under the rebel rule for its devotion to liberty,
has entered this season extensively into the cul-
ture of cotton, hiring a large number of freedmen.
The commissioner states that during the month of
February one hundred and fifty-nine rations were
issued to the freedmen.

THE ANKRUePT LAW.
The bankrupt bill was defeated In the House to-

day, by a majority of thirteen votes. A motion to
reconsider was made, and a motion to lay that
motion on tIe table, was defeated by eleven ma-
jority, after which it was voted to Ipostplone the
motion to reconsider, until one week fror to-day.
The friends of the bill feel confideut of its pas-
sage when the House is full.

THE SCL-REME COtRT.
The Supreme Court of tile United States will

hear no more arguments alter to-morrow. in sev-
eral cases which have been argued, opinions will
be delivered. and some time next week the court
will adjourn until tire December term.
