It In important to the public to know that the law strictly
prohibitasteambots,. sailing vessels, railroads, express arem-
pantes, stage and omnibus lines from carrying unpaid letters
fordolivery outidethe mail, unles such letters are inclosed
in Government stamped envelops, and under the conditions
below expressed; the only eloeption being in regard to letters
relating solely to the cargo or articles convoyed as freight by
the steamboat, sailing vae•ee riltroad, express company, stage
or omnibus line carrying such llettenr. It does nt eutce to
put postage stamp, upon letters of the class referred to, the
law being complied with only by inclosing them in Govern-
ment stamped envelop, ̀ provided that the said envelop
hall he duly sealed, orotherwise firmly nnd seorely closed, so

that stchletter cannot be taken therefrom without tearing or
destroying such envelop, and thee same duly directed and ad
dressed; and the date of such letter, or the receipt oftransmis-
sion thereof, to be written or stamped, or otherwise appear no
such envelop." As many of the post-oces in this and the
adjoining States have not as yet been r-established, it be-
comes necessary, for the accommodation of the public, that
other means than the agency of the post-ofces should be re-
sorted to for a more general distribution of the stamped envel
ops. To this end, I would suggest that commission mer-
chants, factore, agents, steamboat and railroad offices, and
others having business relations through the country, might
materially benelt the community by furnishing, frlm time to
time, their customers and correspondents with these envelops.
The cost is comparatively small, and Iese than that of postage
stamps. Twenty-five stmped envelops of the usual letter
csie, three cent stramp, cost eighty-seven cents. Fifty cost one
dollar and seventy-four cents, and so on for large quantlities,
beingless than half a cent fir the envolop. The use of
stamped envelops is therefore desirable on the score of econo-
my as well as in reference to a ceOllinee with the law, which
prescribhesevereepenaltles fr its vinlation. Stamnedeee-l-
ops may be had in any qutntlties at tlhis oldce. Thies notice
