It does not suffice t
put postage stamps upon letters of the class referred to, the
law being complied with only by inclosing them in Gover
ment stamped envelop, "provided that' the said enveloi
shall be duly sealed, or otherwise firmly and securely closed, s,
that such letter cannot be taken therefrom without tearing of
destroying such envelop. and the same duly directed and ad
dreseae; and the date of such letter, or the receipt of trnsmis
sion thereof, to be written or stamped, or otherwise appear or
such envelop." As many of the poet-oices in this and the
adJoining States have not as yet been re-established, it be
comenecessary, for the accommodation of the publle, the
other means than the agency of the post-offies should be re
sorted to Lor a more genera distdibutionuu of the stnped envel
ops. To this end, I would suggest that commission met
chants, factors, agents, bteamboat and railroad office, anc
others having business relations through the country, migh
matcrially benefit the community by furnishing, from time t<
time, their customere and correspondents with these envelops
Thecost Is comparatively small, and less than that of postage
stamps.
