sion of the question of the taxation of National
Bank Stock by thld United States Supreme Court:

The Supreme Court of the United States has
finally decided the National Bank Stock queston,
in the case of Michael A. Nolan and others as the
Board of Assessors for the city of Albany, deeod-
ants in error, at the suit of Adam Van Allen, plain.tiff in error, and other cases. The question tre-
sented was whether the shares of the stockholders.
in the National Banks can be subjected to taxation
by State authorities. Associate Justice Nelson
delivered the opinion of the court, holding that
shares held by endividuals were not a part of the
capital of. a bank, and must be regarded as per-
sonal property of shareholders, and, as such, .ub-
ject to taxation by the State within the provisions
of the act of Congress; but that the judgment of
the court below must be reversed, on the ground
that there was a discrimination between the shares
of these banks and the capitol stock of the State
banks. Chief Justfce Chase read a minority
opinion, not being able to concur that a State had
the power claimed, which was aa indirect mode of
taxing the national seourities, which was net au-
thorized or intended to be authorized by Congress.
