These rooms are d Necrtbedas'the most handsormel
furnishedin the suburbs--elegant rosedwdod ward
robes,i marble top center table and washstand,
splendid bureaux, sofa lonpges, rocking chairs
and cushioned seats, centes amps and mantel
candelabras, and a genuine brussels upon which to
prees the foot of his royal "duskiness." The
officers found in the possession of Cole's wife a
pair of gold bracelets valued at $130, and a lot of
silver forks.

Sooa PARTICULAR CONCERNINGo IT.

A correspondent of the Memphis Post, an aboli-
tion •heet, ltves the fellowtng'papeft from a cor-
respondent at Sunflower Landing, Mise. It shows
Obad state of thfngo among the freedmen in that
locality:

GeneralForreast •ad juslt returned,,about four
o'elock, from the landing, end noticing from the
paper that the cholera ias teported in Mobile,
wenteat to the quarters and set the freedmen
(whoi la beengaoowed to qut wrknat'atobn) at
work euttin.draths about the houses and cleaninge
up the premises inhabited by them. freedman•
by the name of Tom Edwards passed along, and
was told by the General to fixsp about his quar-
ters. He made no reply, but passed into his room.
and, with his anife in his hand, commenced cursing
an& abselsg llas wife: The General followed him
and told him he mst not abunse and whic his wife
that he would not allow it. Tom replied he would
whip his wife 'eAao.bh aleaseid. The Geneal said:
!' ff'you don't atop and shut up Ill flail you with
this broom;" giving him, at the anme time; a
light stroke on te shoulder with it, when Tom re-
plied by striing ~t othe Qenral with his knife,
editing him on one of his fingers. The General
then grasped at}. at aSnandiug by, and strock
Tom"a 'blow oni the bead.wih instantly hilled
him. '

I urrived at the scene about 6 'stloek, and'
'found about a hundred of the freedmen greatly
excited, and ditespsd to mab violtnep.

Afterward the Oneaal'came out and made them'
a speea, deploring the affair and stating the par-
eionlare add 'proesieng to await a legal'examlnn-
tion. While some 'o the negroes' exhibited
audacity that not two white men in a thousand
would-bhow, the others wore controlled by the
efforts of some of'the most intelligent and better
of the freedmen, and they Snaully dispersed to
await the future, These are the facts as I saw
and heard them.

The general has sent for the deputy sheriff, who
passed here to-day. The citizens of the neighbor-
hood are being notified, and will assemble to-
morrow, when an investigation swill be had and aa
inquest hell. From the circumstances of the
case, it will merit and attract much attention.
That it is most unfortunate is felt by all, and by
none so deeply as the general himself.

Being somewhat conversant with the existing
relations of affairs here for some time past,
would most respectfully request a suspension of
opinion on this case, both North and Sooth, Unti
the facts are elicitedby judicial proceedings.

I will now add some transactions which have
previousalyoccurred here that I had proposed writ-
ing,but have had no opportunity to mail yon. On
my returq from Memphis, on the tith ualt., I learned
that durfing' mg absence' (lee week) one of the
freedmen in my employ, his wife and son, had de-
serted, and, as I supposed, left for the freedman's
'" Mecca," Memphis. The second day after I had
gone he refused to work,' and for two hours
cursed, threatened and abused my partner nod
assistant, both ex-Usited States officers. Not
wishing a difficulty during my absence, they suf-
fered his insults for two Ihours, for'which they
would have knocked down a White man, or been
severely whipped in the attempt. Mrs. Dtflen-
backer then undertook to pacify him, when he in-
sulted and abused her, calling epithets that would
not look well i a respectable newspaper. That
nigat thenegro went over to Fosrest's plantation,
and the next day returned with two men and four
woman; the three. men armed with a revolter,
Spencer rifle, and a dooble.barreled"'shot gon.
They again threatened the white men. and then
entered pur premises and commenced carrying
away our popelty. On being remonstrated with,
they brooght the Spencer rifle to " ho

arg e 
bay-

net' poeation, and cocked it. The white moen
finallyot a dead aim a little aheald, add made
them "ground arms."

On drawing the load from one barrel of the shot
gn, which I now heave in my posseenion, I found
it to consist of a full charge of powder, a heavy
charge oa dockahetnudl five aomnon batllets.. As
be stdhe meant to shoot Mr. Tann, I judge he
loaded to kill. The negro's name is John Wilson :
heavy set, pockmarked, fbrmerly lived in South

temphis. Ites awearing good clothes belonging
to me; and I hope the froedmen's bureau may ar-
rest him, for which I will pay fifty dollars, if jus.
tsra is done both parties :

I found such a growiug 'audacity toward white
people, among the baser of the freedmen, backed
by a mobbing together from adjaceit plantations,
with ire arm Idhaded to kill white 'people, and
nptiinig sruch an increasing disposition among
some to idleness and vice, that I felt that the good
and order, the pe•ooe nd quiet of this section;
botli white and blackl, called for the presence of
an~officer of the,bosrpau.
