qrecisely on the platform that Congress made for
him, that this war should be proseeuted for the pur-
pose of putting down the rebellion against the laws
and restoring the Union. Either Congress was lying I
to its constituents when it passed thong resolutions,
or it is lying now. (Laughter and applause.)
Where is at that the radicals propose to drive the
Prcticnt? They cannot drive him off the Balti-
more platform, because they cannot stand unit
themselves.

REMARKS OF 0EN. SWIFT in

IGen. John L. Swift, an old-line MIsaaohusetts o'
abolitionist, was next introduced to the meeting,
and made a capital off-hand, telling speech. Gee. in
Swift, speaking of the issues of the war, said he n
entered into the struggle to maintain the Constitu- tl
tion. I lAere was asyother objet, it was hidden it
from the men who marched down to the States of t1
the South. I say, he added, if any otherdisposi-
tion is to be made of these events, it wilt be a
gigantic frand and an insult to the memory of
those brave men whose bodies are strewn from
the Potonmac to the Rio Grande, but whose spirits
hare gone above to swell the ranks of the God of n
battles. Everything for which we waged this war
has been surrendered, and I ask you, now, if not
more- than the most sanguine stateeman ever
hoped for, or the most rdent dreamer ever imag-
ined, has been accomplished? Why should thet
great purpose of this war, the paramount duty of
peace, remain still unaccomplished ? This is the
question to ask and there will be no true, abiding
peace for this country until this is answered, and I
the answer is, " Radicalism will nidt have it so."
The same objections now urged against the doc-
trine of recognition will hold good ten years
hence. There can be no peace auntil we have a
union of heitrts and hands. We must all work to
that end. I want you to stand With the President
for this whole country, and not for one end of it.
(Applause.) Let us have peace, and entire peace.
Let us lay down, wits the weapons of warfare,
the vindictive feelings ansd social rage to which it
gave rise. (Pr'1 otged and hearty applause.)

Senator Cowan next came forward, and said hI

had beei eked several times oa going tBh his house
the othee~-lay, " What was wrong-how it was
that this Jnion was not restored?" All Ie could
tell them was that Congress thought the negro
must vote. That was the rwhole of it; but then
Congrelaha no power in this natter. It was a
matter for the States. Let them go to Pennsylva-
niai the negro didn't vote there. Let'them go to
Illinois; the negro didn't vote there. Let them go
to New York; the negro didn't vote there unless
he was a wealthy darkey. (LOaughter.) L them
go to Masstm hsettse; the negro didn't vote there
unless he was a literary darkey. (Lauoghter.) He
contended that the soupporters of President John-
son were the only Union party. The radicals had
tried to approprate the name, brt they were a
Union party without any Union. But the radicals
did not want to admit the South, because they
knew ttese men whom ttey had been wronging
and bedeviling all this time, would have no love
for them, so they wanted to get the negro in ; not
that they loved the negro, but to help thtem out of
their own srape. Suppose the negro did come
in, what would hie do?

Now
he held that there were men in the South who
ought not, could not and never should, by his in-
strumentality, become the representatives of the

atrited States in any legislative eapacty. On the
other hnd, there were men who had been av trhe
to ttie Union as the most ultra member, aye, truer
to the Union than the most ultra member wle
held a seat in Congreas. To say.that, sch men
did not deserve retresentation was a falsehood on
liberty, a falsehood on the representative institu-
tions of America, and must die with the men who
preached it. (Cheers.) They would remember
the beautiful story told of the great and wise
King Solomon, how, when the lady had lost her
child, which had been stolen by, the harlot, Solo-
mon said, " Bring a sword and cut tte child in
two give hialf to one and half tothe other." TheI
harlot said, "Very well, let it be;" but the mother
interposd, No, let the harlot have it,s
but Savo its life "o and Solomon said, "That is
the motiher!:' (heers.) So there were men at
the North who said, " Let the Union slide ; " and
there were men at the South who said, " et the
Union slide;" but between them there stood a
wiseland patriotic people, with Andrew Johnson
at their (head, who said, " No; let the Union be
preserved." Now, the harlots can't love in our
case. (Laughter and asllause.) If they have no
child of their own, by the eternal God, they shll t
not steal ours. (Prolonged cheering.) There
were some ladies lwho came to him for aid for the
freedmen. He gave them something, and told
them to qo up to Congress to Thaddeus Stevens.
They rep tied, "We have been there." And how
mech didlyoua get? "Npt sa cent." (Laughter.)
If these were the men who wrd (5 save the
country, why, C!! ! Ltd to say was that tihe nig-
gers had better get out of it. (Laughter and
cheere.) In conclusion the speaker declared that
if President Johnson had violated his pledges,so
had every member of his cabinet who adopted
his policy. The radicals might talk about im-
peachments and treason, but Andrew Johnson
was the Gibraltar of America, and every man
who dashed his head against that rock would get
his brains knocked ont. (Great cheering.) With
all the power that had been offered to President
Johnson within thelast few months-the army and
navy at his back, and the commander-in-chief,
thirty millions of the freedmen's bureau and the
treasury at his disposal-Napoleon would not have
been a patchwork to Johnson; but all these the
President had put behind hits back.

The chairman put the resolutions, which were St

carried by a tornado of 'ayes, one solitary ' no "
being raised. The chairman declared that thin sole
dissentient must either be a rebel or a radical, and
announced the resolutions carried unanimoosly. .

There were probably not less than four thousand
welltdressed and intelligent yeomen present at the
inaugolation of this definite policy to support the
President in his reconstruction policy. They filled
up Broad street before the city hall, so that the
street care were temporarily stopped in their trips,
and they were ever ready with applause. The air
was so quiet and the night was so calm that none
of tile gas jets in the gigantic star which blazed
above the heads of the speakers were extin-
guished. The voices of be orators reached the
dullest man in that great crowd, and called forth
applause from the crowded windows across the
square. The departments of the government were
well represented by their clerks, and the radicals
by their closest friends, the colored people, in
large numbers. These latter applauded the senti
ments of the speakers quite as vocifefously as
their white brethren, who were supposed to know
better what the speakers were talking about. The
meeting may be considered a decided success as
the first step towards the formation of a new
party.

The proclamation of President Lincoln, declar- lne
ing the slaves free on the let of January, 1863, did
not and could not have the effect of emanoipating
the slaves in districts not then within the Federal
lines. Indeed, Mr. Lincoln himself did not believe
that he had power under the Constitoution to eman
cipate them, but claimed the right to do so purely
as a means of prosecuting the war then in pro-
gress, as a "war measure." The slaves have
been emancipated since that proclamation was is-
sued, not by the proclamation, bot by an amend-
ment to tie Constitution of the United States,
adopted by the States in conformity with the pro- a
visions of the Constitutlon.
