No effort was made by either
military or civil officers to retain their authority,
and all returned to their various private pursuits. B
For more than nine months a profound peace and B
quietude have prevailed, not interrupted even by
the occasional abuses of authority on the part of
military or other officers of the United States. Our S
people have frankly accepted the Providential dis-
pensation, and after the failure of their vigorous
attempt to maintain a separate political existence,
they yield to the controlling force which compels I
them to recognize and obey an authority which
they had resisted at so much cost.

As the suffering, vigor and heroism of the South-
ern people, while contending for a separate na- I
tionality, have no equal in the history of revolu-
tions, so their ready and universal spirit of obe-
dience to the laws of the conquering government
has no parallel in the recorded annals of nations.
Any officer appointed by the President of the
United States would not have met with the least
opposition in executing any law or in exercising
any legal authority, in any part of the South, for
the last nine months, without a single soldier at
his command.

Yet the spirit of qbedience is not to be under-
stood in the sense of wetlome submission. Our
people do not stultify themselves by pretending to
rejoice over their failure, ror will they feel or
feiga any special love for the people of the North
or for the government controlled by them. And
when theyspeak of their loyalty and allegiance to
the Federal government, they do not mean the
filial affection and devotion of children and subjects
towards a father or a revered sovereign. All that
wise men of the North can effect, and all that
honestand candid men of the South can promise,
is obedience tothe laws-steady, settled, continued
obedience. They would be hypocrites if pretend-
ing to love those so lately their armed enemies, or
to entertain affeeti6n for the governmient forced
upon them against their wills and in spite of their
vigorous resistance. The Southern people were
wont, in former times, to hold first in reverence
and love the government of their respective
States, and to extend to that of the Federal Union
all that was necessary in respect and obedience;
they will continue to love and cherish their local
governments as foremost in their affections, but
" giveunto Cmsar the things that are Cesar's."
The people of the South entertained a reasonable
pride in the national prosperity; and of that patri-
otism which prompted resistance to aggression and
rejoiced in the triumphs of American genins,
prowess orenterprise, they had about as much as
the people of the North could claim.

Can the feeling of the early days of the republic
be restored? Will the people of all sections ever
again be brought to confide in a Federal authority
strictly, impartially and justly administered-mi a
Constitution.thatshall protect minoritiesand defend
local goyernments from infringement-in legis-
lators and executive officers who shalllabor wisely
and honestly for the general good ? Between such
confidence and what we have franklystated as the
present sentiment of the people of the South, there
is a wide sephation. The dominant sectional ma-
jority must show a very different temper from that
now exhibited, before the spirit of by-gone days
will begin to revive. That spirit is waning in their
own section under the malign auspices of partisan
tyranny, and the tone of the Northern mind is not
buoyant and hopeful.

Some citizens advo-
date lynching them. The hostility agEinat the
prisoners is intense. None but legal off•cers and
counsels allowed to see them.

The wildest excitement prevails in Cornwall and
when the bugle sounded, volunteers ran to the
rendezrvonus, loading on their way at double quick
pace to the station. They were followed by an
excitedpapulare. On their arrival the reports
were in circulation that two companies of the 47th
regiment had revolted and taken possession of the
town in order to out their way to Portland.

Another report said that the Fenianshaderossed
at Ogdensburg, seized a train and were advancing
upon Cornwall by steam. Three companies sar-
rounded the train, and Murphy and his party oar-
rendered without resistance. Much indignation is
felt that exAttorney General McDonald should
defend them.. Two companies of intantry and a
battery of artillery had been ordered to Cornwall.

Mr. Speedy, secretary of the libernlan society,
has arrived.
