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PRESERVE THE RECORDS.

It would have been well if our State legislature
at its last session, had established an office fo
gathering, arranging and preserving the militari
and historical records of Louisiana. Such at
office, with a competent keeper, would have beetattended with but little expenditure, probably no1
more than five thousand doilarsper annum, in.
eluding rent, salary and incidental outlay. The
duty of the keeper of records would have been tc
secure, by all available means, such facts, statisoi, tics, reports, letters, journals and publications as
might supply the materials for a fall and accurate
history of the State, with especial reference to the
war of the past five years. Such an office would
be, from the beginning, a desirable resort for
compilers of memoirs andbiographies, and aldepot
for the convenient use of the members of the
GeneralAssembly and other officers of the State.

After the lapse of years, when the present gen-
eration of Louisianians shall have given place to
another-when the recriminations of hostility shall
have ended, and the passion and prejudice of the
present day, shall be succeeded by better feel-
ings-the men and women of another age -will
eagerly seek for a truthful record of what was
done by their grandfathers in the most notable of
all wars. They will enquire with ardent curiosity
into the details of military movements, and none of
the minute records of the various corps will be
without interest. They will wish to read a full
and truthful history of all that was done by the
sixty thousand men and boys who served in the
various corps organized in Louisiana, whether
they fell in battle, died of disease, or survived the
final surrender. Nor will this desire be limited to
them, or to the descendants of the Confederate sol-
diers of other States: it will be shared by the
children of the officers and soldiers of the federal
armies who will wish to know what manner of men
their fathers met in battle, and, all the detaiis of
the stupendous struggle where so nmany found
bloody graves, and so many won imperihable
fame. All the people of this country are inter-
ested in knowing the truth ; and the time will come
when a true and faithful history of the war will be
sought after with avidity, whether the truth relates
to southern or to federal armnls. Until such Ilis-
tory is written, the great moral lessona of the
war will remain untaught.

The materials for history are perishable. The
best of theml are in the meinory of the actors, and
being unwritten are lost with their death orremain
in the distorted form of imperfect oral tradition.
It would, therefore, be a patriotic and highly use-
sul labor for each actor in the war to put on record
what he did or saw. The fuller and onre circumn-
statiarrthe narrations are, the better will they suhb
serve historical purposes; the .ivy or Thincydidest
of another age will llnow very well what to omit
of the facts placed at his disposal. Next in value
to these unrecorded recollections are written andr
printed reports and documents, muster rolls, and
private letters and memoranda. All of these will
be consumed by time unless care be taken to
gather and preserve them.

In tile absence of a record office and keeper
established and paid by law, it would be a com-
mendable enterprise for a few Louisianians to form
an association for the purpose of procuring and
preserving historical records relating to tile past
five or six years. The amount of labor required
would be comparatively light when shared by fifty
or more citizens. But a moderate outlay for ex-
penses would be requisite for the firstfewmonths,
and even that would probably be refunded by the
State when a legal keeper of army records shall
be authorized and appointed. Such an associa-
tion might rescue from destruction many valuable
papers, and make themn available to the writers of
history, as well as encourage the writing of many
valuable and Interesting sketches and memoirs
which would else remain unwritten.

AccIerN INStRANCE.--The business of acci-
dent insurance has taken propositions in accord-
ance with the scale on which all really great and
useful undertakings are transacted in this land of
expansive energies and indomitable perseverance.
A few months ago it was scarcely heard of. Now
itis forcing its way into every corner of the land,
and no one thinks himself doing jaustice either to
himself or to his family, if not having already ac-
quired an independence, if he leaves home without
effecting on insurance which shall secure it in the
event of accident.

And an admirable thing is this accident insur-
ance! How much suffering, how much misery,
how much ruin is it not calculated to avert ! A
man leaving home feels that, dependent as himself
and his family are upon his constant personal ex-
ertions, he can prevent all embarrassment in con-
sequence of any accident to himself by simply
taking the precaution to take out a policy of in-
surance for anE amount he may choose. What
need be said to induce a true man to avail himself
of such an opportunity I The expense is a mere
trifle-the advantages aesared in case of aecident
ineffable.

Another admirable improvement has jest been
made in the business, by the providing for the
issue of combined policies, for insurances against
loss of life from all causes, including accidents,
disease and natural death, with compensation for
non-fatal personal injuries. This must be hailed
with satisfaction everywhere, and will'nassredly
become the general fourn of insurance throughout
the world.

In the meantime, the accident policies will be
continued independently of the combined policies,

t| and will be taken out by every prudent traveler,
to the great advantage of the whole community;
for the business, like ail others which contribute
| to the welfare of the many, cannot fail to prove
profitable to insurers, if properly conducted.

then went on the sidewalk. Shortly after, the
deceased returned to Mrs. Bundy's house woundedSin the left side. The evidence of the physicians

was that the deceased died on the morning of the
12th instant. The cicatrix of a wound was dis-
covered on the left side, between the fourth and
fifth ribs. The condition of the organs was such
that no possible doubt could be entertained of the
canse of death. The evidences of a weapon hav-
ing penetrated the chest and wounding the
lung were clearly manifested. On this testimony
the verdict above stated was rendered.
