APPEARANCE OF nc Sun FO THEa NORTHrn
POLE.-To a person standing at the North pole,
the sun appears to sweep horizontally arotndthe
sky every twenty-four hours without'aaypercep-
tible variation during its circuitinits distance from
the horizon. On the 21st of June it is 28 degrees
18 minutes above the horizon-a little more than
sno-fourth the distance to the zenith, the highest
point that it eorer reaches. From this .ttitude it
slowly descends, its track being represented by' a
spiral or screw with a very fine thread, and in the
course of three months it worms its way down to
the horzion, which it reaches ofdthe bfd of iep-
tember. On this day it slowly sweeps around the
sky, with its face half hidden below the icy sea.
It still continues to descend, and after it has en.
tirely disappeared it is still so near the horizon
that it carries a bright twilight around the heavens
in its daily circuit.

As the sun sinks lower and lower, this twilight
gradnoiy grows fainter and fainter, till it fades
away. On the 20th of December the sun is 23 de-
grees :t minutes below the horizon, and this is the
midnight of the dark winter of the pole. From this
date the sun begins to ascend, and aftera time his
return is heralded by a faint dawn, which circles
slowly around the horizon, completing its ci-Scult every twenty-fourhoura.. This dawn grows
grutsally brighter, and on tte 20th of March the
oeaksa of ice are gilded with the first level rays of

iihe six months' day. The bringer of this long day
continues to wind his spiral way toward uprward,
till he reaches his highest place onthe 23d of June,
1n0 his aitnnul course is completed. Such is one
of he most wonderful works of God.
