THE MYSTERY OF THlE ROBBERY PARTIALLY CLEARED
UP-ARREST OF THE ALLEGED THIEVES--AROCT
$10,000 WORTH OF THE MISSING BONDS RE-
COVERED.

A partial revelation of the mystery attendant
upon the robbery of $164,000 worth of United
States government bonds anod railroad securities
from the residence of Mr. John P. Moore, No. 110
Madison avenue, was made yesterday, through
the exertions of Capt. John S. Young and his
assistant detectives. It appears that on Saturday
last, two men who gave their names os Lewis
Clark and Charles Dennis, visited a gentleman
living somewhere up town, (whose name we with-
hohl at the requoest of the police,) and stated that
they wished to dispose of a number of coupon
honds. He examined them carefully, when her
came to the ci nclusion that the bonds thus offered
for sale in so unusual away, were a portion of
those stolen from MIr. Moorc's residence. Whether
he purchased the bonds or not, or what exact
steps he took in the matter, is not known, owing
to the reticence of the police.

Suffice to say that he communicated to Captain
Young the fact that such bonds had been offered.
Actiog on this information, Capt. Young, assisted
by detectives Elder, MoCord, Itadford and Kelso,
succeeded in arrestitg Clark and Deunis, and also
in recovering $19,t50 of the bonds stolen from Mr.
Moore. These bonds were itentified by the in-
Strmaot as a portion of those he sai in the posses-
sion of the accooused, and they were alsoi identilled
by Mr. Moore as his property. During the day
hIlththe prisoners were arraigned before Justice
lowlino, at the Toombs police Court, when Mr.
Moore tiled an affidavit agaitnst themn, chargiuog
them with having stolen $160,0fS in bonds and so

twell known to the police as professional thieves,
