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THE STATE OF LOUISIANA.
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TBICHINIASIB.

It is very probable that, in all ages, men have
been afflicted with what is now known as " trichi-
niasis." Cases of mysterious death, not referrible
to the known forms of disease, have very
often happened, and without exciting the alarm
which the assaults of the little animal called
"trichina spiralis," are now exciting throughout
the civilized world. And yet it is by no means
improbable that men, at least men who eat pork,
have always been liable to the attacks of this
diminutive creature. A man might have died
of some recondite affection, which the diag-
nosis of the physician failed to reveal, and have
been quietly laid in his grave without causing any
great terror to his uInckier neighbors ; but the mo-
ment they know that he has fallen a victim to a
microscopical little beast, with so formidable a
name as " trichina spiralis," they immediately be-
gin to imagine that the enemy is busily at work
upon their own bodies.

Now it is not a very pleasant thing to have one's
intestines harrowed, and one's muscular fibre de-
voured by " trichi

na
e epirales" or any other kind

of parasites. The thought is certainly disagreeable
enough, and is calculated to make us look with
suspicion on the finest Westphalia, or the most de-
licious spare-ribs. There are many ways of malt-
ing an exit from this world far more pleasant than
being devoured alive. And yet, men must eat.
Science has not yet discovered any method by
which the ordinary supply of nutriment can be
dispensed with. We sometimes hear, it is true, of
angelic creatures who seem to snisist on air; but
there is a shrewd suspicion that even these ethereal
beings relish ahbeef-steak in private, or a sandwich
behind the pantry-door. We grieve to say it; but
candor compels ts to assert that a majority, even
of the women of America, are more or less ad-
dicted to pork.
The question thence alices, is it really danger-

ous to eat pork? Are we to abandon our spare-
ribs, repu-liate our delectable hacms, renounce olru

savory sausages, and surrender our broiled bacon,
all for fear of the diminutive but redoubitable
" trichtina spir;lis?" ManyI people, without a suof-
ficient examination of tile subject, I roe concluded
to answer this questini ill the oafcrealtive: and
have resolved to nmake assurance doubly sure by
refusing any further associati,On with pork. cout
the mass ol the people callnot follow this example
even if it were oesiraisle for them to do so. Pork
is not only an established article of diet, but, es-
pecially in the countey, it cotstitntes a large pro-
portion of the only accessible food of the popula-
tion. It people are to go without pork in conse-
quence of the clamor about trichiniasis, they will
very likely have to go without eating at all.

Ilnt there is no reason to believe that any such
alternati:-e is presented. Trichiniasis is certainly
a terriele and a very fI,tal disease; but tlher: is
really no necessity for anybody to get it if only
proper precautions be taken. A very interesting
report has recently been pubilished by a committee
of Chicago physicians, who were charged some
time ago with the duty of investigaatng tile subject
of trichinsis and its attendant phenomena.
These gentlemen present some facts, which, un-
attended with proper explanations, are sufficiently
startling. Their first duty was to ascertain whether
trichina actually exist in the hogs of this country.
and in those of the Northwest in particular.' To
accomplish this object, they examined 1394 hogs
in the different packing houses and butcher stalls
of Chicago. Among these, 28 were found to have
trichina in the muscles, giving about one in fifty,
or two per cent., of trichinohs animals. This result
indicates that trichiniasis in pork is even more
common in this country than in Germany. The
worst case in the 28, showed a density of 18000
trichina to the cubic inch. The remaining 25 were
infested in a comparatively slight degree-from 48
to 6000 to the cubic inch. The report says that a
person eating an ordinary meal of the most thickly
infested specimen, in a raw state, would speedily
fall a victim to the ravages of not less than 1,000,-
000 young trichina. In certain cases of death from
this cause, 2,000,000 trichina have been found in
the muscles of a man.

This statement is not very comforting. It shows
beyond a doubt, that the hogs of the Northwest
are trichinous in at least as great a degree as
those of Germany. But there is consolation to be
derived from the additional facts that careful exam-
ination will almost always reveal tie presence of
these parasites, and that any kind of thorough
cooking, at a temperature above one hundred and
fifty degrees Fahrenheit will destroy them. The
greater prevalence of the disease in Germany than
in this country, arises from the fact that there
pork is very often eaten raw. The conclusion of
the committee is that few sensible people will
refuse pork as food, If it suite their convenience to
use it. As our readers may like to see the very
words of these scientific gentlemen, we quote the
closing lines of the report:

The excitement has, with little doubt, been
fostered by interested persons, for speculative
purposes, until people have come to imagine that
there is a danger in eating pork of any kind, a
danger all the more terrible because hidden, little
understood, and undiscoverable by ordinary
means. All this excitement has occurred before a
single instance of the occurrence of trichina in
American hogs has been, as far as we are aware,

uthentically reported. It has therefore become
necessary that the subject shonld be thoroughly
investigated, in order that the people, by familiar-.
ity with the danger and confidence in their under

.

standing of its character, may not be prey of
supersflitious fears. The panic which now pre-
vails is unfounded in reason, senseless and greatly
injurious. We do not allude to the commercial
aspects ol the question, a matter of small moment
compared with the great importance of pork as the
kind of meat diet uponu which nineo-tenths of our
agricultural population, North and South, mainly
depeod. In our view it would be fully to diseard
this kind of meat fromn our list si articles of food.
when all possibility of injury attending its use may
be avoided by tile most siple uIeans. Let tile pie-
pie but understand that only one hog in forty-eight
containstrichina at all, that only one in three hbn-
dred contains them in suofflient numbers to cause
considerable danger, and that even in these cases
the worms are rendered innocuous by proper
scikiin . drvins or cookinil.

DANOEaOn S RENU.TERn. -- Great excitement

was caused in the Custom House and vicinity yes-
terday by a reneounter between two prominent
gentlemen, in which weapons were used, and one
of the parties was wounded, but we are happy to
learn not dangerously. It appears that Mr. Wright,
a member of the Shreveport bar, a gentleman
well advanced in years, was in the o•tice of
Colonel Bnrbridge, when General S. IG Bar-
bridge, a brother of the colonel, entered, and, an
altercation ensued between the general and Mr.
Wright, resulting in the former drawing a pistol
and firing several shots, -three of which hit Mr.
Wright, one inflicting a flesh wound in the arm, a
second making a slight wound in the side, and the
third perforating his clothes. Mr. Wright drew J
knife during the rencounter, but inflicted no injury
upon his antagonist, whose retreat secured him.
We have not heard of any legal steps being taken
in the matter, but it is rumored that General Bur-
bridge immediately reported the case to the mili-
tary authorities, and offered to surrender himself.
He has been stationed at Shreveport as a govern-
ment cotton agent, and the difficulty is understood
to have originated at that place, in relation to a
cotton transaction.

CORONER'S INV-tSTIoATION INTO THE HOMICIDE

or Lancu.--The coroner's jury were engaged yes-
day in obtaining testimony in relation to the homi-
cide of Michael Lynch, who was stabbed on Sun-
day night last, and who has since died of his in-
juries. The jury rendered a verdict that the de-
ceased came to his death from two incised wounds,
penetrating the region of the abdomen, and from
the evidence adduced, declare that the wounds
were inflicted on the deceased about the hour of ,
o'clock, April 15th, near the corner of Love and
Poet streets, by a knife, in the hands of one Ed-
ward Craigin, aided and abetted by Emile Delea-
ries, and supposed to have been aided and abetted
by John Carney and F. Grillen. The deceased was
a native of Ireland, and about J2 years old.

IIoSPERATE DI)EL.--We learn that a desperate
duel was fought on Weduneeday in the neighbor-
hood nf' the city, betweeu n ex-Confederate and
a Federal officer. The weapons were pistols and,
at the first fire, the Federal received tile bullet of
his antagonist through both lu.gs. causing a dan-
gerous and probably a fatal wound. Tle ex Con-
fcderate was shot throu:gh both legs, below the
knee. the tibia of the right I, g being broken.
Though serious, his hurts are not dangerous. We
believe the quarrel arose from pohtics. The Fede-
ral is a native of France, wh.lst the ex-Confeder-
ate is either a native Frenchman. or a Creole of
French extraction. who was an officer in Coppens

l-ui-iana battalion, atn had been publicly ootn-
p!im:ented by General Lee on the battlefield for his
gallantey. It is rnt:urcd h::,t town that three
nloe duels were to have been fought yeSter after-
non. and three more this mornuieng, but we have
learned no particulars.

A BOLD Feore,ia.--On Teesday last a check forl 14t), purporting to have been drawn by Messrs.

Forstall & Spear, was pre-ented at the counter of
the loank of Ame:ica, whtere theat firl has an ae-
count, and was casihed without suspiciou. Subse-
qut;tly it was discuveled to be a forgery, and the
ptlice feling informed d f thie altfir, steps were
takhe to defeat tae sillful counterfeiter. The suc-
ce-s of his adventure emboldelned him to an nn-
usual degree, and the police were spared a search
that, if lie had been more prudent, might have
been unsuccessful. He yesterday had the temerity
to present another check for 81700 at the same
bank. with a forgery of the signature of the
same firm. He was identified by the teller, and
promptly perceiving his danger, sought to escape,
but after running a short distance was captured.
He gives his name as James Peterson, and is now
locked up in the jail of the Second District.

THE PRESIDENT'S SPEECH.

WAsarcovox, April 18.-In reply to the crow
of soldiers and sailors assembled at the Whit
House, this evening, to pay their respects to th
President, President Johnson said :
I confess that in the present posture of public

affairs, your presence and address give encourage
ment and confidence to me in my efforts to die
charge the dhtles ineumbent on me as chief magls
trati of the republic, and in whatI have to say I
shall address you in the character of citizens,
sailors and soldiers, (Applause) We are to-day
involved In one of the mest critical and'tryif sitsu
ations that have- oceunred since the government
came into existeance. •The nation has another test
atillt to undergo, sad theti to give evidence-to the
nations-of the earth and to-its own citians that it
has the power to rsetoreisternal peace, that it has
strength enough to put down treachery and trea-
son within itt owl bordess. (Cheers) We- have
commenced@an ordeals and JIkrst in God' we will
pass through it successfully. (Cheers.)
I feel complimentedeby theallusion of one pres-

ent to the faet that in lte-Senate, in 1860 andl861,
when the nation was enteriang n this ordbal, I
raieed my hands against treason, treachery and
traitors. (Cheers and ories- or. good.) I stand
here-to-day, holding to and maintaining the same
opinions which I then enanciated. (Cheers.) I
stand here to-day opposing traitors and treason,
whoever they be; in the South or in the North.
(Loud cheers.) I stand here to-day as I th•m
stood,nsing all my powers, mental and physical,
to preserve the nation in going through the third
phase of its existence. The organized forces and
coumbined powers that recently stood arrayed
against us are disbanded, driven from the field
bat it does not follow that there are still no ena..
mies against our present form of government and
our freeinstitutions. (Applause.)

I then stood in the Senate of the United Statg
denying the doctrine of separation and secession.
1 denied then as I do now, that any State has the
right, of its own will, to separate itself from tile
orher States, and the right to destroythe Union and
break aup the government; and I think I have given
some evidence that I have been sincere and in
earnerst, and now I want to know wiry it it is that
the whole train of slanderers and calumniators have
been barking and snapping atemyheels. (Cheers.)
Why is it they have arrayed themselves against
me ? Is it because stand on the side of the people?
anld when Isay people I include sailors and soldiers.
(Cheers.) Why is it that they are arrayedic tra-
ducing and falsifying andcalumniating me? Where
were they during the rebellion just ended?

t Although pretty well advanced in life, I feel that I

They have turned the whole pack loose to lower
me in your estimation. Verily, they can't do it.
Tray, Blanch and sweethearts-little dogs !-come
along snapping and snarling; but I heed them
not. (Chreers.) The American people-citizens,
soldiers and sailors-know that, from my advent
into public life to the present moment, I have
always stood, unswervingly, the advocate and de-
fender of their rights and interests. (Cheers.)
We are now in the nation's third ordeal. We are
not yet through. We denied that States could go
out of the Union-we denied the doctrine of seoes-s slon-and we demonstrated it by the strong arm-

yes, the soldiers and sailors, (God bless them )
have demonstrated, by their patriotism and strongI arms, that States have not the power to leave
a the Union. (Applause.)

What followed ? The Confederate armies were
overpowered and disbanded, and there was aa willingness on the part of the people of those

States to come back in obedience to the law and
acknowledge the supremacy of the Constitution of
our fathers. For what have we passed through
Sthils third ordeal ? It was to prove the principleu that no State had the power to break up the
I government. It was to put down rebellion. The

f rebellion has been put down, and for what? Was
it to destroy the States? Verily, never. For
SwhYt have all these lives been sacrificed, and all

I th treasure expended ? Was It for the purp 4aof destroying the States? No. It was for the
Spurpose of preserving the union of the States.

That is what we have been contending for, and to
establish the fact that the nation can liftits owe
lead above and beyond internal wars, and treason
and traitors at home.

When the rebellion in Pennsylvania was put down,
did that destroy the State and put it out
of the Union ? So, when the great rebellion wasr put down, and the Constitution and laws of the

country restored, tihe States engaged in the rebel-
lion bieing crushed, the law restored and the Con-
stitution acknowledged in them, they stood in the
Union and Constitution a portion of these giorior•.
