A WILD BEAST SEEINOu WHOM HE MAY Iso-

vou.--A man named Hood, chief cook at the e,
Ouachita Hotel, wits lately exhibited frequent U.
sytoptoms of insanity and attempted to commitnt
suicide, turned his attention on Wednesday even-
ig to a colored assembly in the old hospital near --
the hotel, by throwing stones and bottles through
the windows, to the great annoyance of those
within: and resulting in the brealking lip of the a
meeting- The meeting was conducted by Mir.
Bfln or Burnham, and was convened for the pur-
pose of raising money to buy a school-ihouse for
freedmen, and was quietly conducted, until the
assailant made his appearance. lie was perfectly
enrage"d and desperate; as the assecmbly dis-
persed, he attacked alt who approached himn, and
stabbhed three freedmen and Mr. Burn. One
freedman was mortally wounded. Mr. Bi. received
a ilesh wound of so slight a character that he only
discovcred it two hours after it occurred. Hood
was seen soon afterwards, cutting steak for break-
faist, probably, with the same knife used before, -

and seemed to be composed, being in his element
when cutting flesh. Finding that ie was about
being arrested, he decamped. Hood is dangerous
and crazy-so pronounced by an MI. D. He was
the terrolr of the hotel. He has been in both the
United States and Confederate armies ; acted as
spy for both governments during the late struggle ;
escaped from the explosion of the steamer R. J.
Lockwook ; stabbed and killed a man af:terwards

S in New Orleans, and came here to disturb our
usually quiet community. We are glad to hear
p that he had no accomplices in the late tragedy.
