Orphan Boy
endeavored to catch her, but though he passed
Refusal easily enough the Norborne filly shook
him off whenever he approached her.

Methodist Eptseopal Church Conference.

The conference met at the usual hour yesterday.

Such work as he still felt equal to he purposed to
continue as long as he shall live, and he asked the
Conference to give it to him. He thanked them
for the indulgence a!ways shown .him, e;xhorted
them to be united, and gave them his fervent
blessing. The assent was of course accorded.

The conference went into committee of the
whole on the proposition to change the name of
the church. All the arguments pro and con. were
reiterated, without any result being arrived at;
and the committee reported progress and was
given leave to sit again.

The other business done was of no general in-
terest.
