THE STATE OF LOUISIANA.
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The Fair OGrounds Races.

GREAT FOUR RILE DAY.

The weather on Saturday was as coy and co-
quettish as on any day during the season--sultry,
cloudy, brassy, dull, sprinkly and bright,

" Everything by starts snd Dothing long."

It held up splendidly, however, for the great event
to come off on the Fair Grounds race course,
which, of course, attracted a very large attend-
ance. We believe this was far the largest of the
season.

The track was in greatly improved condition,
although still decidedly slow, as we have no doubt
the time which will be made at Fordham will show,
if the races about to come off there are favored
with a good day and track as are expected,
from all accounts received thence.

Although we took good care to be on the track
m gooditile, according to the bills, we learned
that the 400 yards dash for $1000 between Mr.
Green's bl. g. and Mr. McCarty's br. g. had al-
ready been run, and won easily by the latter. The
reason of this anticipation of the regular hour, we
understand, was for the purpose of avoiding some
question connected with the jockey club rules.
The losing owner is reported not to be satisfied
with the running of the match, and another test
of the powers of the respective steeds may possi-
bly be made.

Punctually for ball-past three o'clock, the sig-
nal was given for saddling up and mounting for
the great four-mile heat race for the Jockey Club
Purse of $2000. The entries for it were Charley
Armstrong, Neosho and Gen. Rousseau. On
their coming up for the start it was objected that
the rider of Neosho was from the same stable as
the rider of Charley Armstrong, and the fourteenth
rule of the club says, " Two riders from tile same
stable will not be permitted to ride in the saome
race, except by consent of the judges;
nor shall two horses from the same
stable be allowed to run in the same
race, except ma single heat race." Mr. Moore,
one of the owners of Charley, protested that the
boy was no longer in his stable, although at the
commencement of the season he was, and had rid-
den a two-mile race for him. Since then, he had
been in the employ of Ir. Small, the owner of the
Norborne filly, Neosho. The judges made some
inquiries, and among them from the boy himself',
who admitted that he still freqent:ed Messrs.
Moore and Coffee's stable. This Mr. Mboore ex-
plained by saying that the boy merely did thin to
avoid eleepiog and associating exclusively with
the negroes of Mr. Smanll's stable; and he
again protested that the boy now no more
belonged to Moore & Coffee's stable than Charley
Armstrong belonged to Mr. tlenderson's, from
which he lhad lately been bought; and that the
judges would be justified in refusing to allow him
to run with Rousseau, on the plea that the two
horses were from the same stable. The judges,
under all circumstances, thought it advisable to
decline giving their consent to the boy's riding
Neosho, but granted Mr. Small time to find another
rider. After this had elapsed it was announced
that iMr. Small had been unable to find another
rider; upon which the judges decided that the
filly could not run, and that all field-bets werecon-
sequently off.

This left the contest between Charley Armstrong I
and General Rousseau. They both appeared in
excellent condition, although a peculiar action of
the grey as he walked about the stretch had led Sti
some to fancy that there was something faulty in
one or both of his forelegs. Careful observation, '

ahowever, soon dissipated the notion. The boy
was universally admired for his size and symmetry;
and he continued the favorite as decidedly as he A.
had been at the pools on Friday night. A thousand
to four hundred, a hundred to twenty-five, a thous-
and to four hundred, a hundred to forty, a hundred
to fifty, five hundred to two hundred and fifty, a
hundred to fifty-five, a hundred to sixty, were calls
on him, heard immediately before the start. gS

Charley Armstrong won the inside track, and at u'
the tap of the drum went off for the first mile at s.
an easy pace,with:Rousseau leisurely waiting upon
him and allowing him gradually to open a gap
between them, which on the back stretch amounted at
to some four or Ave lengths. Then he began to w
close up a little on the grey and continued to do so tl
round to the stand, when he was close on him. gi
This mile was run in 2:05. Five hundred dollars
even was now offered he would win the heat.

The second mile was a repetition of the first, ai
except that the bay allowed a somewhat
larger gtp to be made, and was some
half a dozen lengths in the rear on passing e
the stand; but he was doing his work with appa-
rently great ease, his crest proudly arched, his h
stride firm and elastic, his tail at ease, and every-
thing marking him as well deserving the favor in
which he stood. Charley Armstrong's style of
running was quite different. His head and neck, o
back and tail were nearly in a line, except occa-
sionally when the last-named appendage was
given an all but vertical tilt, as though he were it
using his nose as a wedge to break the resistance p
of the air to his flight; and his rider found an a
occasional persuader with the whip advisable.
The mile was done in one minute fifty-three ,
seconds and a half. The third mile was so similar
to the second that nothing more need be said of
it than that on the home turn the General pushed 1
up upon Charley, and was within three lengths of r
him on passing the stand, and that this mile was
run in one minute and fifty-four seconds. The grey
again increased the gap as they entered tihe turn I
on the fourth and last mile, and some doubt began s
to be manifested about the certainty of his win- I
ning the heat. On the back stretch, however, h
beganto creep up, gradually gained on the grey
round the home turn and down the stretch, and
pushing a killing pace, collared Charley Armstrong
a few yards roem home, and came in a clever win- I
nor of the heat by half a length. The time of this I
mile was one minute, filty-seven seconds and a
half; of the heat, seven minutes and lifty seconds.
Is Of course the friends of the General were

to elated, although an offer of a hundred to a thou-

sand against his winning the purse found no
takers. ilia antagouibt looked every bit as well
as he did alter the heat, however, and some
touoght a little better; and the talk among a few
was that if the grey haI but b:een put on his sl e:d
earlier on his way home, from the back stretch on
the last mile, he would have taken the heat. But
ifs and buts leave things as they were.

For the second heal they got off well, Rousseau
with the inside track, at an easy pace, and allow-
ing the grey almost immediately to take the lead
and position from him. The first mile was run
very nmuch on the same order end style as that of
the previous heat, the grey passing the stand two
or three lengthlahead, in 2:031. The second was
Srun somewhat faster-in 1:54d-the grey passing
thestandwith a gap of six or eight lengths be-
tween him and the bay. Of the third mile it need
only be said that it varied in no essential from
the previous one, except that the horses were closeron together on passing the stand, and that it was run

in one minute fifty-six seconds and a half. So
with the fourth mile, till they were about leaving
the back stretch, when the grey was put to his

- st best speed, increased the gap aetween them,
so while iRousseau seemed unable to auswer the call

made on him by his rider for greater efforts, andna was finally left so far behind that on the grey's

reaching the stand, he had barely passed the dis-
tance pole. This mile was done in one minute
fifty-eight seconds and three-quarters; making
the time of the heat seven minutes Efty-three
seconds and a quarter. a

The tables were turned now, and the knowing b
ones began to look blhe. Nor were their hopes 0
and wishes at all encoaraged by the appearance d
of Rousseau on being unsaddled. He was very b
heavily blown, the sweat streamed from him, his e
eye was dull, he hung his head as though he b
hoped there was no more such work before him, a
and his hind fetlocks were skinned, as though he ti
ran with his pasterns and hoofs in a line. He rap- "
idly picked up, however, and it was evident he p
had enough in him to make it no sure thing that he 0
would not win the heat and purse. Charley showed
very well, although by no means a handsome look- "
ing animal at any time, standing or running. 

For the third heat, they started with the grey on
the inside track and leading a few lengths, from w
the turn round the first mile and increasing the
gap on the second mile, till, in the last quarter,
Rousseau crept up. They both passed the stand
well in hand, for the third mile. On the back r'
stretch Rousseau made another posh on the grey, b
but was shaken off, and was four or five lengths at
behind at the stand. The fourth mile was a repe- tI
tition of the third, except that Rousseau made a si
gallant struggle down the home stretch, but was s'
unable to reach the grey, who passed the stand g
two lengths ahead of him. The time of each mile h
was, respectively-2:05; 1:58; 2:02.
