In order not to digress from our present sub-

ject, we shall leave the interesting reminiscences
attached to the naming of the various streets of
this ancient district, to which at some other mo-
ment we may return, and direct now the reader's
attention to that formal ground basis, ordained
some years ago by our city council, which makes
the appellation of streets uniform and general,
beginning or starting from Canal street, as the
central point, up and down the city; that is to
say, all the river streets (lo called on account of
their parallel lines with the stream,) running into
each other, are to be called the upper ones, after
the names of the First District streets, the lower
ores after those of the Second District or the
Old City Square. This rule is to be observed,
notwithstanding all former nomenclature, from
the above named center point, Canal street, to
the two extremes of the city of New Orleans boun-
daries, that is: up to Toledano street, and below
to the Canal des Ptcheurs. In the course of
time, after the passing away of the present gen-
eration, this system will certainly help to simplify
the immense extent of New Orleans street ap-
pellation, but for the present, we fear a great
many people still ignore that this change of
names has thus publicly been decreed, and most
of the old residents know their streets only by the
names watich they have borne to them, ever since
they became acquainted with their own baptismal
name.

Nay, we have seen some of the old down-town
fogies absolutely in a rage about the changing of
names upon lamp-posts or otherwise; and one, in
particular, would watch, with a big st ck, a coco
inarcoa, (as he called his admonitor, the house-
number painter.) who, by a new ordinance, had
been authorized to re-number the residences of
citizens generally, and collect a small fee (twenty-
live cents) for each number from the proprietor.
