The, conference met yesterday at the regular
horr.

The flrst business of interest taken up was the
memorial from the African church, praying that
certain property might be made over to it.

As an amendment, it was proposed to refer the
question to the annual conference. One member
urged that this proposed action would bring back
the colored people to this charh. An amendment
to this purport was adopted, and finally the
report of the committee on the whole subject of
African churches, was, with amendments adopted
as a whole.

The report, No. 4, of the Committee on Books
Periodicals, etc., was called up, and a lengthy dis-
cussion ensued upon the subject. There were a
a- majority report and a minority report, and a sub-
50 stitute for the whole before the conference. One

proposition was to sell the property of the pub-
so ishing honse, and to purchase books instead of
manufacturing them for sale. In reference to
the proposition to remove the publishing
house from Nashville, one member said that
this would lead the creditors to seize the establish-
ment. Another member was convinced thatit
would be better to throw away the "bricks
and mortar" belonging to the church in
Nashville, and establish a publishing
house in Baltimore, Philadelphia or New
York, than to continue the former arrangement.
Another member, again,'pronounced the book
concern a success, and explained that out of what
had been reckoned as its capital there was $68,000
in debts, of'which not one per cent. bad been
paid, $28,000 of payments for lawyers' fees, court
expenses and commissioners, $20,000 for papers,
so much for bishops' salaries, $30,000 for losses in
tracts, $24,000 for Bichmond loses, etc., etc., and
he urged that the actual capital of the concern
sL had been very small in comparison with what had
ro, been supposed. A quarterly review, again, was

b referred to as a lose forced on the pub-
lishing house besides which there had
been too many editors and too many

Y agents employed. Notwithstanding all this,
it was contended that the object of the
onterprise had been accomplished as far as fur
nishing even more publications than the church
wanted. There are now on hand between thirty-
five and forty thousand good Methodist books
which could not be sold. On the whole it
was contended the concern is solvent and in a
better condition than ninety-nine out of a hundred
of establishments who had encountered the war
in the South with as large a capital. In fact, it
was pronounced the best engineered enterprise
in the South, during the war.

The discussion continued up to the hour of ad-
journment, without any result being arrived at.

The conference meets again this morning at the
regular hoor-9 o'olock.

BoNES OF THE DODn.-A single foot and an old
painting in the British museum, a head in the Aeh-
tolean museum at Oxford--sue have been for

maty years the only evidence on which naturalists
have had to rely to prove the existence of that
singular extinct bird, the dude of the Mauoritius.
On this slight foundation anatomists have built up
a snperotrueture reconstructing the entire bhid,
evolving the remainder, as a G(erman would say, I
out of the depths of their inner consciousness. It
is quite true, as subsequent discoveries have d
proved, that eome of their suggestione were erro-

eous; tius Professor Owen formerly maintained
that the dodo was an enormous wingless vulture.
But the more elaborate investigatlon of Messrs.
Strickland and Melville proved that the bird really
was a gigsntle ground pigeon, doubtlens feeding 1
its youung with te mily secretioa of its crop, like
the whole of the columbinae birds of the present
day. The views of Messrs. Strickland and Mel-
vlle as to the tructure of the dodo have been re
tuerkably borne out by the discovery of a large s
inumber of bones of the bird in a small morass in
the Mouritiu, known as the "Mare aox duoges,'"
