The dem.ond was of the most general ehara:tcr,
hut sopplleuceted, as usual when prices have an
advancing k'nd.'ny, by speculative opterations,
the effect of which was to accelerate the advance
mi quotations, and to push them up fictitiously
high; and it was the same in the Liverpool Cotton
market, which also was accidentally helped bythe
continuance of easterly winds and the consequent
non-arrival of many due and overdue Cotton ships.So that the stock of Cotton there was reduced
under these circumstances week by week, and the
"trade," which in the previous two months had
pursued the course of purchasing to only the ex-
tent of their requirements for actual consumption,
were induced to deviate from this policy and to
purchase largely in anticipation of their wants,
their takings being during the first three weeks of
the month about 40,000 bales in excess of what
they could spin. No doubt these purehases were
made chiefly to cover orders which they had ac-
cepted, but also the "trade" took alarm at the
diminution which was taking place in the stock,
and also at some indications, not since realized, of
a rapid decline in the receipts of cotton in the
American ports. The late accounts have tended
to dispel these fears, end there seems to be a fair
prosect of the larger estimates of the supply
rom America being fully realized. Thus in both
the Liverpool Cotton ~prket, and In ours also,
priees were unduly stemulated, and were pushed
toa higher point than there was any fair necessity
for. At the date of our bimonthly circular a con-
siderable rme had taken place in quotations, but it
went much further during the next three or fonr
days, for during these a feeling of speculative ex-
citement extted. and operations were then made
under the influence of that spirit.
But all this is again entirely changed. Buyers

here began to take alarm at the large and unneces-
sary advance, and gradually and decidedly with-
drew from the marke. Simuiltaneoedy the over-
due cotton ships began to arrive, and the Liver-
psol stock, which a lortnight ago was reduced to
about 340,001i bales, has, by the large arrivals
which have subsequently taken place, amounting
to nearly 300,000 bales, and by the moderated pur-
chases of spinners, again risen to 652,000 bales,
with the prospect of its being gradually and
etnadily increased during the next two months up
to some 7.00,00 bales. The stock in Liverpool at
the same period last year was 580,000 bales, and it
attained its maximum of about 605,000 bales
within the following fortnight, after which it began
rapidly to diminish. But at that time the sthck
held by the " trade" was reduced to a minoimn,.
For three months their purchases ]hnd been on a
most restricted scale, and very materially below
the actual eosunmptioo, so that when tile recovery
took place from the pauie then existing in our
marken, they were quite understoeked. and rnem-
pellted to purhorae, not only to the extent of their
eonsumptin, , but also in excess thereo, to stock
the maeny mllse which were hbei g reopened, after
e andinlg Ir some years. It is otlcrwise now.i
The power of eonsumption is generally beliewed
to have neaily attained its moaximum until "' hanlds"
can gradually be found, and in this way more na-
ehiiery bh got to wrk. SI that, it is very unlikely
that anything will occur durinag the next two or
three months to prevent tine gradual aecuamlation
of the stock in Liverpool. The oerpurhaaingou
by pinnero during tihe first three weeks of 6 March
-at one time a source of strength and cause of
advance-may not unlikely be now found an
additional cause of weakness to the staple, which
will now have to bear the test of that most crucial
of all tests-a large and augmenting stock.

The position of our own market is, however, as
we have before had occasion to point ont, inher-
enty stronger than that of cotton. We are liter-
'el" without stocks, and the amount is very large

sti I, although decreasing, of orders in the hands of
epinners and manufacturers for their future pro-
duetion. Nor are stocks heavy abroad. There
seems to be a demand capable of taking off the I
whole of our present proddction, and ot any in-
crease likely to be made to it, if prices be mod-
erate and if confidence be felt so their mainte-
nance. For the time being the continentaldemand
is somewhat checked by the fear of war betwixt
Prsmia and Austria, the imminence of which ap-
pears to be rather increasing, although hopes are
still entertained that peace may be preserved.
There is also an uneasy feeling arising out of the
dimensions which Felnuaiom is assuming in Amer-
ica, unchecked apparently as yet by any steps
taken by the government there to prevent that
coontry irom being made a basis for hostile opera-
tions against our British American provinces, or
against this country. But the energetic action of
thie Canadiau government and people may be
trusted to prevent any serious comnplieation there,
and the-collapse of Fenianiosn in Ireland as a
power seems complete. So tnat probably little
attention need be paid t' the last source of uneasi-
ness. In the meantime wages are advancing
throughout Great Britain, and the cuonsuming
powelsof the working classes are constantly on
tie increase. Also there is the favnrable leature
of cheaper money, tilte batk rate of discount
nhaving snce our last been reduced to 6 per rent,

and with the proubability that it will before long be
reduced to 6 per cent.

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The aMobtle Clhedrel.

The Mobile Register gives the following history
of the cathedral of that city, which has remained
incomplete for many years, but which it is now
contemplated to fioish in a style of architectural
magnificence worthy of the original design :

The Mobile cathedral was founded by the late
Bishop Portier, by whom the corner stone was
laid in the year 1839. It was begun on the prin-
ciple of making it an edifice .worthly of its sacred
Suses-not a flimsy, temporary structure, but one
tile should endure for future generations. This
principle has been steadily acted upon. The funds
available for its erection have notbeen squandered
in hunrrymg it to hasty completion, but have been
deoted to carry out the original design; slowly
and ctsadily building up its solid foundation and
massive walls, until exhausted, when the work
would be suspended until further means could be
obtained.

Old residents of the city will remember this
seemingly fitful but really steady and consistent
Irogress by which the building was brought to itsi peeent state of advancement, between the years
t839 and 1850. On the 8th of December, 1850, it

was consecrated by Bishop Reynolds, of Charles-.ton, South Carolisa, assisted by Bishop Portier, of
the diocese of Mobile, and four other prelates.Since its consecration, the improvements made
on the building and grounds have consisted mainly
in the stuccoing and sainting of the exterior of
the edifice, enclosing the square with an iron rail-d ing, and the construction of new windows since
the great explosion of 1865, togethnnr with the
conpletion of the altars and some other wolk on
tine Iterier-the cost of all which improvementso(sinre I1840) has been about twenty tlntnsant dol-
