ASIATIC CHOLERA--REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT
DALTON-FORTn-rFIxa DATsS ON BOARD THE

VIRGINIA.
All the members of the board of health attended

the meeting esterday, and after the reading ofi
the minutes Suoperintendent Dalton arrived from
the cholera ship in the Lower Bay.

Dr. Dalton said that there had been shabout one
hundred cholera cases on board the Virginia, and
about twenty steerage passengers are now pros.
trasted with that disease. He found the steamship
Falcon lying near the Virginia, and the passengers
were being removed in a common row boat to the
decks of the former. He advised Capt. Prowse,
of the Virgidia, to lower all his boats and employ
them in transferring the passengers to the Falcon,
and to the Illinois, as soon as she should reach the
lower quarantine anchorage; it was probablo that
at the lime when the doctor was making his report
to the board, said he, that the last steerage passen-
ger had been taken from the Virginia. The Vir.

lnia's surgeon,having been worn out, is down
sick. Dr.Dalton examined the Virginia. and found
her in a chl avi state. sand as sell ventilated as a
double decked ship could be: and so well were
the cabin passeugers provided for that they re-
qpested permission to rrmain in their present
quarters until thefr' liberation from quarantine.
Not one of their naumber has been attacked. Dr.

Dalton instituted inquiries concerning the voyage
and the condition of the passengers prior to their
embarkation, and he ascertained thatnoue of them
had come from any infected district, nor were any
nawell when, on the 5th inst., the Virginia hove
anchor at Queenstown, Ireland. The first symp-
tomof the•disease was manifested on the 12th,
among the steerage passengers on the lower deck,
precisely awas the case on hoard the Atlanta and
on the England.

In addition to the foregoing qualification, every
elector is required to produce the amnesty oath
prescribed in the President's proclamation, either
if the Sth of December, 1863, or that of the 29th
of MRay, lyd5, sworn to and subscribed by him
before competent authority.

" I do solennly swear or affirm, in the presence
of Almighty God, that I will hereafter faithfully
defend the Constitution of the United States and
the Union of tile States thereunder, and that I will,
in like manner, abide by and faithfully support all
laws and proclamations which have been made
during the existing rebellion with reference to the
emancipation of slaves. So help me God."

This oath is imperative on and after the 29th day
of May, i8t-l, and will be rigidly enforced. It will
be onderstood, at the same time, that those who
are by any of the list of exceptions contained in the
excluded from the benefits of this amnesty oath, S0
proclamation, will not be allowed to vote unless
specially pardoned by the President.
