RECAPTURED.--Mr. Roberts, chief of the police
department of Jefferson parish, succeeded yester-
day in capturing three noted burglars, John Holly,
Tom Hall and John Snatler, who escaped from the
parish prison a short time ago.

They were brought to the city and remanded to
their old quarters in the parish prison.
FATAL ACCIDENT.-Mr. J. M. Caballero, an old

resident of this city, was last evening run over
by a street railroad car on IlRampart street, and
being conveyed to his residence on St. Louis
street, expired soon after. We have been unable
to learn the particulars of the accident, but have
been informed through the fire telegraph that
Alexander Craft. the driver of the car, has been
arrested. Mr. Caballero was an esteemed mer-
chant of Spanish origin, and his untimely death
will be regretted by a wide circle of friends and
acquaintances.

A resolution wasa read authorizing the city cqn-
troller to sell the contract Ioe burying the indigent
dead and removing the sick to the hospital.
Adopted.

A resolution was adopted granting permission
to Roht. Huyghe to erect a steam engine at No.
58 First street.

A resolution authorizing a contract for keeping
in repair the streets of the city, was referred to
the Committee on Streets and Landings.

A rCosfution approving the contract entered into
with John Ohaidler, for cleaning public sinks at
$300o per annum, was concurred in.

A resolution was read, requesting the city sur-
veyor to examine the public squares and ascer-
ta:n what repairs are necessary preparatory to
placiug themn in proper order.

The resolutio was referred to the Committee on
Streets and Landings.

A resolution authorizing the city controller to
advertise for a contract to keep the bridges
throughiout tile city in repair for one year, was re
lerred to the Conmmittee on Streets and Landings.

A resolu:ion son adopted, granting permission
to MI. S. leoesvelly to erect a steam engine corner
Spain rid Goodlchildreo streets.

The Finance Committee reported favorably on a
noumber of bills, which were taken up separately
and adolpted.

The report of the Committee on Streets and
Landings was read and adopted.

The board then adjourned.

A resolution authorizing a sale of contracts for
three years to keep in repair the paved streets of
the sixth, seventh, eighth and ninth wards, and the
unpaved streets of the eighth and ninth wards, was
adopted on first reading.

A resolution authorizing the resale of the lease
of the Canal street ferry for five years, adopted
on first reading.

A resolution authorizing Gen. Beauregard and
ethers, lessees of the Carrollton Railroad, to lay a
double track on the route of the road from Canal
street to St. Charles street, and prohibiting the use
of steam cars within the city limits, was adopted
on first reading.

A resolution establishing a flat boat landing in
the First District, with a front of live hundred feet,
at the head of Julia street, was adopted, first read.
ing, and Mr. Kaiser gave notice that he would at
the next meeting move a reconsideration.

A resolution allowing $0 per month to the la-
borers employed by wharfingers, adopted first
reading.

A resolution confirming the lease of the Fourth
Districtferry to Philip Drum, anod authorizing hint
to erect a shed for freight on the laoding, adopted
on first reading.
aA resolution to take up the plank road on part
of St. Andrew street and substitute ballast, adopted
first reading,

A resolution confirming the adjudication of
another city railroad line to the Third District,double track from Canal street down the levee,
Esplanade, dasacalvo and Moreau streets, was
adopted on its first reading.

A resolution from the board of aldermen, re-
questing the United States to release from confis-
cation the building belonging to the city at the
corner of Herin and St.Charies streets, and used
as a police office, was concurred in.

The special committee to whom was referred
the division of the city into urban and suburban
properties, with view of distinguishing in taxa-
tion, in accordance with thIe act of the
legislature, reported, and the report was as
follows :

First District-Urban, from the river back to
Claiborne street until that street meets the New
Canal, and thenceforth back to Broad street
auburban, the remainder of the district.

Second District-Urban, from the river to Broad
street; suobuorban. the remainder of the district.

Third District-Urban, all that section com-
prised between the river in front, Esplanade street
from the river to Bayou St. John, along the Bayou
St. John to Aubry street, down Aobry street to
Encampment street, thence to Florida, down
Florida to swamp, thence to Lepage, thence to
Broad, down Broad to Columbus, following Co-
lumbus to Claiborne, thence along Poland down to
Claiborne street, down Poland street to the Mis-
sissippi river; suburban, remainder of the dis.

Sir--In reply to your letter, requestingme to
fornioh you with such infornmation as I possess in
relation to petroleunm in the parish of Calcasieu,
on thie lands proposed to be leased and worked by
the company you represent, I beg to furnish the
following brief statement:

I have twice, during last summer and fall, visited
the Inccality in question.

It is situated near the west fork of the Calcan-
sieu river, on the edge of gently rising, timbered
land, on the other side an extensive tract of low
lying iprairie, which is swampy in wet weather. A
dark colored mineral oil exudes fron tihe ground
at some eight or ten spots, at some points an-
couipanied Iy water, which latter forms springs
of two or three feet in depth. Combustible gas
continually escapes is considerable quantity, bubh
ling up through the water, and also making its
way through the dry earth with a slight hissing
sound.

Tie gas has in several places puffed up the soil
ancod the asplhaltom-like material left by the mineral
oil, when long exposed to tie sun, until at last
cracks have formned, from which the oil continues
slowly to exude.

It the
heap ur loose material pointed out to me as having
been throwns out from the blorings, I found Bsaod,
stiff bIlue clay, shell loanm and fragments of a
loosely aggregated, triaible sandstone.

I have caemically examined a small specimen
of the mineral oil roms this locality, and find it to
yield a refined oil of excellent illuminating quality.
principally remnarkable for very high boiling point,and associated with scarcely any of the more
volatile benzine.

I consider the surface indications of the exist-
eoce at the locality in question of mineral sll inworkable amnount, to be such as fully to justify
the expenditure of the means necessary for fairly
tesltng the result. If these surface lndications
were m Western Pennvsylvania or Virginia, I should
feel no doubt whatever of a favorable result. As
yet there are no data derived from positive results
of boring in the more roeent geological formia-
tions of the Gulf States, upon which so positive
an opinion can he founded. If the statements re-
cently Iubliahed with reference to petroleum dis-
eoveriea in Cuba be confirmed, the probability of
success in this State will become very great.

Having myself visited, during last year, all the
principal localities in Louisiana and Texas, at
which surface indications of the presence of mine-
ral oil have been found, I can safely say that the
character and extent of these indications on thelaid you propose to employ in Calcasieu pariah,
together witl the collateral advantages as to
transportation, supplies of timber and fuel, ren-
der this locality the must desirable with which I
am acquainted for the purpose of practical ex-
ploratlon.

These are all the essential featupes whiC e
were developed on the trial. The ease seems to
he one of clear "justiiable homocida." We can-
not see even a probable cause for trial, a opinion
in which we are confirmeud by the honorable state-
ment ol Major Baker, who eonmmands-the regi-
ment to which the deceased belonged.-[Bltlletln.
