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RECONSTRUCTION.

What the Republican party means by "relon-
strnctioa " is now before the country. Tu: scheme
is embodied in the shape of a series of proposed g
amendaents of the Constitution of the United
States. and two supplemental bills. With a de-
gree of facetiousness entirely unparalleled in the M
lietory of legislation, one of these bills is entitled
' an sctfor the restoration of the States lately in fA
rebellion to their full polidcal rights, by the ad-

mission of their delegates to Congress." In order
that it may be seen what the radical majority con-

idler a fali meiends of 'political rights, it is only t
necessary to observe that conditions are imposed
on the Southern States which are not only totally
destructive of State sovereignty, but which would
reduce the whole mass of the white population to

a state ost political subserviency and degradation
withouta parallel in the history of any civilized
country on earth.

The effect of the proposed amendments is, in the
first place, to deprive the States entirely of their
exclusive control over those subjects which here-
tofore haveYe sn~e d sblely rithbl the ~tate juris-
diction, and thereby to change entirely the nature
of the government; in the next place, to force
the acqolescense of theoSthtes in auniform rule of
suffrage, under pain of diminished representation ;
and, finally, to vest the State government, so far
as their relatio•es fritl the 8dderal government are
concerned, In an insignificant minority, alien to the
majority in opinion, sympathies and aspirations.
It is, therefore, plain on the face of the soheme,

or programme, or plan, or whatever else it may be
Scildd, that the objtct of the Corgresslonalf ma-

jorityis to assure their partysuopremacyagainstany t
of even the ordinary contingencies of politics, or
I fluctuations of public opinion. They anticipate 'a
accampllshing this object whbether'ther"lan oc-
ceed, orwhether it fail--tht isto say; whether

.theSoenatitational amendments beadopted by the I
required number of States, or' whethbr they be r

rejected by the reeasancy of the South.
If the Southern States persist in refusing to I

Sratify the proposed asmendments, their representa-
tives will be perpetally excluded from Congress,
and, as far as the Congressional majority can con-

trol the issne, their electors from the Presidential

college. Inshls wayit is hoped that a permanent

Congressional' majbrity will be secured, and the

success of the Republican party at succeeding
Sgeneral elections be placed beyond the reach of
adverse contingency. If, on the other hand, aux-

siety for the shadowy representation accorded by
the plan should induce the South to ratify the
amendments, the supremacy of the Republican
pa'rty is equally assured by the diminished repre-
i entation of the Southern States in case they ex-
elade negroes from the elective franchise; by the
force of the negro vote, should the African race
be enfranchised, and finally by the total exclusion
from the polls of nineteen-twentieths of the

Southern white people in all elections for members
of Congressa nd Presidential electors.

It is to be presumed that this plan will be

I adopted by ongress. What, then, should be the
course of the Southern States? They must sim-
ply leave the contest to the hands of those who
have the power and the disposition to wage it,
h supporting the friends of justice, of liberty, of
political equality, pnty by the moral force of an
e energetically persistent acquiescence in the conse-
q, urences which may be entailed on them by a re-
fusal to be bribed or bullied into a ratification of

the Republican prgreamme. To ask the Southern
States to rftlty a , titutional amendment by
which theirowa pepele are deprived of political

rights is too absurd to be intended to meet with
Saything bsty rejection. The representation which

fwoar begained udger such an organization would
I be infinitely worse than no representation at all.
She Southern States would prefer to be
excluded forever from participation in the
government rather than to find themselves
Represented by the men who would be chosen by
the Africanlied mas which would compose the
privileged cppatituency. There is, therefore, no
hope of a restoration of the Union on the basis of
a truly liberal and Democratic ideas, until such time
I as the National Democratic party may succeed in

overcoming their tyrannical antagonists and
rescuing the government from the despotioal
hkanda lhidilow eontrolits legislative department.
We iust that the time is not far distant when a
Sogne of justice will reassert its sway even at the
North. Among a free people, especially if that
people istruly progressive, retrogressive ideas like
those of the radical faction cannot long control the
public mind. The President has already shown
that he understands the true aim of the radicals
aipd brings to the contest against them the weight
of his great name and office. The Democratic
party of the North instinctively set itself in oppo-
sition to them, and the mass of the fluctuating
I vote seems to be attaching itself to the Demo-

I oratic side. Perhaps, in the end, an issue may be

precipitated which can find no solution through
any legislative or judicial agency; but for such a

onsummatipn the Southern people are not at all
hesponsible. All that they have to do now is to

mind their own business, and, at the same time,
render such support as circumstances allow to
Piesident lohnson and the National Democratic
party.
