TIrE LATE JO• :MAlnIA CAD•ArIvRO.--We yester-

day briefly announced thile death of this venerable
citizen. His remains were deposited last evening
in the magnificent tomb of the family i thie St.
Louis cemetery.
Mr. Caballero was a native of Cadiz, and died in

his seventy-second year. ie . was a model
christian and a noble examp!ar of the best quali-
ties of the Spanish g notlenman. His mind was cu!-
tivated, his manners urbane and dignified, his tem-
per amiable and his ieart filled with benevolence.

During a residence of nearly half a century in
New Orleans, he has been engaged in commercial
pursuits. Without being ever known to depart
from truth, without once stepping out of the path
of honor, he accumnulated a large fortune, tlerough
the magnitude of hil business. The old residents
of our city repeat ,iores of enecdotes i:in .tratnmg
his remarkable probity. To this probity wa-
united the most generous beneScence. It was his
greatest pleasure to relieve the distresses of tle
unfortunate and coriforvt the allictred. ilii char-
itiei too were unostintation-,. Following the Divine
injnction, they were never punliished by iim andi
are known only tlhrough tile gratit..de of those
:apon whom they wrtee bestowed.

A truly virtuous man, a munificent benefa t:o
of his kind is gone. Hii remains were foilowed to
the grave by a lengthy procession of rineore
mo:nrners, and not the least toeching parl of :be
obsequies was the attendance of the orphan in-
mates of one of thne down town asylumns, o whlse
support he had aunially conteibuted a large sanm.

The only surviving member of his family, we
understand, is a mnrried daughter, now in Spain.
He had two sons both of whom are deceased. He
was returning hon•e from a visit to the family tomb
when he was killel,. Whether the driver of the
car was culpable is a question,in relation to which
itis junt to forbear opinion until a judicial investi-
gation is had.

According to
at dispatch from Commander Rogers, in command
of the United States steamers in the harbor at
Valparaiso, a collision between the naval forces
and English squadron on the one side and the
Spanish iron-clad Nnmacia and the frigate Byance
an the otherside, is not improbeable. It seems tLat
Admiral Nunay, commanding the Spanish vessels
notified the aothorities at Valparaiso that if an it-
tempt was made to employ torpedoes against his
shipa, he would at once proceed to burabard the
city. The Chillan authorities informe.l Commo-s'
dore Rogers and Rear Admiral Denna.n, ommnad-
ing the English squadron, of this noti!,, rtiun, and
thereupon the ceolmanders of the U:uted oStates
and Euglioh vessels sent a joint protest Ogainst the
proposed bombardment, aod ivfurls.-d the Spnuish
commander that they should insist under any cir-
cumstances upon ample time being given for the
remotval of neutral property and the womenanad
elhildren of the city. before it waos ired upon.

At the same time they changed their anchorage,
and took op a position closer to the shore,
between the Spnanihl vessels and the city. Com-
