The official policy of the radicals has not yet

For several months, the special commission an.a
thorizedby Congress to investigate our tax laws, F
has been industriously occupied in accumulating 9
and collecting testimony in reference to the efft-
eiency of the present system, and the advisability|
ofi electing various changes in its character. The
chairman of the commission, David A. Wells-the f
author of several standard works on popular
science-wasan unusually fortunate selection. An
adept in his profession, having devoted serious
attention to the study of economic science, this
gentleman was admirably qualified for a liberal
and accurate survey of our financial condition. I
mention this fact particularly, in order that the
SBothern people may not feel that they have been
harshly dealt with in the imposition of new taxes.

rIt is not supposed that the excise duty of five
cents per pound will seriously affect the produc-
tion or result in the slightest injury to the pro-
ducer. The testimony in relation to the effect of
a cotton tax, the free labor system, and the con-
dition of the producing country, was extensive 4
and valuable. The duty on sugar, as reported by
the committee, will not, it is thought, interfere
with the bulk or character of the crop. Our sys-
tem of internal revenue absolves nearly all agri-
cultural products from taxation, and proceeds on
the recognized principle of politicaleconomy, that
taxes on manufactures should be imposed in a later
stage of the mechanical process. Many defects
and even anomales existed in the old system, as
most of our merchants have had occasion to dis-
cover. It is hoped that the recommendations of
the present commission will furnish remedies for
the greater part of these evils incident to the es-
tablishment of a new revenue system. Mr. Fes-
saenden's scheme for distributing the circulation of
the national banks fairly throughout the country
is the great financial stroke now on the tapis.
This plan is to be executed without any increase
of the three hundred millions of national currency
now in circulation. The new banks are in a vio-

The late social s.onvull.sion has giv en such vi t
shock to the whole communal system of our city
and country, that it is only after surveying the en-
tire ground that one perceives how far this com- -
motion has actually penetrated into the most
minute, and sometimes the most remote interests

of the economical order of famuilies and whole

classes of industrial people. We have already

sufficiently enlarged upon some of the very profit.

able and lucrative industrial branches carried on

in former times in the vicinity of our city, yet we

have not, so far, made mention of that very orna -

mental art or eultore-the rearing of flower gar-

dens, or horticulture, which at one time was

pushed even to somewhat an extravagant degree
in our very midst. Aye, the passion for rare

plants and rare flowers, in former years, was some-

thing altogether surprising, and we have been told

of fabulous prices being given for some peculiarly
beautiful specimens of horticulture; such as would

be displayed upon some grand occasion, some fes-

tival or social reunion, to attract the attention of

connoisseurs as well as amateurs of such natural ob-

jects. Since the outbreak of the late war, a blight,
as it were, has fallen upon the enterprize, and we
do not even perceive the former garden wagons,
offering flowering plants, shrubberies, or other such
productions, to our New Orleans city public. These
seem, for the present, as articles of luxury, to have
dropped into complete oblivion: and no doubt the
former horticulturists have now turned their atten-
tion to the more necessary vegetables as cab-
bages, turnips, beets, lettuce, sorrel, etc., which
still continue to be consumed by the public, whilst
flowers and bouquets are comparatively neglected.
It is therefore by no means an uncommon sight to
find the fine old gardens around our city in rather
a neglected condition, whilst the kitchen or vege-
table patches still receive their wonted attention :
and even, as we have noticed, the number of these
latter have been considerably increased, which.
indeed, is a pleasing sight to the eye.

Although it may not be superfiuous to state
that successful gardening requires here. as well
as elsewhere, the constant application of manure
to the soil. still we have observed that those locali-
ties which have long been under culture contain
the best mould, and therefore yield the amplest re-
turn for the expended labor. In this respect we
have particularly noticed in the vicinity of our city
some uncommonlyrich garden spots,and which must
have been in yearly use over perhaps a hundred
years already, without any apparent exhaustion.
One of these extraordinary localities is the vegeta-

ble farm immediately adjoining the old sugar re-
finery, somewhere below the tobacco warehouses
I in the Third District, on the public road towards
the United States barracks. Upon this long estab-
lished country farm stands an old stately building,
which, according to our estimation, must have
a been erected more than a century ago. Although

it is in a somewhat dilapidated condition, yet if
we were the owners of this piece of property, we
would have it repaired and reinstated for a
curiosity. Its architecture is, indeed, a favors-
ble specimen of the most ancient sort of family
mansion building in the country, and for one

who has paid some attention to the different styles
of architecture that have prevailed in the country
during the successive stages of French and Span-
ish colonialr6gime, as well as the former first essays
of American style of architecture, it is easy to

assign almost to any building its epoch of erection.
Hence we conclude that the house standing on the
garden farm, under review, must be of the most
ancientFrench buildings in the country. We have
already stated in former numbers that the building
materials, (cypress timber,) employed in the
first honses erected in our city, were procured out

of the then very abundantly provided cypress for-

ests. Out of these primitive wilds the best and
stoutest forest trees would be selected-the tim-
is her thus chosen received the necessary seasoning;
al nnd for this reason it is no wonder that nearly all
the most ancient buildings in and around the city
oe f New Orleans should present the curious spec-

u tacle of such long resistance to the climatic ef-
, fects. Aye, where we have seen brick built

.e houses, erected since the tiansfer in 1803, in a
comparative state of decomposition, we have no-
.ticed along side, or nearly in juxtaposition, old
,i creole cypress houses, without paint or outside
protection, in a complete state of soundness and

durability, which dated from the time of French
y and Spanish colonization. Indeed, there is not a

more curious, and at the same time a more inter-
esting speetacle in our city, than the infinite vari-
ety of architectural constructions, the innumerable
diversity of style of houses, both ancient and
modern, which New Orleans presents to the
stranger in nil its sections and quarters. We, the
inhabitants, are so much accustomed to this daily
view, that we find nothing extraordinary in this
medley of fine houses and tumbling down shanties;
but it is not so to the casual visitor, who, for the
first time, sets his foot upon the levee, and who is
indeed struck with this most extravagant sight of
all the different domestic buildings-all sorts and
sizes, colors and fashions, that the utmost fancy
may be capable of combining. This is not alone
confined to what is styled the old city proper and
ancient suburbs, for we find exactly this infinite
variety continued from year to year, and in every
quarter of our extended city limits, so that we
may well assume that every particular architect,
and every especial owner of a piece of property,
has taken it into his head not to build after some
known model, but to invent something yet untried
in the way of architectural undertaking. Some
thirty years ago, building societies were formed,
in order, as it was then stated. to bring into fash.
ion a little more uniformity of building, and the
result of these lower and upper associations may
still be seen in the rows of buildings, called the
Architect's buildings, one row of which is situated
between Port and St. Ferdinand, Casa Calvo and
Moreau streets, in the Third District. Another
row of the same company will be feund on Royal
street, between Ursuline and HIospital. These
were so far the achievements of the down town
company; whilst in the second municipality thecr,
now the First District, a fine row of houses on
Julia street, between St. Charles and Camp, and
some other rows on Delord and Carondelet
streets, were erected, which final result did
not, however, correspond with the expectations
of the parties, and hence we have not seen this
enterprise renewed of bringing some little uni-
formity in the building structure, which now
ornament or disfigure the front sides of a good
many of our streets. After all, it may be as well
to leave the utmost latitude to our city builders in
erecting their own mansions; at all events, this is
one undeniable proof of the building liberty ex-
isting in our country, and will remain as an indis-
putable testimony in that respect: whilst in

European capitals, very often the owners are

obliged to build in a certain style or fashion, by
order of the supreme authority, under the plea of
thusbeautifying the imperial or royal cities, as
the case may be.

Speaking of the lower sugar refinery, which,
like the former tobacco warehouses, belonged to
an association, we have observed that business
thereseems entirely suspended; and as for the
tobacco warehouses, which served for awhile the
United States troops as stables, store Iouses and
soldiers' quarters, we find them tumbling into
ruin, and the beat plan, no doubt. would be to con-
vert the masses of bricks into salable building
material, and thus restore the ground, which has
never yet netted the amount of tax payable
thereon, for other purposes. The idea of trans-
porting tobacco cargoes to this locality was cer-
tainly somewhat eccentric ; but when we sift this
enterprise to the bottom, like so many other asso-
ciated undertakings, we will find that the furnish-
ing of bricks, of materials, of disposing of the
building grounds for certain interested individuals,
was perhaps the main object and the principal
motive for this, then out of the way location, for
their enterprises.

As the former buildings of the intended paper
manufactory, in the rear of the cotton press, have

already been demolished, and the materials been
,employed in more rational undertakings, let us

hope that the same course will be pursued with all

R EcIEnE OF NAVAL CONTRACTOttS.

The special order oi the day being the bill for
the relief of certain naval contractors, it was
taken up. The pending question was on the mo-
tion of Mr. Henderson to postpone the bill till the
first Monday in December.
Messrs. Henderson and Nye spoke in favor of

the bill, and Messrs. Clarkb and Riddle against it,
and the discussion occupied three hours.
On the motion to postpone the bill until De-

cember, the roll was called and the vote stood 11
yeas to 235 nays.
EMr. Henderson then moved to recommit the bill
and amendments to the Committee on Naval
Affairs.

Mr. Conness hoped it would be recommitted to
the Committee on Claims.

Mr. Davis suggested that the committee be in-
structed to report separately upon each case.

The Senate refused to recommit the bill by a
vote of 13 yeas, ;3 nays.

The bill was then passed. It provides as fol-
lows:

SECTION 1. rhat the secretary ot the treasury
be directed to pay out of money in the treasury
not otherwise appropriated, to the several parties
the awards made in their favor by the naval board
organized under the resolution of the Senate
adopted March 3, 1865, the awards being made
under date of December 23, 1613, and reported to
the secretary of the navy: I'rovided, That the
payment shall not in any case exceed twelve per
cent. on the contract price, except in the case of
the Camanche, in which case the award shall be
paid in full.

SEC. 2. That in the cases of Donald McKay of

Srrions apprehecn-
sions were ant o time felt for the safety of Mr.
Dane's stableb. The heat from the fire was ine
tense, and it was diticult to approanch the build-
ings on tire. The firemen. as usual, labored under
great disadvantages ftrom the scarcity of water.
it is due to the two comepanies of the tifteenth
regiment. and Gen. Woods, who was at the scene,
to state that they worked like bees in protecting
the property ot the sufferers.
As regards the estimated loss fromnt this great

I ire, or the amount of insuranee, we are at present
unable to give even an approximate statement.
At six o'clock last evening the fire was subdued,
and a gloom pervaded the city.
