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THE ELfE TION.

On Monday next the election for parish officers
takes place. As this election involves a totll
change in the offices which appertain to our par-

i. ish system, and as it is the first election for live

years in which there has been a free expression of

popular will with reference to those offices, the
occasion is one of extreme importance. We sin-
cerely hope that there will be a full vote cast-
that every citizen who is able to go to the polls
will make use of his privilege as an elector, and
5; that thus there may be no complaints afterwards
in regard to the result. We are too much in the

0. habit of over-estimating the importance of elec-
tions of a more general character, and of neglect.
ing elections which, like the one now to take
place, embrace merely local offices. But rightly
viewed, these are of more consequence than any
of the others. The questions of wide interest,
dependent on general elections, may, and fre-
P quently are, of extreme importance; but they are

scomparatively few in number, and they are fre-
quently of only a speculative or theoretical char-
after. On the other hand, all the practical affairs
of the community are more or less affected by the
operations of the local parish and municipal eys-
tems. The easy and proper working of our insti-

a tutions depends tar more on the manner in which
our local offices are administered than on the poli-
tical complexion of a Congress or a State legisla-
ture. We require good sheriffs, good coroners,
good clerks of courts, good justices of the peace
and constables, even more than we require good
3" Congressmen or good governors. The right of

a local self-government lies at the foundation of our
system. It is the basis on which our political
Structure is reared. It constitutes the essence of

the kind of Democracy to which we are attached.
r If this right be neglected, or improperly exer-
if cised, all the Congresses and legislatures in the

world could not remedy the evils which would
necessarily ensue.

For thoese reasons, therefore. we would impress
upon our readers the absolute necessity of going
to the polls on Monday next. You are not con-
tented with the -parish organization as it, at
present, exists-very well, you have now an op-
portunity to changeit. You have had no power,
for five years, to exercise your rights of citizen-
ship-very well, the power is now in your hands,
You want to have officers of your own choosing:
ofifcers to whom you can safely confide your rights
and interests, the dispensation of justice, and the
execution of the laws--very well, you can now
consummate yOsr desires. You wish to elect a
capable man for sheriff, a competent coroner, a
good district attorney, trustworthy clerks and
justices and constables-very well, the National
IDemocratie tlickt saves you the trouble of going
any further to make a selection. We are proud of
thatticket; and the people of the parish should
be proud of itr, The general convention which
nominated parish officers discharged its delicate
duty in a way which leaves no room for cavil on
the ground of the capacity and fitness of the nom-
inees.

No man can have other than a political motive
for voting against them, or iny of them. Bat,
besides being in all respects fitted for the offices
for which hey are designated, they have an addi-
tional claim-a claim:which is at this moment in
superable-ta being the representatives of the
National Demooratic party.

It is highly important that New Orleans should
take this oooasion to proclaim her attachment to
the princles and policy of that party, and to prove
that she supports the administration of President
Johnson in no equivocalmanner. The Democratic
party of the North look to the South, if not for
actual reinforcement at this time, at least for a
moral support, which is stronger as it approaches
unanimity. They rely on the alliance of the South
to fnally enable them to overcome the machina-
tiosis of the radical congressional majority, and to
ena•le them to rescue the government from the
sinister influences which now prevail in its legisla-
tive department.

As they, are now fighting our battle, the least
that we can do is to recognize our obligations to-
wards them by giving an overwhelming vote in
favor of the ticket which claims alliance with them.
SA Democratic defeatin New Orleans would have a
bad effect throughout the country. It would be
proclaimed everywhere as an indication of hos-
tility, or at least as an evidence of indifference to-
wards President Johnson, and that party at the
North which is so nobly battling by his side in be-
half of the principles of public liberty, and of
genuine democracy. There is no fear, however, of
such a result,if our people only half do their duty.
The Democratic majority in New Orleans is too
large to be overcome by any secret maneuvers, or
by any open attacks. But we want a large vote,
and a proportionably large majority, in order that
the opposition may be convinced of the futility of
further resistance to the unquestionable public
sentiment of this city, and, that our friends else-
where may applaud our zeal, rather than censure
our indifference.

He was post-
master of Troy under Fillmore, and latterly has
been superintendent of the Troy Union Railroad
company. He was a step-son of Emma Willard,
the historical authoress.

week, in the Persia, after-having launched another
great expedition to lay the Atlantic telegraph ca-
ble. This is his thirty-sixth voyage across the
ocean on this enterprise, to which he has devoted
the lasttwelve yearsof hislife. Such indomitable
perseverance deserves success, and we trust will
commandit. All preparations are going forward
with the greatest rapidity. They are manufacturing
over a hundred miles of cable a week. M[r. Field
remains here but six weeks, and returns to Eng-
land to join the Great Eastern, which is expected
to sail the last of June. All connected with the
former expedition feelsure of success this time.
They hope to have telegraphic communication es-
tablished between the two hemispheres in the
month of July.

A certain Mr. Shelihbarger, or Judge dheallaar-
grr. recently made a speech in the so-called lioue
of tRepresentatives at Washington, which is Inghl3
extolled by the radical press. The portion most
highly commended is that in which he attempted
to prove that Congress has n right, under the Con-
stitution, to declare a forfeiture of citizenship "by
act of law, where that citizenship has been volun-
tarily abandoned by acts of disloyalty."

When Mr. Hall objected that a law declaring
such forfeiture on account of ants heretofore com-
mitted would hbe in conflict with that provision of
the Constitution which prohibits ex post facto leg-
islation, Mr. Shellabarger took the ground that
Congress, in exacting from the ex-Confederates
the forfeiture of their civil rights, would not be
inflicting a penalty, but merely exercising the in-
herent right of the sovereign to prevent persons,
swho have renounced their anegiance, from resum-
ing their political powers.

But Mr. Shellabarger and his party waged war
on the Southern people precisely because these
attempted to throw off their allegiance, denying
persistently and passionately the right, or the
power of any individuals or communities to repu-
diate the allegiance claimed to be due by the
States and by the people, to the Federal govern-
ment. It is only on this theory that any man who
took part in the war, on the Confederate side, can
be convicted of even constructive, or technical
treason. On the Shellabarger hypothesis, there is
neither intrinsic nor statutory crime of any sort
whatever. Moreover, if the Southern people
really owed no allegiance to the Federal govern.
ment-that is to say, if their secession actually re-
leased them from the obligations of the citizen-
the Southern theory was entirely correct, and the
war waged, nominally for the Union, was really a
war of conquest and aggrandisement. It was not
a war in which an insurrectionary population was
reduced to obedience, but awar in which aweaker
power was overcome by a greater and reduced to
the condition of Hungary or Poland.

Tl.is is the sort of inconsistency in which the
radicals have involved themselves. In•ordcr to
find some rational foundation for their course now,
they are compelled to refute their arguments dur-
ing the war: whilst the only arguments which
could justify their conduct then, are the very argu
ments which condemn their conduct now.
