Returning to male macerobhiteco, we find
l'artholin, in his " Act a Medtio," speaking of a
oman deceased at 127, who, at 1h, ilreli over thire
tprttmerual font a girl whorm ie afterwards mar-
tied, arnd by whom he had three children.

fur this old man," said Mirabean, in relation to the
latter proposal ; " ut at all events, let him remain
free." The patriarch was respectfully dismissed,
and he retired to his mountain tome in the Jura,
whore he died at the age of 125.
