The Snperintenridt, Fonquet charged trim
with the management of the splendid fetes which
he gave to the court, at his estate at Yanx, where
he expended eighteen millions.

In 161, Cond6 being visited! at Chan-
lilly by the King of France, exhorted hb accom-
plished steward to distinguiso himself ashe never
before had, and to prepare a repast worthy of the
rank of his royal guest. Vate' omitted'nething to
show himself on the very pinnacle of his- reputa-
tion; unfortunately the tide didnot rise ia time,
and the effect on which he had' ealcnlated failed
him. Vatel, in despair, plunged his sword'into his
heart. Madame de Sivigno has related this-tMagic
story in one of her letters in a verypiqua teostyle.

Let us state. however, that the enicide of Vatel
has been explained in another msaner. htome
chroniclers assure us that Vatel waR- distractedly
enamored of a lady of the court. Hedeclared:his
passion to her the very day of the Pvte, and- the
pain of finding himself repulsed nerved his arotto
self destruction.

We always thought the ordinary anecdote about
Vatel rather fishy, and so, now, it would seem to
be.

alligators, swe are informed, have been pur-
chased in the neighborhood of the city for ship-
ment to Ireland by the British steamer. They are
of pretty good growth, and were bought'from a
contraband at the rate of $250 per foot. Some
enterprising men might make this example the
basis of a thriving trade. Alligators' skins, fas, and
oil, are already known to haves marketable value;
why may the animals not be bred and hunted' for
them?

It seems rather odd, though, that these reptiles
should be sent to the land of St. Patrick,
especially if with any such view as that just
hinted at. What a hullabaloo it would kick up
were a couple of these creaturesto be found dis-
porting themselves some fine morning in the
neighborhood of the lake of Killarney ! Och,
weirasthru i Would'nt the world be coming to
an end!

The introduction of a few harmless snakes some
years ago nearly effected that result already, as
related in the following quotation from the Book
of Days:

" In Ib31, Mr. James Cleland, an- Irish gentle-
man, being curious to ascertain whether the cli-
mate or soil of Ireland was naturally destructive
to the serpent tribe, purchased half a dozen of the
common, harmless English snake (nat~iiz torquata)
in Covent Garden market in London. Bringing
them to Ireland, he turned them out in his garden
at Rath-gael, in the county of Dewn; and in a week
afterwards one of them was killed at Milecross,
about three miles distant. The persons into
whose hands this strange monster toll, had not
the slightest suspicion that it wasa snake, but con-
sidering it a curious kind of eel, they took
it to Dr. J. L. Drummond, a celebrated Irish
naturalist, who at once pronounced the animal to
be a reptile and not a fish. The idea of a ' rale
living surpint' having been killed within a short
distance of the very burial place of St. Patrick
caused an extraordinary sensation of alarm among
the country people. The most absurd rumors
were freely circulated and credited. One far-see-
ing clergyman preached a sermon, in which he
cited this unfortunate snake as a token of the im-
mediate commencement of the millennium ; while
another saw in it a type of the approach of the
cholera morbus. Old prophecies were raked up,
and all parties and sects, for once, united in be-
lieving that the snqoe foreshadowed 'the begin-
ning of the end,' though they widely differed
as to what that end was to be. Some more
practically minded persons, however, subscribed
a considerable sum of money, which they offered
in rewards for the destruction of any other snakes
that might be found in the district. And three
more of the snakes were not long afterwards killed,
within a few miles of the garden where they were
liberated. The remaining two snakes were never
very clearly accounted for; but no doubt they also
fell victims to the reward. The writer, who resided
in that part of the country at the time, well re-
members the wild rumors among the more illiter-
ate classes, on the appearance of those snakes;
and the bitter feeling of angry indignation ex-
pressed by educated persons against the-very
fortunately then unknown--person, who had dared
to bring them to Ireland."

Now, fancy what would be the effect of letting
loose a few live alligators in a similar neigh-
borhood !

in the garden is confined. to boing canucumbers
melons, cabbages, tnreip, beets, onlons ochrs,
and othen plants that have not attained. too large
a size to hoe, brushing or framing tomatoes, stak-
ing pole bespt, and desroyng bgs a worms-
on young plants. All parts of the ganden should
be cleared of weeds. The surface soil should bestirred aneoften as possible. Not a eare -oot of
garden shoeid be allowed to form a crust on the
surface. Ditches shonuld be kept clean. The hoes.
ehoeul hbekept sharp adi'boey.

If the begs eattack the sqush, melon and cocum-
ber wines, sift a little soot over the vines, andthe
little invaders will emigrate.

If the worms attemp to.. devour the cabbages,
examine the under sides-f the leaves in the morn-
ing, or dig around in the easth close to. the cab-
bage, catch. the scamp and kill him, or give him
sermifoge or St. Domiago-bitters.

In ransoaplanting beets, egg plants, osppers or
anything else in the garden, water each plant and
lay a emall tuft of mosse-ove-it to protect it from
the san in the day time, and remove it at ght.

Lay meanss elose aroand eaoh lettuee plant, or-
wrap.it in mess, and th leaves will bemore crisp
and tender.

Where i is convenient to oatup strips or poles
by thesade at tomestoeto heep them, fromnlaying
on the ground, put bm uh uer and around them,
or stiek brash around, them like stiobing pease,
any wa• to keel the vines and fruit from coming
imecontaet with the ground.

When convenient, ptaoebrhsh arosndecucomber
and nutnregmeloe vines, that the fruit may not

touch the ground.
When watermelon, or. nuskmmele vineahB.egin to

run, scatter a bushol•. old manure arenad each
bill, tithe distance of'twe or more feet, and spade
it in well afoot dep,•m8alnlg.the-manurand sod.
thoroughly.

If possible, kee•the grass and weeds nut out
from amotn the fTit trees. In the- hurr of gae-
denin thi ns sometimeeincanvealient, buit is tin-
portant for peacbeu.an•, most other.fult. Plums,
lgs and quinces do not need it anmuch anpeaches,
grapes, apples andmpeats.

Cut the water sprouts from around the roots of
peach trees ani all other fruiktreea; .sd rub off.
the lietle sprout-that shoot ontwfrom the bodies of
trees, and the asts of all the laading.blanches.

,Keep ditches, open around all .ftittrees but
plume, so that' wateo may not stand near them
after a fall tof rain. Stanug.watair near fruit
trees is rinoua•to.the trees.

When grape vines put out aesuperabundance of
fraui, except the eanpperoolg, ctllpofthe cluosters.
that erowd each other, and, give each cluster light
and elbow rom. The grapes wlth be much finer
by much treatment. Wheret vine me on arbors,
'rub off all shoots from tiarootsor body of the.
vine.

When now grafts grow too rs pinch off the
ends of the. longest sheuts, and cut back the top
so that the wriede may not break them off where
they connect wrth the stump on which the graft
grows.

During this month snap and ogale beans may be.
planted. Start a freeb,supply of tomato plants to
come in when the od vines stop bearing. Plant
squash and pumphin seeds. Plant radish, cress,
lettuce, and mustarld. Not much can be done in
the garden this month besides taking good care of
what ias been planted in February, March and
A pril.
