The riots of 'Iruesday and Wednesday, now that

they have passedr away, can be reterred to and q
conversed about by all classes in the eommuoity.
Thie origin of the riots sneems destined to be bried
in oblivion, for it seemn impossible even four days t
after the occeurrences to trace tile real cause of the
disturban:ces. That the riots were unpreneditated
there is hardly one person in the comrluonity will
dare to deny. The cause was simply this : A ne-
gro and a white nlan got into an altercation on
South street on the afternoon of Tuesday, and
from words they came to blows. A couple of po-

rmen rrinterfered to stop tile disturhbane, Several
,roes came to tie assistance ol their comrade,

.. d til riot became general. While the row was
in iprogrese, and when tlhe police were about to be
overpowerecd, Ilenry )taun, tie engineer of engirle
', made his atIrpearanee orl tile grouurld. tIe went
to the assistance of tile polle, as it was his duty
a r.a firetlan to do, and eorlly loll a victin. Ile
wa-, oLot down a few minutes after he entered the
ltruglel, aod rlfter lirgerig in tihe greatest agCty

for -. ,rrril e'ors he expiredt. Whiile the row was
in prn or.-, offcers lattetery and tlephens were
ala, worrro,l-d, the latter mortally. 'aint nhopes
were enlertainred that Stepllreo would recover, but
litloul verytirngin wras done which medical aid
couldt rsuget, he gradually saenk until death atr
t• owrod to Ilis enll'eriig on Friday evening. The
iur.i,'nal ge.rthileion irn atteudanoe on olut elrr Slat-
tel'ly, at b ri.tee ira ine nd Fiatr. who wus alO o ire-
i rly wurl.dler, arte rngui they trill rerover.

All tihe citre:s were rf opinion that thie dis-

ing, It bright, lurid glare was to be observed creep-

ir.m hiri. Thie firemen turned promptly out, but,
owirlg to thie great scarcity of water, they were
lrnatle to stay tire devouring element. In the dis-

tutrrrnce wirlch took place, four regroe anrd one
egreeor were shlt down, and pistoIls and knives

freely used on Ioth sides.
Fires tork i1lce during the nighrt in various

parts et tile citl, and the greatest excitemrent Ipre-
vriled among tire citizesn. Before tihe morning's
-sui ro:e no leis than three corred clhorcllei, four
colored icools, and •brout thirty eabinr had
allern a irey tot the devouring element.

Thfe n rLtrer kilred during thece unfortunate
disturbancres, which all good law-abidirng citizens
regret in tihe Uinet heartfelt nrtlner, were as fol-
I,•it: llenry I)oun, engineer of No. 21 lire en-
girre, atd oflicer Stepheno. of tile police force.
Tweln:r nergroen, in all, were killed during the
rlrot. Foor were killed tile first evening ('lues-
day.i four on tihe following mroorring, and four, in-
elrdi•g a womar, narred IRalhel. while tihe fires
were in progresi during Wednesday evelring.

Tilere ha beren it great amount of debate rela-
tive to the origin of the riot, and tie parties nwho
were engaged la it. The tenstimony it regard to
all thlose particalara is mlost confliioting, but all
a tgre on orn thing, thiat trose who engaged in the
riot were persons rf irresponsible character, and
it wil he onifair to charge these ntuoward dlinturb-
ances to the good lamw-ahiding citizens oa the city
ol Memphis.
