Ontrageoan Attempt nat .nurder - Horsen
Stuolen.

On Sunday nightlast the most outrageous attempt
at murder was umde by a desperate band ofthieves
about three and a hall miles from this city, tlhat
we have ever been called upon to notice. Net
lougsince, Col. F. W. Benteen, of the "10th Mis
ouri cavalry," and recently the federal comman-

oant ao this post, purchased a place on the old Mc-
)tonouglh road, with a view of making it his perma-
nent residence, and had encamped upon it until
he could erect suitable buildings for the accomnnto
dlation of his family. A few nights previous to the
outrageoua occurrence wllich we are now noticing
lhe colonel was joined by his wife, Mlrs. Benteen,
who had just arrived from St. Louts. At about 10
o'clock on the night referred to, while the colonel
was in his tent reading, and MIrs. Benteen writing
to tier St. Louis friends, the firing of a gun was
teard in the vicinity of tie tentat an out-house oc-
cupied by one of the colonel's domestics who hnd
charge of his horses, then locked up in his stables.
This shot was tired, it was soon after ascertained,
at this domestic, or servant, of the colonel, by one
of the robbers, and took effect in two places, tile
back and head, inflicting, however, only slight
,counds. Seizing a pistol, and opening the door of
the tent, the colonel stepped out to take an oaserv
ation, vwhaen e saw, protected by the trees,
three men approaching the tent-two directly in
front, the third in an oblique direction.
Then hle challenged them on their approach by

crying oat " who conies there '" and no answer
being given tie tired in the direction of the twuo-
divesting himself, with much presence of mind.
just before firing, by throwing thems into the
bushles near, of a large sum of money and a
valuable watch, which he had upon his person.
This fire was immediately returned by the rascals,
who succeeded iu severely wounding the clolanl-
one shot taking effect in the right hip and another
in the leltcalf. Four white men advanced then
rapidly and made him a prisoner, demanding hlis
money and whatever was valuable .upon his
person, which, of course, they searched, taking
thereirom a small deringer, a poclket knife, nd
tlhe money belt which had only a minute before
been emptied of its contents. The robbers then
demandeld of Col. B. that hre should accompany
them to his stables and deliver to theta his horses,
and a fine saddle which it seems they knew ihe
lad. Defenseless and powerless though he was,
the colonel, in order to delay the rascals in their
robbery, conducted them to the wrong stables,
but they soon discovered the ruse, and directly
fiading an axe they proceeded to the stable
where the horses were, broke open the doors. and
with the stolen property rode off, taking the old
McDonough road that crosses "South river."
\Vhile these outrages were being enacted who can
imagine the anguish and terror of Mrs. Benteen,
then left alone in the tent, powerless to render
any aid to her huaband ?
Colonel Bcnteen thinks that there were otnly four

men engaged itl this desperate outrage, although
the negro whotl was shot thinks there were more in
tiae woods near by. These men admitted they
were thieves, come to plunder, anid that atanll
hazards. Suchi an outrage as this has never cefmrc
been perpetrated in this vicinity. In audacity and
recklessness it exceeds any that we have hitherto
been called upon to report. Coupled with it,
othlera have recently occurred in this vicinity and
city, which evidence plainly the existence oL a
band of horse thieves, than whilhl Iurrel's clan,
in days past, were certainly neither bolder nor
I nre successful.
The Washington correspondent of the Cincin-

nati Gazette says the chaplain of the House of
Representatives never fails to pray for the passage
of every bill introduced by a radical member of
that body, nor to thank the Almighty when it
passes. He gives, as a specimen, the following
extract from a prayer uttered on the passage of
the civil rights bill over the President's veto:

We thank Thee, 0 God! that we behold this
illuetrious day-this day on which, for the tirst.
tile, the oun will look on no man in all our terri-
tory who is not under thie protection of equal
laws. We thank Thee, 0 God! that the consum-
mation has been reached, Iecause it is in accord-
ance with the teachings of the Gospel of Jesus,
our Redeemer. We feel great solemnity while we
thank Thee for it, for our hearts look up to Thy
throne and exclaim: " It is the Lord's doing, and
it is marvelous in our eyes."

Marvelous it certainly was, says the Mobile Ad-
vertiser and Register, but in thus making the Lord
responsible for all the rascality through which tihe
success of the bill was secured, this political
preacher is guilty of the vilest blashemy, and ex-
hibits himself as one who wears the livery of the
court of Heaven to serve the devil in.
