It winlbe seen that one-third of the estimated
excess sn credited t thea increased tax on cotton.
In aunoer part ofhis speech, however, Mr, tlorrill,
estimates the augmented receipts from the cotton
tax at $26g,400,00--based on an anticipated crop

f ifn0,000 bales-and a total revenue from thin
source of $4h,000,000. The arguments by which
the imposition of this enormous burthen on a
-akigle branch of industry, are justified, are eeo-
Sainly remarkable. We are informed by Mr.

norrill that the tax on manufactures will be far
less productive than last year; that the receipts
from inaomes and dividends, will be much re-
duced; that the aggregate of import duties ought
to be diminished, not by lessening the duties,
but by making them approximately prohibitory;
and that the receipts from niscelianeots sources
will be very light, Thence it is deduced that
compensatioq for these losses ought to be mrade
by increasing the tax on cotton. It seems never
to have occurred to this sagacious economist that,
if it was necessary to supply the presumed defi-
clerny, it would be more just to distribute the
resulting burthens among various classes and oc-
capatlens, than to concentrate them on one branch
'f industry. Agai, he tells us that "if we
retain the tax on cotton, as proposed, we can
safely release other taxes to the extent contem-
plated by the bill." From this, it is plain that
one object of the proposed increase is to favor
the manufacturers, and the corporate monopolies,
by transferring barthensefre•n them to the great
agricultural interests of the SBonuth. Moreover,
the plea of necessity isoverruled by the confes-
seons of Mr. Morrill himself, that his bill will pro-
4cne a surplus of $75,00o0,00 over the estimates
of the secretary of the treasury. A remission of
the whole tax on cotton would still leave an excess
et $31,080,000. It is clear then that there is ac-
tually no financial necessity for the preposed in-
crease of the tax on cotton. The motive for im-
posing it must, therefore, be sought in other in-
fluenes; and the nature and operation of those
inauences it is not difficult to discern.
- Itisthe determination of the congressional ma-
jority not only to reduce the South to a condition
of political vassalage, but likewise to a state of
commercial and industrial bondage. The restora-
tion of the Union, in the view of the New England
politicians, means the acquisition of the right of a
sectional majority to govern the subdued section
absolutely at its own will and pleasure-to make
that section and its people the objects upon which
their vindictive passions may be gratified, and their
favorite schemes and experiments be tried-and
the resumption of the right to tax Southern indus-
try for the benefit of the grasping manufactures
of the Eastern States. Indeed there is something
admirable in the simple ingeniousness with whiqh
this determination is confessed in Mr. Morrill's
speech. Nothing ban exceed the grace ivith which
he says that a portion of the anticipated increase
of the revenues will be "counterbalancedby little
favors distributed all through the amendments" to
thebill-those little favors consisting of various
privilleges, purchased by Northern capitalists by
me•hs of judicious logrolling and trafficking. Nor
can we sufficiently extol the candor with which
the country is informed that while the " political
oiladel" at Washington is guarded "against thte
dangers of any insidious treason from any quarter,
there is to be a drawback on manufactured cotton
"of all the.taxes actually paid It any fbrm." To
be eure we are told that this drawback is allowed
entirely by way of justice and generosity to the
South, and that it will redound principally to the
benefit of the Southern: and Western States. To
be sure we are informed that the Southern people.
when once they have become accustomed to the
tax on cotton, will be the last to surrender it; but
we 5euat confess our inability to see the point.
Eels may possibly get used to skinning; but we do
not believe that they ever enjoy the process. The
South has, certainly, got used to being taxed for
the benefit of New Englarid; but we do not think she
will ever clamor for it. The advertisenments used to
tell us that"ohildren cry for Sherman'o lozenges,"
hut we never heard of any community yet, not even
the most infantile and tractible, that cried out for
taxation., Nor do we think that the South will
perceive much reality in the following picture,
which Mr. Morrill draws of the marvellous bene-
felal effects of his tax of five cents a pound on
cotton:

Statei, save what we consume, could be exportedin a manufactured etate, oi even in a particuolrly

mtanufaotured state, instead as exclusively a raw

But if Mr. horrtl actually thought that if anyenh onsoeqaeneee would ensue--if he really be-tieed 'that eotton mnianufactories would epriog up

al ver the South to ooeapnCr with those of New'agland, endt'o wok up the Southern staple. hewould -. propose to tax cotton not vb. cents, but
twenty eanti a pound, In order that the cottonauliure insAmerlcs might be totally deetroyed, and
thoamhe New England factories be enabled to re-tt'tinkelrmonopoiy byte importation of foreign
rotton freeLrom duty. What he wants is to keep
the crop for New England; and that-s intended to
be the effect of bin fiuaucil menasures. lie-
England first; New England last; New ioglhtnd
all the-time-that is the spirit of the policy which
is now pressed onthe country by the congressional
majority. The South has rights, it is true: buht
onlykthe right to be governed and taxed for the
benefit of.Ne England--n inestimtable privilege,
perhaps ; but one which we have not learned to
appreciate at the estimtate paieced on it by tlie

oiltioal ealnte and suiotly Ipoliticians who control
