The question is still shall we have war or not?

The reports which succeed each other so rapidly G
are so contradictory that there is no knowing hI
what to believe. Austria has consented to disarm
on condition that Prussila will do the same. Von 8,

Bismark insists upon a complete and immediate e
disarmament on the part of Austria and the
secondary States of Germany before taking a simi-
lar step. Will Austria and the petty States con- -
sent? That is the question.

On the other hand, Italy, placed between bank- ti
ruptcy and a war' which might probably be the
means of restoring Venetia, seems to haire de- I
cided for the latter. The preparations for war
are being carried on in the Italian Peninsula, not
in secret, but openly and on a very extensive
scale. The great contractors, Messrs. Gudillot, of
Paris, have all hands employed in making cloths t
and shoes, and other articles for the Italian army,
under the superintendence of Gleeral Augalini.
In France the army of Lyons is being considerably
augmented.

Venetia has been put on a war footing by Aus- e
tria, and the French government has been deputed d
to remonstrate with 11 REd Golantuomo. The
answer of Victor Emanuel is that he is only arming
in self defense.

The only thing which prevents a general Euro-
pean explosion is the attitude of France, which is
most reserved.
As a war is more or less likely, Napoleon the

Third will evidently not mix himself up with it
unless there is something to be gaine,l thereby. It
is a well known fact that he covets the left bank of
the Rhine, and that he will, no doubt, side with
that power which will consent to his annexing the
Rhinish provinces. It is affirmed that Mons.
Drouyn de l'Huys, who had all along shown such
sympathy for Austria, has tried to make the Em-
peror give up Venetia. In case of consent on the
partof Franz Joseph, it would be Herr Vou is- 1
mark who would he sacrifleed.
Austria is very badly represented at tle Tuile-

ries. A person more unsuited than Prince Metter-
nich could not be found. He fancies himself', no
doubt, a very profound politician; but he is mis-
taken, and all he is fit for is to play the piano and
amuse the ladies of the Imperial court.
The general impression in France is the follow

ing: Italy will attack Austria, which will be
abandoned by France and Prussia. As regards
England, it will not take any part in the strug-
gle unless the present ministry should he turned 1
out and be replaced by a tory ministry, which
will prefer war to an enlargement of the fran-
chise. Another indication of how the wind
blows, is that all the to-called governmental
papers have, for the last few years, been hitting
very hard at Austria.

FRENCU nUoE NEWS
Is devoid of interest. The Emperor, this year

1attained his fifty-eighth year. He is in perece
health. On the cth of May, he intends making a
tolrs, e in the provinces, in order to revive the en-
thusiasm for the Imperial dynasty.

A calm has succeeded the storms which have
taken place in the Senate of late, but it is feared
that it is but momentary, as it will break out again
when the Mlexican questioun is brought on the tapis.

1817 the Duke de Praslin assassinated his wife, and
only escaped public execution by doing away wsilh
himsinlf. It was currently reported at the tiara
that the government ha3 n!alowed the duke to
escape, in order that ta Frcnth peer mighlt nt dlo
by the hand of the executioner. The revluction
of ]ihi lapptening to followshortly alter, the mat-
ter was forgottenl-as public attention was tA nc
lup with moe hiUportant matters; it was, however

genlerally beli.eve- that the duke was dead. -
shorttimne ago, however, one of the duke's ueo-
vanis, who is now m servide in London, asserted
that, fancying he recognized his late cm-ater in an
old gentleman be met inl the street, followed him,
and Ihe has now not the slightest doublt that it is
his old master.

Should this story turn out to be true, it will cery
much injure the Orlentars family, which has very
many sympathizers in France.

Letters from St. tPetersburg inform c s that
IvanowoTf, who turned away the hand of tile assas-
sin and saved the life of the Czar, when entering
his carriage, has been created a nobleman by the
Czar. A palace has been given to hitm by the offi-
cers of the imperial guard, and a public subscrip-
tion has been set on foot to give Ivanowoff a for-
tune which will enable hint to sustain his rank.
The wretched creature who attempted the life of
the Czar will be tried by a military tribunal. He
will no doubt be condemned to death. Thus the
crime which will send one man to the scaffold will
raise the other to honor.

TAL ASSOCIATION.-Pursuant to the notice given
in the city papers, a meeting, very numerously a
attended by the members of the Washington ar-
tillery, was held last night at Lyceum Hall.

TOE SUPREME COURT ON CONrEDEHATE MONEY.-

Upon a rehearing, the Supreme Court yesterday
rendered a decision affirming a decree of the court
made in December last, in the case of George
Schmidt vs. Jacob Barker, appealed by defendant
from the Sixth District Court.

Plaintiff was a depositor in defendant's bank,
the Bank of Commerce, from January 17th to
.\lril Ist, 1802. A balance was due him of 40it;.
Tihi. subsequent to the occupation of the city by
the Federals, plaintiff demanded in legal tender,
which defendant refused, and offered Confederate
money. It was in proof that the business of the
bank, at the time plaintiff kept an account with it,
was conducted with Confederate stoney ; and upon
his bank book was inscribed the following notlfica-
tion: 

" 
Deposits in this bank are received only on

condition that the amount is to be drawn in Con-
federate money."

The opinion of the court, now reaffirmed, was,The opinion of the court, now reaffirmed, was,
in brief, that Confederate money having, upon the
face of it, been issued to make war upon the gov-
eronment of the United States, parties voluntarily
dealing in it, as was the case with both plaintiff
and defendant, were culpable-guilty of an inm-
moral act-and the court could not lend itself to
the enforcement of contracts entered into in con-
tempt of law. Declaring this contract, therefore.
null and void, the decision of the lower court,
which was in favor of defendant, was ordered to
be reversed.

Firm and spi:ited,
without makcing any parade of it, this man, who
haod possessed an income of $80,000, sat himself to
editing a paper-the Mexican Times-and to live
by his labor.

It was about to leave for Europe in order to get
cured of his wounds, wbrn sickness and death
came soddenly to tear him from the affection and
esteem with which hIe inspired all who knew him.
