We are fully aware, that whilst we are treating
in these essays, of the rural vicinities of our great
metropolis in general, a reproach may be made us
that we seem most especially to direct our atten-I tion and observations to one particular local-
ity, to wit: to the ever recurring village of the
Bayou St. John, and its immediate surroundings.
This censure may be apparently a just one, but
when we remind our readers that our intention
a is, as far as in us lies, to give eas circumstantial
and as truthful a picture of the most ancient
local events in our city, it will no longer be sur-
prising that our solicitude is more patticularly
directed to the quarter from which we may
draw the most interesting reminiscences. Desides
I these reasons, there are others which may not
have escaped the penetration of our contemporan-
eous observers, to wit, that by describing with
some minuteness, one of our neighborhoods of the
most remote origin in the country's colonial settle-
ment, we in some measure, hand down the pro-
cess of all the other establishments, urban as
well as rural of our city and environs. We hope,
therefore, that our sketches may prove accep-
table, notwithstanding their seeming uniformity
in some respects, but which in great measure,
also must be set down to the circumscribed sub.
ject in hand.

Had we a greater variety of scenery--did the land-
scape offer as more extended diversity of hill and
dale, of parks and gardens, of fields and meadows-
we should certainly be most happy to diversify
our tableaux with these moving panoramas; but as
it is, we must but too often return to our ancient
cypress forests, our immovable swamp reed mor-
asses, our never ending cane brakes and prairie
levels. Alas, these are our surroundings, and the
moment we leave our brick walls, our city thor-
oughfares, and saunter past the farm houses and
uhburban cottages, we find ourselves in the undis-

turbed condition of former primeval nature and its
centenary witnesses, the time recording green oak
clusters. We said that at the former prosperous Al-
lard plantation or Mfetairie establishment, of which
we have given the minute location, the want of
good drinking water had been supplied bythe little
rivulet which descends from the high ridge bearing
that name. This was the case before the new
canal, now traversing these tracts, had divested
the upper portion of the streamlet from the lower
water course passing towards lake Ponchartraln.
Before that time, a never failing supply for all
household uses, washing and culinary demands, as
well as for the numerous herds of cattle, was pre.
served in the shaded reservoirs of this bayou,
by a small and simple contrivance, constructed in I
the inclosure of that country farm, that is to say,
a small coffer-dam had been constructed at thesutlet of thelittle water course, anu which would
be kept shut, so as to keep the sweet rain water
ever ready for the use of the plantation.

This economical plan dispensed with wells, cis-
terns and all other costly outlays, and we have I
never known that district to be in want of water,
even during the greatest droughts, when all other f
rural neighborhoods were complaining of the jack
of that indispensable element. The visitors of our t
City Park will have noticed the clusters of live
,aks which afford such comfortable shade from the C
hot summer sun; inolden times the whole of the
,Ietairie Ridge was dotted with these forest orna-
ments, and the numerous herds of cattle, horses d
and mules would gather under these sheltering
protectors against the strong rays of the asun, as
well as the heavy showers of the summer thunder-
storms. The clearing of the forests for the de I
maund of agriculture has necessarily destroyed a
great many of these evergreen, ornamental trees, o
and upon the public lands, for the preservation of s
these valuable materials for naval construction, is
sur government has appointed special snperinten
dents, whose duty it is to look after the conserva-
ion of this indispensable product for the equiip-
ment of our national marine. Speaking on this is
subject-the coustruction of publio vessels in our ti
Southern ship-yards-we should now mention that tl
of late several smallsea-going crafts have been built
from the staple or stocks upon the borders of the
Bayou St. John, right in front of Allard's farming

oouse; thus once more proving that this locality
may still aspire, in time to come, to emerge from e C
its long seeming somnolency. Why should not ft
Southera ship building be successful in that lo. tl
cality, when with the greatest ease the best mate- st
fiats can be procured from the borders of Lake u]
Pontchartrain and floated up the bayou, as is now "I
done with the annual supply of the heavy wharf m
timber for the use of the city corporation. th

Indeed, we should suppose that the primitive
idea of keeping a public navy-yard by the United
States government somewhere upon that lake
water inletor outlet ought never to have been aban-
doned. But when even the Pensacola navy sta-
tion is found to be a too great concession to
Southern interests, it is no longer surprising that
our little neighboring village should have met with
the same inexorable fate. The time when these
inland streamlets were traversed by the aborigi-
nes in their often very tastefully decorated pad-
dle boats is far away, and we no longer behold,
even in our museums or collections of Indian anti-
quities, any specimens of these formerly used
water conveyances. Will it be believed that of all
the thousandsof Indian perogues that once figured
upon the Southern waters, not a single one has
been preserved, eo as to give to our present gene-
ration a view of the former civi.ization in these
lands. This certainly is an omission which will be
bitterly lamented, whilst in Europe, and even in
the Northern States, a pride is .taken to carefully
preserve some memorial of ancient institu-
tions, olden-time customs and industrial pur-
suits or avocations. Aye, you may search
all through Louisiana and you will hardly
find, now-a-days, a somewhat respectable collec-
tion of ancient Indian memorials or mementos.
We have the recollection of having seen, in 1t17
or 1818, a tolerably fair assortment of old indian
weapons-axes, arrows, scalping knives, smokilg
calumets, ornamentsof beads, bracelets of silver-
is fact, a good many of the former utensils and
iaotrumel osf warfare as well as husbandry or
indulstry poh lay e4isoed among the aborigines of
the foret. This museum or collection of Itdi.a
ontiquities was the property of a scholar or pro-
fessor of our city. BiUs' name, f we mistaisio not,
Dsrfenoll ; and it had taken him uanumber of years
and not little expesen to fora the assembling of
ancient remains ofa former state of civiliation in
onr country. But Paht he beenlan of it we cant -
not tell. All we reerpiest of this most valuable
museum is, thiit after It being exposea to he pub-lie inapection for some tlme, ln'•oeeaaou•se or
saloon-kept at the corner of Chirtres asdJefferson
streets, it was sold at publio sctionu and one
Chardon, who kept a public refreshment saloon at
the corner of Toulouse street and Old Levee, in
front of the shipping, became its proprietor. In
this locality- where the public would spend the
cool summer evenings under an awning spread
over a flat-roofed atore honse below, the many oh-
Jeets of curious Indian antiquities continued to
attract crowds of visitors,.

In those times there was a number
of public gaming-houses licensed under the State
ie authority, and these establishments were styled
-among the fancies the banks and bankers. To
I have broken the bank at faro, or to have won

so much at an evening session, when, according to
the bankers' rule, they would declare the game
it closed for the night, was considered a grand
achievement and a sort of glorious event among
0 the sporting fraternity. We are told that some of

these notions still prevail in our city, but are kept
much within the knowing circle or ring of the
fancy-not bruited or blazoned about as in olden
times.

I- The following call was issued in the New Or

e leans CRESCENT of Wednesday morning, May 6th :
The friends of the late Governor Henry W. Allen

are invited to meet at parlor P, St. Charles Hotel,
this evening, May l6th. at 7 o'clock, to devise
-means for the removal of his remains from a for-
eign land (Mexico) to the home he loved so wellIt (Louisiana). r.

In response to the above call, about fifty of the
y prominent citizens of New Orleans and Louisiana

y assembled at the time and place designated. Gen.
John L. Lewis was chosen president, on motion of
SGenu. Daniel W. Adams, and E. W. Ialsey was ap-
pointed secretary.

It The object of the meeting was stated by Col.
Jno. M. Sandidge, substantiatly as in the above
call. He stated that a sum of money, amountin,
to about $1400, subscribed by several citizens for
the benefit of Governor Altn. was in the hands of
a friend, and could be made available in bringing
his iemains from Mexico to Louisiana. HIe moved
that a committee of five be appointed by the
president to make all necessary arrangements for
bringing home the remains of Governor Henry W.
Allen, for securing a suitable place of interment,
and for the erection of an appropriate monument
I over his grave.
Gen. Daniel W. Adams moved to amend the mo-

tion of Col. Sondidge, by instructing the said com-
mittee to call another meeting of citizens at such
I time and place as they might select.

The amendment was accepted by the mover of
the original motion, and, as amended, it was
adopted.

Whereupon, the president appointed Gen. Danl.
I . Adams, Col. John M. Sandidge, Moses Green-
wood, Esq., William M. Perkins, Esq., and Col. E.
Miltenberger, as members of said committee.
On motion of T. O. Sully, Esq., the president,

Gen. John L. Lewis, was added to the said com-
mittee.

At the suggestion of the president, the commit-
tee announced the time and place of their meet-
ing-on Friday, May 18th, at the office of Gen.
Adams, No. 13 St. Charles street, at half-past 6
o'clock r. .M. The committee furthermore an-
nounced that the time and place for the second
meeting of the friends of Gov. Allen would be duly
published by them.

On motion of tDr. Copes, the secretary was re-
quested to write, by the first steamer, to residents
of Mexico, with the view of ascertaining the pro-
per steps to be taken in order to obtain the requi-
site permission to transfer the remains of Governor
Allen.

Mr. Phelps moved that the above-named com-
mittee of six be authorized to consult and arrange
with Mr. Dupre, of Getugia, who was present and
about to depart for the City of Mexico, to bring
home Governor Allen's remains.

The motion was seconded by Mr. Perkins, who
knew Mr. Dupre, and vouched for his laithful dis.
charge of the duty he had volunteered to under-
taeke.

of the committee, that it would be better to defer
action until the next meeting of citizens, to be
called by said committee, the motion was with-
dlawn.

N•urao P.ow Io MonltL--The Times says that
on Monday evening about three hundred negroes
congregated at the negro Baptist4:hurch in Mobile,
for the purpose of selecting a delegate to represent
their interestas in Washington.
