The debates of the present week will long he
remembered in the history of the United States,
but not for the ability displayed, nor for the man-
nor in which great questions of public interest
were treated. With due impartiality, I must
acknowledge that neither party could furnish an
orator who "held Senates spellbound with his
eloquence." The radicals indulged in their staple
elocation-the abuse militant; while the Demo-
crats fought feebly against a foregone conclusion,
and the conservative Republicans were engaged
in the undignified task of political trimming. The
debates were still interesting, and will donubtless
be memorable. According to the half hour rule
established for the occasion, no member could
long impose himself on the House. Many persons
wre thas enabled to speak, and, with ordinary
talent, they could not be very severe inflittions,
on each an interesting topic. The parliamentary
constructions of the Speaker also tended to curtail
the debates, and limit the discussion on a subject
which required six months' preparation and only
thsee days' consideration.

Mr. N. P. Banks attracted more attention than
any of his compeers. Having once been Speaker
O! the House, and poaseaning an agreeable deliv-
egy, the exnommlisary general is usually favored
with an attentive audience. He is a ready
sieaker, bnt by no means fuent in his utterance,
aid spolled by so much mannerism as to destroy
the effect of his graceful form and courteous man-
ner. It would be useless to review the sophisms
which he urged in support of the committee's
plan. They were almost immediately demolished
by a member of his own party-Bingham, of
Ohio. During the last day's debate the House
was unusually disorderly. The Speaker's mallet
was frequently useful in preserving the decorum
of the assembly. 'Colfax is a very quick and
observant Speaker, but he repeats his lessons
with such parrot-like quickness oas to render it
almost impossible for a reporter to understnand
him. The main question, on the adoption of the
amendment proposed by the committee, was put
by yeas and nays. Each response announced a
strict party vote, until the name of Henry J. Itay.
mend was announced by an affirmative.

This unexpected reinforcement was immediately
followed by loud acclamations, of which members

lthe floor were not wholly guiltless. For several
minutes ta~ s lan1n could not restrain a general
grin; several turned in their seamn tonlr nt Ray-
mtond, and make sunre'of him. Even Thad. Stevens
looked towards the editor of the New York
Times with an approving smile, and seemed to im-
$ly that he wrasdelighted to receive such a bright
ittle prodigal son back to the bosom of his family.
Raymond seemed to partake of the geperal eatie
#action at his own expense, but it was more of an
ifrepressible. smile, coming forth apontaneously,
nad directed rather at the general merriment than
ht.it cause. The announcementof the result was
fofllwed by a scene of wild confusion and disorder.
Mr. Rodgers, of New Jersey, moved that the
negroes in the galleries be allowed to waive their
handkerchiefs. A Democrat from Wisconsin
moved that order be maintained, and the " nigger-
heads" put down. The House adjourned shortly
after, fortunately for its own reputation. With
the most self-satisfied confidence the radicals dis-
pered in all parte of the capital and the country,
as they are absolved from further attendance here
untel Monday. Some of the radical chiefs are very
vainglorious over the prospect of a long session.
A distinguished Senator said to a gentleman from
Matue, ";We were going to adjourn in April,
werf'q• we '" accompanylng his boast with a largo
ebaosi of thward ohnckling. Whatever their in-
teetions may be they have not interfered with the
executive appointments. Sickles and Smythe have
both been co~d$dsd, notwithstanding the Morgan-
Hayn•mond infiueace.

This bids fair to become as popular as the Mis
snuri Compromise or the Wilmot Proviso. It was
the only point upon which any disagreementt among the radicals existed, and Stevens beggec

the House to give him the third section or nothing
at all. 'Now that it has passed one branch of Con
green, and will probably succeed in the Senate, we
find it more profitable to discuss its effects than the
policy of its enactment. I am, happily, enabled
to present your readers with the opinion of an
able lawyer on this topic. Regarding this amend.
ment as having passed both Houses of Congress
and being placed before the people, we may in.
quire into the reasons whieh should influence them
in electing legislatures in favor of or opposed to
tle proposed changes in the Constitution. If this
amendment becomes incorporated in the organic
law, we End two classes in direct contradiction
with one another.

The frst section referred to rests the control of
the sutffrage in the States of the Union; the pro-
posed amendment takes the regulation of the
franchise out of the hands of the States and con-
fers it on Congress. It may be said that Congress
can only exercise its power in the case of disloy-
alty. But with the protecting clause of the Con-
stitution annulled, what is there to prevent Con-
gress from passing any law-not an amendment,
but a simple law, limiting or extending tihe suf-
frage even to the negroes, if it-sees fit or obtains
the power. The great bulwark against the usurpa-
tion of Congress-the control of the States over the
elective franchise-landed by Madison, is not to
be easily relinquished. Rights which Hamilton de-
olared that the people would march from the re-
motest corners of the land to defend, are not to
be oheaply bartered away. But there is even a
greater principle than this involved in the ques-
tion. The radicals have declared that they are to
be thejudges of the qualifications of the members
of the next electoral college. If an elector is
chosen from a State where the disfranchising
amendment is neither accepted nor reganrded,cve
are told that the two Houses are to judge of the
constitutionality of their own proceedings in the
organic changes of the law. They are to decide
whether two-thirds of both Houses have really ac-
cepted the plan of the committee, and they are to
determine whether three-fourthp of all the States
have indorsed the action of Congress. The Su-
preme Court is not to he consulted. What Chan-
cellor Kent declares to be an omission in the Con.
etitetion, these gentlemen, acting against the spirit
of the great compact, will turn to their own advan-
tage. By this jurisdiotion they can control the
choice of a President. They absorb the rights of
the people to elect their chief magistrate by assum-
ing to determine the conditions on which a man
can vote for the President. But there is even a
deeper point involved in this reversal of the co-
ordinate powers of the governmental departments
than in generally imagined. The pending amend-
ment not only regulates the qualifications of voters
for the President, but also for members of Con-
gress. The people have heretofore supposed that
they could exercise any coptrol over the illegal
prooeodlugs of Congress by refusing to re-elect its
members. If the principle of the proposed amend-
ment Is established, Congress can provide for its
own continuance in office by regulating the suiffage
in the States, and organizing a permanent legisla.

On the night of the .th in-t., in this city, at

The machinery was looked into, when, to
and behold I the boiler and all the cylinders and
pipes and things, were stuffed with contraband
goods, to the value of about $100,000. A long
face is to be seen here and there among the store-
keepers of Matamoros, and among the American
speculators in Brownsville. One Mexican dealer
here loses $40,000 of the amount. Smuggling in a
small way is going on here all the time; but it is
not often that it is attempted on as large a scale
as the above.

The military situation offers nothing startling.
A special force is out in search of Cortina, who
hovers nearer to Matamoros than any of the op-
position leaders.

Canales lately was in Camargo with about 400
men, and some 3000 head of horses and mules,
which he had taken from ranches in the interior.
These animals he was selling at any price-mules
as low as three dollars-in order tI purchase
arms and ammunition, which were ready on the
Texas side, waiting for the money.

Out
here it is considered a gross and inhuman outrage
to hang a man, no matter what his crime may
have been; consequently a subscription is on foot
to raise $1000 to buy the doomed Mexican another
trial.

FROM HAVANA.

H.tVAn:a, May 11, 16C,.
The weather, though a little warm, is still

pleasant, and the health of the population is un-
usually good. The city was never in a better con-
ditioa. No yellow fever, and what is more im-
portant news, now-a-days, no cholera. Even the
fear of the latter has passed away, and the people
begin to think we shall escape the visitation of the
Asiatic destroyer.

By the way, there is not, perhaps, a city in the
world as healthy as Havana. Until 9 o'clock im
the morning it is always sufficiently cool; and
after 4 .o'clock in midsummer the sun loses his
power. Unlike New York and New Orleans, the
evenings arsee always pleasant in hot weather: and
at midnight we always require blankets. The
city lies on the sea: and gentle breezes are con-
stantly wafting away the seeds of disease that
may be scattered about. Those swho come here
as strangera and get sick and die. are, generally,
themselves wholly in fault. Martners, who have
not had a drop of grod grog for several weeks, es-
say, on reaching the city, to make up, alas ! too
often, for losttime ; and good round-bodied cap-
tains naturally wish, on reaching here, to indulge
a little with old comrades or to make acquaintance
with new ones. To over-drinking a little over-
eating is added; and then an exprosure to late
night air ; and, in the daytime, between 10 to 3, to
a hot vun, and no wonder these sea folks get sick.
All the business of Havana is done by 9 o'clock in
the morning. The merchants and brokers meet
at the wharf, (or nmuelle as it is called,) at about 7
a. s. There cargoes are sold, and rates of ex-
change fixed for the day. After 9 or half-past 9
o'clock everybody goes home for breakfast; and
breakfast ended, at leisure the transactions of the
day are transferred to ledgers and correspondence
finished. Dinner coenes on at 4 to 5; that over,
everybody goes on the promenade. This latter is
frequently kept up to a late hour; but the busy
world is up and in motion at 7 the next morning.
By pursuing this course the great heat of thle day
is escaped and perfect health is enjoyed.

General Dnled is in bad health, and is only
awaiting his successor previous to departing for
Spain. His excellency has cancer in the throat,
and was operated upon a few days ago, with what
success I do not know. I can only say that he has
been twice lately to the Isle of Pines in quest of
health. General Lersundi is now supposed to be
en route for Cuba. He is to assume the reins of
power here as captain and governor general; is a
man of high character; is fifty-one years of age,
distinguished as a warrior and as a man of letters.
In the revolution of 1848, it was he who at Madrid
seized the banner of Spain, and with ten soldiers
only rallied his flying regiments, and won immor-
tal renown at the same time with victory. His ac-
quirements asa litrateur are said to be consider-
able; is rather conservative in politics, and is, alto-
gether, a man who will command universal confi-
dence here. General Dulc6 has been always re-
garded here as a fair man, but General Lersuudi
igures among the great men of Spain. He has
been secretary of war and president of the coun-
cil of ministers. On his arrival he will be wel-
comed with warm hearts and open arms.

A subscription is on the tapis for money to pro-
secute the Chilian-Peruvian war. A considerable
amosng was subscribed last week, and canvassers
are now going the rounds of the city to get up
more. There is, however, no great warmth mani-
feasted in tile matter. ltany think the war a little
hasty and imprudent, and predict so far as " much
money epent and little glory gained," aintther
San Domingo affair.

Howmnch better had it been for us if some
of the leading powers of the world had, at the
right moment, interposed and saved our country
from the horrors of what we have all seen I Will
not that good day seen come when disputes arising
among nations will be settled by a congress of
powers, and when war shall be heard of no more?
Then will the war-god's chariot wheels crash no
more victims; but his implements of destruction
be turned into "pruning hooks" and "plo

Suicide of Sterling King byStarvattio.

Fr-eeltle Cincinnatii Conn, ereil, Mly 11 I
Sterling King, known throughout the war as a

Confederate spy and bearer of dispatches, with
the rank of eolonel, was born in England in 1•;01,
and while yet a boy came with his parents to this
country, and found a permanent home near Rich-
mond, Va. He received a very good collegiate
education, studied law, and practiced in Rich-
mond, Va. Upon the inauguration of the war, he
was among the very first to enlist as a private
under Sitonewall Jackson. Badly wounded in an
engagement in the first year, and distingished for
recaless conrage, he was soon promoted to a
coloneley and detailed to act as a spy. In this
capacity he traveled iall through the North, man-
aging, as he brought experience to the aid of
natural abilities, to work successfully in procuring
passes, passing the lines, and procuring informi-
tion sefl to the canouse. He made trips through
all thie Northern and Eastern States, to Cuba,
Canada, and even to Europe. He seoeral times
had busineos in this city, and on one occasion oc-
cupied a small office near the soldiers' home, on
Third street, where, under the guise of a claine
agent, he occupied himself, during several weeks,
in collecting from the inmates of th ome statis-
tics as to tho strength and location of all the regi-
ments represented by them.
He was fully acquainted with all the business of

the Confederate mail service, and oias at one time
employed in selecting men and routes for that
business. A couple of years since he was cap.
tured here, and imprisoned as a spy. Propositions
were made to release him in the event ot his giv-
ing information that would lead to the arrest of
certain agents i this vicinity ; but he stubhornly-
refused, stating that he intended to make his est-
cape with his hands, and this prolise he made
good bj working his soy out one night, and pass-
ing the guard, despite a bayonet thrust in the
thigh.

These would no more admlit
of rucceesstil pluning than molten gold could supt
ply the place of hydrogen gas in elevating a bal-
loon. They would not even admit of his apprecia
sing a pun. as a general rule; because this would
necessarily carry him too tar away from hinself-
from his mode of thinking and expression. But
every one who affects to despise a pun is not a
Johnson. Many a one who does this is, in fact,
too obtuse to comprehend it when made by
another, and far too stolid to be capable of making
one himself. Many another is too vain to accord
tihe little superiority that a good pun often secures
for the perpetrator, in the course of light ounver-
sation: and, unable to wrest the advantage to
himself by making a better one, he assumes a con-
tempt for it. In fact, a good pun in season, is a
good thing. As of all good things, there may be
too much of punning : but that in no way affects
the moderate indulgence in it.

It is true that Addison affected to despise pun-
ning as much as Johnson did : but in his efforts to
establish his theory he proves a great deal too
much. He says, for instance: " As true wit gen-
erally consists in this resemblance and congruity
of ideas, false wit chiefly consists in the resem-
blance and congruity sometimes of single letters,
as in anagrams, chronograms, lipograms, and
acrostic., ; sometimes of syllables, as in echoes and
doggerel rhymes: sometimes of words, as inl
puns and quibbles : and .ometimes of whole sen-
tences or poems, cast iuto the figures of eggs, axes,
or altars " Now, in tihe fir•t place, there can at
least be no poenms, sentenlces or Cworlds played
upon without ideas : and. tltcrefore, to that extent
hi' definition lato- tr the noCund. When Sheridan,
or rin I uu.. F I. l ,

Hiad he no ideas:' Not oery cealted onte, truye
blutwit does not moan i,,ety, or snolenlity, or sane-
timnonioesness, or lo-gic, or poctnoeii, or mnathelmat-
ics. R it means ligitness, emntsement,-frivolity,
if you will. as compared with the graver duties of
life. So much for his detitition.

Then, again, tile exantple of names among tie
greatest of all ages eltows hi judgment to be en-
tirely opposed to theirs, and little likely, therefore,
to be correct. To quote from himself again, for
instance, he tells us: "When Cicsar was one of the
masters of the Roman mint, he placed the figure
of an elephant upon the reverse of the public
money--the word CGear signifying an elephant in
the Punic language. * Cicero, who was so
called from the founder of his family, that was
marked on the nose with a little n-en like a vetch
(which is Cicer in Latin;, instead of Marcus Tul-
lius Cicero, ordered the words Marcus Tullius,with
the figure ofa vetch atthe end of them, to be in-
scribed on a public monument. * t * In the
same manner we read of a famous building that
was marked in several parts of it with the ligures
of a frog and a lizard : those words in a;reek hav-
ing been the names of the architects. * * It
is thought that the forelock of the horse in the an-
tique equestrian statue of IMarcus Aureleus. repre-
sents at a distance the slthape of an owl, to intimate
the country of the statuary, who in all probability
was an Athen

an. * J r. Newbery, to re-

present his name bya picture. hung up at his door
the sign of a ye" tree that thad several berris
upon it. and in the midst of them a great golden
N hung upon the bough of the tree. * * * I
shall conclude this topic with a rebus, which has
lately been hewn out in free-stone and erected
over two of the portals of Blenheim Hon-e. being
the figure of a monstrous lion tearing to piecer a
little cock.
