their arragements. The Congresses of Loybach p
hnd Vrseas, which ostensibly confirmed the t
adjustments of 4615, illustrated to a certain extent
the inevitable law of mutation, and set an exam- t

ple of deviation, in one direction, which wan sure n
to be followed, subsequently, by deviation in d
another direction.

Finally, ia 1880, the expulsion from France of g
ithe Bourbon line, the establrehment of the Orleans ot
dynasty ey the willof the French people, and the p
revolutions in other parts of Europe, which fol- e
lowed these events, gave a mortal blow to the

eddtelPi of legitmac'y, and to the pretensions of
' ̀hereditary dynasties to fix the destu~des of nation-
d alities either by compulsory combinations, or
forcible severances. After that time the treaties of
1815 ceased to inflosce the course of European
;h poRtlCe and the character of European adjust-

at ments. The subsequent revolutions of 1848-9, and
the conflicts springing out of them, involved alter-
me nate changes which would have been quite impos-
rsible underthe authoritative domination of the ideas
d of the holy illiance. The -consecration of the
suffrage principle in France by the elevation of
Louis Napoleon to the Imperial throne, and the
Seffective extension of that principle to Italy, as
,s exhibited in the construction of the Italian king-
doem under Victor Emmanuel, introduced a new
element into European politice-an element which
threatens to assert its predominance in many ways

h involving peril to existing dynasties, and distur-
Sbanoes of existing territorial relations.

Hence the careful watchfulness with which Eu-
ropean governments strive to avoid aeli outbreaks
en of the war spirit. Whereastheir aim formerly was
to avail themselves of every opportunity for ag-

s grandirement, the only restraint being the fear of
o encountering hostile combinations formed to main-

rtainu the balance of power, their greatest care now
og is to avoid ware which might endanger their

all safety, by giving an alarming importance to the
n new and dangerous doctrine of popular sov-
sl ereignty. These remarks apply with peculiar
or force to the German States. As to France and
ito Itatyand England, and even Spain, the operation

of this principle referred to is materially modifed.
nd All of those governments rest, in one way or
sly another, on the popular consent, declared, in the
ry respective cases, in a more or less authoritative

se manner. When, therefore, we see the two great
German powers willing to risk all the perils of an

a- uncertain fnmre, by a resort to arms, we can
,Rl readily believe that other powers, which are re-
rith strained by no such terrors, will readily be drawn
ce. into the conteot.

France, thusa far, has expressed no opinion as to
the merits of the controversy between Prussia
] and Austria. But we know that the French peo-
ple have always been troubled with an intense
longing to extend their frontier to the Rhine, which
they consider their natural boundary, and the Em-
| peror would, probably, not reject a tempting op-
portunity to add the Rhinish provinces of Prussia
to his dominions. The acquisition of these pro-
vinces, and the annexation of Belgium, seem to be
the recondite springs of French diplomacy. Yet

sa motive has been carefully concealed, and the
open indications of policy which the French
nperor has given to the world have seemed to

h favor the idea of a Prussian alliance. Perhaps it
may he that he stimulated Bismark up to the fight-
ing point, without compromising himself as to the
+, future notion of France, just as it is now st.tied
y that he is urging on the Italian government to the

adoption of warlike measures.
Indeed, it seems to be very certain that Italy

will take advantage of the opportunity offered by
ea German war, to consummate the darling wish ut

Stie Italian heart--the reunion of all of Italy under
r exclusively Italian governments., The possession

of Venetia by Anstria is a perpetual source of irri-
tation in Italy, and, sooner or later, disareeoent;
and collisions must have come of it. Victor Em-
manuel might not be willing to risk a contest for
iits possession with the mighty military power t'
Austria; but he would scarcely dare to disregard
so tempting a chance as would be offered by a
war between that empire and Proisia. He may
haveto choose between his throne and a war, and
the thoule between such alternatives is quickly
made. Hence, as soon as the Austro-Prussian
controveroy approached it culminating point, Ital1
commenced to arm and to assume a menacing at-
titude towards the Venetian frontier. Military and
diplomatic necessities compelled Austria to respond
in the same way; and then each power called on
the other to disarm. Both refused, and at lost
accounts the military preparations were pressed
with unabated vigor. The frontier fortresses are
in course of repair and reinforcement. The
Italian fleet has been concentrated in the Adriati;
the reserves have been called in; furloughs have
been revoked, and the press is occupied in exci.
ting thi ear'spirit. Under such circumstances I
there Is no to ling at what moment the storm of
war may not break over Europe.

0Btona AND PoecleseAna.-If the settlement
of the points atissue between the United States
government and the seceding States had been left
to thesoliies on either side in May, IS65, an adjust.
ment would have been speedily reached that would
have beensatiMfactory to the highminded, liberal
and patriotic men of the North, and not Intolerable
to the people of the South; everything would
have been done that was compatible with the
crivalry and honesty of the hearts of Southern
men, anewltloh could have been asked for by a
amegtatdmono and successful people. If the Grants.
the Sherman, the Slteridane and the Canbys had
been left Ireeto arrange terms of peacse with the
Leae,tbeTaylors, the Tamtrtons, the iSmiths and
the Nsgreiders, there would have been very little
troulde. The rank and file of the opposing arnties,
all heartlly sick of the war would have rusled ilto
each others' arme gn any fair terlms of settlement.
The raggedt f9pt-aore, sick, battered remnants oat
our Confeer4te brigades, which were scarcely
companies in trUmbers, only asked that their honor
shonld -not be theorled-.the wareworn, hard light-
tig veterans of the Federal armies only wanted
what they had been called onto fightfor, and that
was the integrity of the Union, The result was
worked out by the hand of Divine power.

r ished, and the clearing of the ground had beenn begun in earnest, then it was that the company

i- foulnd out its mistalhe; there was no posibility of

s making any erol; the ground was too gre1.0 --
that is, too fiull of roots anrd briars ; no spa l- ,r

s plow could break up thi sod. The whole to,ter-
' prise had to be abandoned ; every one fell sick:

d swarms of mosquitos left the -peoor people, unpro-

it vided with the proteeting nota, a prey to these tor-
Smeinting insects ; and. in fact, upon such an un-

i clteared spot of groundl it was impossible to found
y anything like a country farmn.

n Had this people had the experience of our up-
country folks, they would have known that the
business of clearing and breaking of the virgin

I lands is a particular branch followed by the most
I expert of pioneers, called generally the publicn squatters. These people onderstand thlis species

1 ot industry, and after a couple of years' residence,
I sell out again to new comners their squatterr.' pre-
remptiorn claim ; but for European imoigraots to
Snodertake this kind of labor, is the greatest folly
in the world. We state the result of this attempt
a by a German company in our immediate v:icinity,

In order to acquaint people desirous of enteringa into agricultural enterprises, with the best coturse
f they have to pursue in this respect. If they are

actual farmers from over tile sea, or gardeners,
brought up to this industry, they have undoubtedlyt a great advantage over mere ordinary laboorers

Saccustomed to no other but city work ; butstill we
t would advise them, for their begining in this new

country, when they have to learn a new method of
I land culture, to take service with sotme already
1 established farmers or planters of the country.

o Under such a term of labor, they will acclimate
themselves at, the same time that they learn the
way of carrying on ultural o pn oriuloel oer ations through
Sout the seartslns of the year. We have known a

0 number of European immigrants that, nfte-r o-me

,time spent opon the farts and gardens of our
I city's neighborhood, in the service of the owners

of these places, would leave the Southern cton!try
I and go 00p the river to the Western States, lwhere

they would lirtaily settle down for their ow;n n--
count. This circumstance ill a great mneasuire
arose from the great encouragement whichl all
European immigrants, and more particulat!y Ger-
m00n farmers or field hands, would meet with in
thoise Western States.

We ourselves at one time were charged to procure
ready mode e ouontry farms in our city's environs
for German farmers with ready money or caslh in
hand, but those places could then inot be found, as
the saying is, Leither for love or money; and Ao
the families who were willing to settle am0 ng us,
onotwithstanding yellow fever apprehensions and

what not, were forced to proceed up the river, int
order to find uitable rral establirhments. It ist
possible that under tie altered condition of our
great planting system. eligible locations may now
be procurable, not too remote from our New Or rI leans market. And should some of our formerF

e great sugar estate owners be willing to ahbdivole
Stheir extensive fields, it would he of pu1 li brhl::otnt

to have these chances made kuown, so. as to at-
tract the attention of foreigu ituoigrants, and for-

Wie stated that after leaving the Urquhart platce

Som• e miles further on,is the country farm of old
Arntoi:e PMichaud, upon which a few hogsheads of
sugar could be raged. After these impro,vemelnts,
the traveler gets a view into one of the most pt .
meval tfrests of the environs ; the moraeso as the
eccentric proprietor was iideed very carefnl that
no one should enter tlhes premises in order to cat
down any of his secular trees. The soil there is,
however, strewn with a quantity of decaying
trunks of trees, which strong hurricanes or thun-
der storms must have thrown upon the ground,
and which, almost in every direction, impede the
progress of the traveler. The read, consequently,
is a very tedious one until you emerge upon the
wide and beautiful water course, called the Chef
Menteur. As for the Bayou Gentilly or Sanvage,
its course is so much covered by vegetation, trees,
shrubbery, cane, reeds and brushes, that it is
hardly perceptible to the eye, and not being used
even for navigation of pirogue, there is no doubh
but that in course of time it will fill up, and be-
come obliterated from the surface of the soil, asit
were. Our city authorities, as well as those of the
general government, slou.d devise some means to
render this district capable of being inhabited
by some active, industrious population. Thi:
could easily be brought about by the establishing
of a railroad communication with the near Pont
chartrain improvement. But could not even this
latter undertake to extend there a branch? Would
e it not pay?
