If we make a prolonged stay at any of the lake f

There to
is always some variety to be observed, and yet as
one roll of the waves follows the other in seem-
ingly uniformity, yet still does the ear, as well as0
the mind detect avariation of sound--a chang-e oI
ftne or melody, as it were. Nay, we have often
listened to the chattering of the birds, when
perched in .flocks upon the deadened cypress
trunks, that stand out upon the margin shores tof c
these inland waters, and still even there we would
find a variety of voices mingled with uniformity of at
sound, Hence -we conolude that harmnony of L
nature is that combination of sensations which .

agrees with a certain inward sense of satisfaction.

Some will find this no doubt in the awful thunder-
storms-others, again, in the soft lull of the tran- I
quil evening wave. This, then, is in accordance
with the condition of nervous sensations, and asour d
nerves in cities are at an extreme tension, a re- te
laxation from this state acts as the beneficial re-
storer of exhausted or overtaxed nature. We
therefore recommend the. occasional visits and
sojourgs, litlsee, our isolated city localities ; and
should our summer exeorsions conduct us into
these solitiry receasses, we shall try to make some 1l

profitable use of them ourselves, and inform our
t readers of the results.

I Wtit trevallint h trh''es the forest wilds oforWfhilst traveling thrbugh the forest wilds of our
country, we have often regretted that our avooa-
tion had never allowedans tndevote any of our lei-
sure hours to the very interesting study of botany.
There in such a variety of trees-forest fruit-bear-
ing onesa-shrbbery, vines, rushes, canes, and in
fact atthousand valuable plants for all sorts of uses
and porposesithat we should even at this late day
consider our time well employed in making a prac-
tical study of these various productions of our
forests. We cannot understand, however, why so
little cpre his been taken in our nurrounding forest
districts of the fruit-bearing trees, which nature
abundantly produces by its own spontaneous
efforts; there were persimmon and wvild cherry
trees, or aScos, for instance, which have been ex-
terminated without any remorse, just as the manly
little birds in our woods have found no grace be-
'fore the Sunday hunting fowlers. It is true as to

singing birds, we have no -great variety in the
wdods near our city, if we except the mocking
bird, priez dien, and a few others, rather chirplig
than singing ones; but we do not understand why
the beautiful little humming bird, or colibris, as
well as the scarlet red cardinal, and the blue and
violet colored pape, should not be allowed free
sportin all our rural domains. What harm do
these little creatures, either to our orchards or
gardens? and still they are pursued by our unmer-
ciful youngsters as if they were as de-
strmetive as the "mangeun do poule," or
the chicken hawks. Cannot parents and gnur-
-diansinstruet thgir youthful oharges that this pert
secotton is a public ofsnage, a depriving our public
ala i ths environs of our city of one of its finest

ornaments, the swarms of the teather•d triba,which
would purg us of a great many of our annoyiog
mposquities and otherfnsects. In the olden coun-
tries of Europe the aere understand so well the
usefulness of certain birdls, in destroying noxious
worms and inse.tstiat teg
