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WAIR IN EUROPE.

Signs of war and threats of war come thick and
fadt from Europe. So thick, and so fast, thlt in
the labyrinth of report it is almost impossible to
grasp the clue of truth. Italy seems to be resolved
on war; and yet Italy professes astonishment at
the military preparations of Austria. Prince Met-
tereich, on the other hand, assures the Frenchl
government that Anntla is ready to disarm in Ve-
netia, provided Fance gglirantee that Venetia
shall not be invaded. In dafault of this guarantee
she refusees to give up the concentration of troops
on the Italian frontier; but asserts that she has
commenced to diemsam Bohemia. Prussia be-
lieves herelf to be the object of the armament of
Austria, and that the preparations on the side of
Italy are onely feint todraw off the attention of
Prans lfrom menacing movements on her ownSfronrter. Anestria firmly believes that Italy is
e- in aisane with Prosina, and that France is a
Spatner io the bargain. Thus there is a recipro-

eol conviction of bad faith and insincere declara-ta ions; and such convictions are difteult of removal
when nations have arrived at that state of exal-tation which now characterizes the great continen-

tal powers of Western Europe. In such cases
every step seems only to diminish the chances of
an amicable settlement. Everybody seems going
forward-nobody wants to go back.

It appears improbable, as we have before re-
marked, that Italyahoald risk an encounter with
the immense militabj power of the Austriah eam-
pire, unles she had assurances of support else-
where.. Hermovementa cannot be accounted for,
except on the suppaltlion that ahe has received
suchob assuranes. It may be true, as it has been
stated ti IY I and Prussia have entered into a
treaty of alliance, offensive and defensive, and that
the former has agreed to provoke the first attack
in order to leave to Prassia an open and exposede frontier fnl 4.pvaion. It is likewise possible that
the French Emperor may have taken part in this
arranigment, and agreed to protect Italy against
conquest in case of disaster. It can scarcely be
supposed that the master nation of Europe, the
govertapent which aspires to control continental
affairs, as tatheirinternational relations, would hold
aloof from a situation which offers so wide a fieldefir the display of her power and influenc,. If
France should say the word she copld stay thisSeonffagratio a Her silence would seem to imply

that ese wishea the flames of war to break forth.
If she were eoneerned to prevent a war, she wouldnot healtate to intervene. She says nothing, and

the world infer tihat she. sfids her account in the
rapt~e of peace.

It is Intructive now to see the part which Eng-
land playsin this important drama. It is the part
of a supernumerary. Nobody consults her; and

But shuild it be the choice between these two

Sdifferent routes that cansel the delay, we pray ourcity council to come to some speedy conclusion,
for we can assure them that the opening of the
road is indeed of the utmost importance to that
section of our city. So, also, we would urge the
extension of that system of drainage by canaling
in the lower distrietg s onr authorities have carriedif out this beneficial improvement in the two upper
districts, the first and fourth, whereby a consid-
erable extent of marsh land, after a couple of
years, will be rendered fit for cultivation. Theh Third District has not received, in this respect, its
proper share of attention; we hope, however,
that now redoubled efforts will be made to accord
to this so long neglected quarter a proportionated allowance of public sympathy and public material

aid, in order to carry out the local improvements
of which it stands in need.

No part of our city surroundings would be so
much benefitted by this extension of the draining
o system as the Third District, and in no quarter can
this process be carried on with greater facility,
greater ease and with the most splendid success.
We have already, in a former number, pointed out
what should be the plan in this respect, with re-
gard to the great water facilities which the open-
ing of the navigable Bayou Bienvenu would allbrd.
or by the lake communication. Bat leaving
this consideration for the moment, let us only take
into view how easy it would be, by a proper sys-
tem of draining canals, to render cultivable all
that vast area of now inundated land, between the
high ridge of the Bayou Sauvage and the Mexican
railroad tract. All these lands could be easily re-
claimed by conducting the now stagnant masses of
rain water into the natural drain of that section.
to-wit: the Bayou Bienvevenu. But for the want of
these draining channels, we now behold the entire
surface of these lands covered by from one to two
feet of water, which can find no outlet, and must
wait the long process of evaporation by the sum-mer's sun, to render this section dry and passable,
which happens to be the case in mid-summer, long
after the time is gone for planting or making
any use, for arable purposes of any of these

A ride in the cars of the Pontchartrain road com-
pany, will at once confirm our statement; these
lands are not inundated by means of the river
overflow or crevasses; it is the winter rains which
accumulate upon these even or levelforestgronnds
and cover them with the entire sheets of water
which are seen from one extreme of the woods to
the other. Now, if the area thus inundated was
properly traversed by draining canals, and thus i
connected by a central system, so as to carry off n
the water into the Bayou Bienvenu, there would t
then be seen the same glorious spectacle which t
we behold in the upper districts, of farming es-
tablishments arising upon thereclaimed, formerly
inundated lands. For this purpose, a single steam
engine would be sufficient, placed or stationed at
a convenient central position, for the whole dis- F
trict to be reclaimed ; it might also be necessary tl
to clear out somewhat the Bayou' Bienvenu, but o
this would be comparatively an easy task.
