The country on the Misaissippi is nearly alU in-Sondated. The lands in Carroll, Madisos, tensas
I and Concordia are reported as under water, and
now the word reaches ho that the great levee near
Morganza has given way, and the largest portion
of the rich agricultural lands on thAtchafalaya,I stretching along that stream and down alnost to

the sea coast, are submerged. Several crevasses
have also ocnftred on the east hank of the Miseis-
sippi. The plantations on Black river are reported
as submerged, and many places on the Ouachita
are also under water, Nearly the whole of the
Red river lands are overflowed, and agricultural
operations are, of course, entirely suspended. In
addition to these calamities, the terrible rainSstorms that have prevailed all over the country
have seriously injured the chances for a crop
throughout the hllllands. The prospects for th I
future are, indeed, gloomy, and not even the mroer
sanguine now calculate upon more than one-fourth
of a crop, even in the country that is free from
inundation. On lastSaturday the weather cleared
up, and on Sunday and Monday the sun shone out
s a May sun is expected to shine, and planters

brightened up in view of a few days' vigorous i
work, but on Tuesday evening another storm
swept over us, and floods of rain again descended
upon the already saturated earth. The grass and
weeds have attained a luxuriant growth, and the
crops, what ther are, are now struggling for ex.
