You ask, "SHhould the bank deposit witwh the
IUnited States treasurer to secure tir circulating
notes with tile banks depositong them be inade-
quite to tile redemption uf tile notes of the bank,
by reason of the declinelof the oecurities;deposited,
is the government bound to redeem the notes at
par !" The 47th section of the nationl; currency
act not only gives the right to forfeit all the se-
curities held for any deficiency, but the govern-
ment had a first and paramounlt lien upon all the
assets of a defaulting bank, I therefore unoswer
this question affirmatively.

You ask again, "Could the absolute failing of
a national bank impair the value of the circulating
notes of tie bank omaking such fallure "" I an-
swer, no. On the contrary, the notes of a national i
ba lk that has failed ore eathler better than those
of a Ilank in good standing, ii away from thie
business marts or co mnerciat centers of the
country t for ti e reason tatil the treasurer of the
United States becomes the cashier of sinuc de
faulting bank, anti will, through Ihi assistants andl
all other governmlent officers, redeem such circu-
lation.
You ask, fourtt, Are the notes of the United

Statls Treasury, beyond the fact of thllir lbeilng
lega tenders, a greater security to tilhe hlolders
than the cur.rency of the national banks'"
