An act of Parliament passed a few years ago,
authorized the use aof the "cat," as a punishment
for certain crimes.

Short Career of a Dashlng Amerleam in

London is the very last place in the whole world

whlere a man can pursue for a long time adis-
honest career. The reasons are obvious; the
large number of the metropolitan police, their
constant attention to their duties and thorough
knowledge of every swtindler and thief, as well asevery den of iniqnuity in town, prevent any one
from imposing on the eommunity more than once
or twice before he is in their clutches.

[The writer sketches two or three instances of
swindling and Imposture and proaeeda.]

But She individual to whom I intended particn-
larly to allude when I commenced this letter, has
been intimate with me, as well as with many
Amerieons in London and Pario, during the last six
months, and as he represented himself to belong
to one of the most respectable families in America,
you will at once perceive how easily he impressed
upon our good nature.

He is a young man of only twenty-two years of
age, and of most prepossessing appearance. Sel-
dom have I met with a person who so readily won
my esteem, and seldom, if ever, was I so imposed
upon by any one. His name is Marcus Cicero
Stanley, and he pretends to be the brother of ir.
Stanley, the member of Congress from North
Carolina, although I strongly susopect he never saw
that gentiemano He has been dashing about Lon-
don for the last eight months, and at one time
created quite a sensation among the exqoisites in
Hyde Park, where he daily promenaded during the
lashionableseason.

His hair
fell upon his shoulders in long silken ringlets, and
his 1oestache was the very latest Parisian curl.
His kid gloves were ordered in person of a beau-
tiful demoiselle in the Palais Royale, and his boots
were turned out by Orr, of Paris, from his own

He being connected with ahighly respectable diSoulthern family, his extravagant style of dress and lit

an expensive manner, but more recently he re-
moved to private and splendid lodgings in Golden wi
Square, and took his breakfast between twelve and Ca
one, and his dinner between six and eight at Very's pi
celebrated establishment, in Regent street. His m'
regular place of resort was at Cotlinos Indian gal-
lery, in the Edyptian Hail, where he met many of ta
hii countrymen, and where I was unfortunately Jtt
introduced to him by a highly repectable gentle- i1
mtan.
