tlely healed. No ocowrrence that we can imagine
wouad have caused such a teeli;g of proftnund
grief and snadne oas new pervades the people oa
Louisiana in all classes of society. Tit hero, who
delended the rights of his State and native section
on many a bloody battle field, the protector of the
homes and firesides of the people of Louisiana, the
provider for the necessitles of the widow and the
orphan, has died in a foreign land, far away from
those he loved and protected, and from those who
are shedding tears to-day over his untitely end.
Fromethe b)il and the volleys, from river to river,
and from the eai shore to the farthest limit of the
State, there goes up a wail of sorrow, and our
people will not be comforted, because their bene-
factor is no more.

Henry Watkina Allen was born' in Prince Ed-
ward county, Virginia, of a family of great reipec.
lability in lehat, one of the most retfined and en-
lightened sections of the State. The house hi wimicl
he was born is still standig, within two miles of
the little town of Farmville, and about the same
distance of the "High Bridge" across the Appo-
wastteeirer alto ohf•wiinb places haye recetaly
been rendered classic an the scenes of the retreat
and oaptite of- Lee's noble army of Northern
-Virgipia. Abouet smile farther is "Longwood,"
In the suburbsh f Farmville, 'many years ago the
residence of Judge Peter Johnson, an eminent
itrist and member of the lamed legislature of
1798, which passed the resolutions; where was
born abont the year 1508 lis illustrious son Gene-rol Joseph Eggleston Johnston, commanderlof the
I Western army of the Confederate States of Amer-
ica. Both these places are now owned by mem-
bers of the Venable family, near collateral rela-
xtionsf oaour departed friend. 4 few miles beryod

SLe.neood, in an.lhumble cottage, was born Stlerl-
ai eg t rice, the Missouri hero, who shared with his
illustrious countryman, the son of his old frietnd, a
galling exile in a far country rather than admti
that the canse for which he fought was unjust, in-
human and rebellious. In the same neighborhood
wasborn T. Watkins Ligon, Governor of Mary-
land, and cousin of Henry Watkius Allen. And in
the same county George M. Bib, distitguished iln
the Cabinet and the legislative hails of the coun-
try, first saw the light, In the same county also i
almated Hampton Stdhey College, a'venerable
seat oflearning, and the Union Theological emali-
nary, and able nursery of piety, within the pale of
the Presbyterian Church.

Henry Allen's father was Dr. James Allen, a
hltly raspested physlbian and planter of Prince
Edward county, and his mother was a Miss Wa
kine, a daughter of one of the best families of that
neighhsrhood, distinguished for talent and tfor

i many prate virtues. Through her our friend
wsarelated to the Venable family, which has
given a senator and a representative to the cone-

l of the natian, more then one ornament to the
literary world, and many an estimable gentleman
and lady to the walks of private life. He was also

t}a tete Ligoat, the Wi•atep, the Mertoen
ar lothes among the mtt respectable families in
the State.

Many years ago, when the new Staten were first
maonedn•p in the West, it waa fashionable for the
mostenterprising among the Virginians to emi-
d, toe the Wet far the ipurpose of providing for
t'py f.llee. Dr. Allen, who had a large family,
for iam te weeas anxious to provide, left tVirgini
,hat teye 1831 and emigrated to hiseanri, which
waa then supposed to present peculiar induce-
ment te emigrants with limited means. He set-
ied in Ray, a rigagricunltural county, on the
Urth s fthe Ml~eurl, about two hotdred and
ifltymiles from St. Louis. Here he raised his
fanmly, and here he died in the year 1848. But
few of the members of his family now survive. We
can recamL only a daughter marrid to Hen. Eph-
raim B. Ewing, (son of Rev. Finis Ewing, the
foupderof the Sect of "Cumberland Prosbyte-
fniss," who held successivery the sfoces of seore-
ary of state, attorney general, and judge of the

supreme court of Missouri. Here Henry spent his
boehoohead and jyed such educational ad-

antges as the imperfect back-woods schools af-
*dd auntslhe was prepared for college. Be was
then sent toMarion College, at Palmyra,in the
coanty of Marion, near the Mississippi vere in the

rteastern part of the State. The particunlar
reasen why this 'instittion was selected, was be-
oause its president was amn old friend of his lather,
Ray, Hyrm P. Goodwin, D. D., who had been a
p sesor in the Union Theological Seminary in
Prince hdw••o and who hadlbeen forced to give
uphs pcefeeornhlip on the division of the Preeby-
t ri bhmhin 1d7-a man of great learning, of
adeadt eety,'bht totally unskilled in the ways ot
te we WOfd. His excellent inatrnetion produced a
Impression on the mind of his young pupil, which
he enjoyed, however but a very shortttme; forwe
find him at the age of sixteen wending his way to
the South, thrown on hisown resources, and seek-
ing to earn his livelihaood by means of honest labor.
From that age he wat never a charge on his father
or any member of his family. From his humble
beginning as a teacher of a small scbhool in Missis-
sippi at the age of sixteen (as we have often heard
him relate it with pride) he rose to wealth, to re-
spectability, to honor and to fame.

While engaged in his daily labors as a school
teaehe ianissiteesi p Mr, Allen was not idle. His
active mind couad not endure repose. All hibis
leisure moments were devoted to intense etudy of
the law, which he had selected as his future pro-
fession. In due time he was admitted to the bar,
end we have been assured by his neighbors] would
have risen tO eminence as a junrist had not unto-
ward circumstances caused the abandonment of
his profession. Having married a lady of wealth
at an early age, he gave up his profession for the
purpose of devoting himself to agriculture.

Formed forsoclal pleasures, we can well imag-
ine the intensity of the happiness of our friend in
his marriagarelation : and the magnitude of his
grief atthe loma of the partner of his youth within
a year of the celebration of his ndptials. His de-
votou to his early love was. proved by the fact
that,notwithstanding his admiration for the beaouty,.
the goodness and the loveliness of the fair sex, he
never could be induced to form a second matrimo-
nial conneotion.

Whle Mr. Allen resided in the State of Missis-
sippi muehexeltement was caused about the year
1842 by encreachmente of the Mexicans on the
Territory of the Iteptbli of Texas, which had so
gloriously gained her independence aix years be-
fore. Mr. Allen raised a oetupany among lais
-aegihbors, marhed'to the seat of war, and ofered
himselfto the people of Texas in the emnereecy

'ment of the late'unfortunate war. His splendlld
manslan was destroyed by thIe Iedcrals on the oc-
nupation of the country, his flue alhade trees oat
down, and the '" Robartson crevasse," of whichil
we hear s much in the paper, is now desolatiag
those elds, rhich, under his culture, were as•lpoineg as the r-s.

We come rnow to that brilliant nlnd loious and-
ministration, which forever enshrined the memory
of General Allen in the hearts of the people of
L,nuisiaeta. Ho settled doewn o: Shreveport to the
diischarge of his dnuties, and immediately set io
work to alleviute the intense sul•brings the people
of Louisiana were undergoing. He found the peo-
ile diiheartened at the dllscourgiig prospects be-
ore threm, tihe redit of the State gone, the women
and children naked and half stsrved while their
protectors were in the army charged with the
dertense of the euntry. How to reanimate our
drooping spirits, how to lotnle the nuaed, feed the
hungry, and provide for the rick, constituted a
troblem which seemed te be impossible of solo
tio, and forom which the stoutest heart slnnink in
the most hopeleAs dismay. lBnt fHenry Allen was
not made of such easofles to give way under trhe
cumulation of difofiulties. ly a jludicius hus-
bandingofthe resourcesof tio Stai e appreci-
ated her failing currency. He established a foun-
dry, where gFricultural iorplemnenta were formed
to till our fertile fields. He estahlislild State
dispensatory, where medicines were dostributed
at a cheap rate to those who had the
means to buy, and gratuitously ito those
who had no money. He tind hie State
store where olothing anti other necessaries were
sold at a cheap 'rate, established, as he said, to
prove that the high price 01 commodities was
owing to the extortion of the tradenmen and notu
to the depreciation of the currency of his beloved
country. He redeemed his dromsef to put into the

shands of every adult wioman in the State a pair of
cotton cards, by whieh her own ielicate hands
eould hide her nakeduess nhile her lather, or son,
or brothler, or lover, was fighting the :idiler of his
country. And, not forgetiol of the mild atif the
soul in the midst of his eflforts in f bali of the ma-
terial welfare of his people, li, comptiled, printed
einl distributed spelling books, reonders and gran-
moars. at a trifling expense, to aid in the education
of those who were too young to bear the bardshlips
of the battle field. His legi lature met while hie
twasabsorbed hi his labors, saw whatlhe was doing.
said well done good and faithful servuit, ae d
placed at his disposal all the resotires of the State.
Thousands of bales of cotton, and mi[lioe n of dol-
lars pasntsed througi his hands and ere devoted to
til good of the ipeople, nud yet he was dependent
orb the charity of his friends for the means te take
him out of the country. Was Aristides more just,
or Fabrieius less corruptible?
l We cannot dwell on the scenes folnowing the
surrender; cur heart sickens at the recital our
eyes are blinded by tears as we write. By the
action of the conquering power this noble spiiait
was forced into exile to escape certain death sn a
dungeon. Languishing far away from his home
he has died with a broken heart. His last thoughts
were of his friends he had left behind ; his last
reqoest to be buried in the military uniform of
the country for which he gave his life.

It were useless to attempt to portray the char-
acter of Governor Allen to the people of Louisi-
ana within whose limit every man, woman and
child are as familiar with hias rtues as with house-
hold words. His mind was of a high order, and
well cultivated by reading and observation, not-
withstanding the incompleteness of his early
education.. Natueally impulsive, his enthusiasm
often got the better of his judgment, but
his conclusions were in the main cor-
rect, and nothing equalled the rapidity of the ex-
ecution of his well settled plans. He was a ner-
vous and vigorous writer, though often diffuse and
incorrect for the reasons above mentioned, His
" Travels of a Sugar Planter " is a very entertain-
ing work, and we thinkh a second edition now
would be universally read.
In the social circle Governor Allen, in tilhe days

of his prosperity and happiness, had no peer.
Devoted to his friends, and an enthusiastic admirer
of women, he was the life of every party in his
neighborhood assembled for social and convivial
purposes. His good nature was proverbial; his
temper impossible to be ruffled. He would
submit to anything that would give pleasure to
others.
As regards his religious opinions, we probably

know more than most men who enjoyed his ac-
quaintance. Reared under the teachings of firm
believers in the truth of christianity, he never de-
parted from his early training. We remember in
his "Travels of a Sugar Planter," a letter written
from the tomb ol Calvin to his old paster, Dr. But-
ler of Port Gibson, in which, while speaking with
pride ef his Calvinistic faith, he condemned the
murder of Sorvetus, and the kindred bigotry and
fanaticism which had eso often disgraced the Cal-
vinistit church. When preparinghis school books
for the press, we remember hearing him charge
the friend who was assisting him in their prepara-
tion, to make them breathe the spirit of Christi-
anity and of piety.

And our noble friend is gone! We shall never
ook upon his countenance again. Often, when
thinkiog of the darkness which nnw surrounds our
public affairs, and dreaming of the' time when
peaee, and happiness and prosperity should again
bless our State, in the far-off future, among the
sweetest and dearest thought was the belief that
Henry Alen would be among us, to share that
prosperity and to contribute to our greatness and
to our coming glory. But an all-wise Providence,
for some good reason which we cannot onder-
stand, has decreed otherwise. We bow in humble
submission to his omlmipotent will. And if indeed
we had our own choice of blessings to be vouch-
nafed nus, we can think of nothing better to ask
than that some one like our departed hero may
arise in the future to do for the people of thisbStite
what he has done, and to perpetuate the amie
noble example of heroism, of Virtue and beneti-
ceuce.

The Cree of Carlisle House, Moho Bqlatre.

In the bankrupt list of the London Gazette for
November, 1772, the attention of the public was
called, somewhat significantly, to " Teresa Cor-
nelys, Carlisle House, St. Ann, Soho, dealer.' It
will not be uninteresting to the reader to have
some account of the nature of Teresa Cornelys's
dealings.

This lady, by birth a German, and daring many
years a public singer in Italy and Germany. set-
tled in London somewhere about the year 1756 or
1757; and for twenty years after that time she en.
tertained the public, " the votaries of fashion of
both sexes," with a series of entertainments of
masked balls and the like, at once " fascinating
and elegant." These entertainments were held in
the suitable mansion of Carlisle House, Soho
Square, and figurely largely in contemporary
papers.

phe first printed document referring to Mrs.
Cornelys convinces us at once that she must have
been a woman of tact. The date of it is, February
18, 1733: " On Saturday last, Mrs. Cornelys gave
a ball at Carlisle House, to the upper-servants of
persons of fashion, as a token of the sense she

as [did not Circe herself Insert this lihttle notice?]
of her obligations to the nobility and gentry, for
their generous subscription to her assembly. The
company consisted of 220 persons, who made up
foursoore couple in country dances: and as scarce
anybody was idle on this occasion, the rest sat
down to cards."

The nobility and gentry who patronized Car-
lisle Bouse did so by paying an annual subscrip-
tion, in consideration ol which they received a
ticket, which gave them the ran of all that was
there, whether it were a ball, or a masked ball, or
"a grand concert of vocal and instrumental
musanic. Also, it appears, they had the privilege of
lending these tickets to friends-a great cofveni-
ence-provided they wrote " the name of the
person upon the back of the said ticket, to whom
they have lent it;" [here the English is again a
little Germanized,] " to prevent any mistake."
No doubt single tickets for particular evenings
and the special benefit of non-subscribers were to
be had.

Notwithstanding her great success, for it seems
to have been by no means inconsiderable, Mrs.

She humbly hopes srit
has not been wanting in duty and gratitude to her
protectors, and cannot sufficiently be thankful for
the comforts she entjoy in this happy country,
which she hopes never to leave."

A fixed sum
was paid Tuvora by each traveler, which was tv
cover all expenses thire and back. flaving got
ithe party to Jerusalem. Tuvora found himself, in
consequence ol the unfortunate result of orns
speculations on 'Clhange, unable to pay their ex-
penses back here, and to meet other obligations.
Not appearing as usual in the morning, his resi-
dence, after some delay, was broken open and a
ghastly tight presented itself. Tuvora, his wife,
his daughter, aged 19, and two younger soas, were
found lying and sittirg at and about the table,
where they had taken supper the previous evening,
all stone dead. He had administered them poison
in the beer. A note was found signed by one of
the boys, but the body of it was in Tavora's hand-
writing, stating that, unable to endure their
father's disgrace, they had voluntarily put an ernd
to their lives. Tuvoras also attempted to poison
his two youngest children, aged respectively 7 and

u hut they refused to drink the beer, and were
saved. The general impression is that the family
have been foully murdered, and did not voluntarily
consent to die with him. Thousands of persons
followed the family to their graves. A further de-
plorable effect of this tragedy occurred yesterday
in the suicide, by shooting, of a young cadet of
the infantry regiment, Baron Rtossbach. lie war
engaged to Tuvora's daughter, and since her deati
has been suffering under great depression of spircita.
In a farewell letter to his comradea he states that
he cannot live without his Lovisa, to whom lie has

ledged his faith, atd goes to join his spirit with
tlers,'
