THE GREAT FOKGERV IN TaE McDoNoonU Suc-

CESSION CASE.-A case that has attracted public
attention to a remarkable degree, and the pro-
gress of which has been watched by the bar with
unusual interest, was finally decided in the
supreme court yesterday.

The title of the suit is Moses Fox vs. SuccessionA of John McDonough. It was instituted by Judge
J. B. Cotton, as counsel for plaintiff, in the Second
District court early in the year 1862. The action t
was brought upon an alleged codicil to the will of
the eccentlic millionare land owner, John Mc-
ionough, reading as follows :

I give and tccqueath to my beloved nephew,
MIoo, s Fox, the csur of three hccdred thousand
Sdollars, to be paid by my trustees eightyears after
my death.

(rigned) JOIHN McDONOUGH.
The codicil was dated in 1849, and was not an

integral part of the original will of Mr. McDon-ough, but a separate instrument.
The cities of New Orleans and Baltimore, as I

heirs of MeDonough by the original will, appeared I
as defendants, with Messrs. Roselius, Ilandell
Hunt and Cyprian Dufour as counsel, and pleaded
that the codicil was a forgery. Judge Cotton re- I
liring from the case early in the investigation, lie
was succeeded by Messrs. Pierre Soul-i and E.

Sii!'lieul. The trial before the Second District
('ourt, over which Judge DermudeR then presided,
took place in 1862, and was very protracted. The
evidence was so voluminous that it would fill a
!nrgey v,lume. The essential points, however,
maay be bricfly preentced:

Dr. Cass, according to his
evidence, which, il this part.eular, seems to have
beea creld ',d, had been a flatbcat trader fromc the
ippc:r cotucltry wi;h this city, and he stated that
the vcy ill which Mcl)oncuph came to put him in
posse al'co of lthe codicil we, that thle deceased at
one ti:re, while the winels co as in port, was in the
habit, ',en he crosse, the liver trot Algiers, of 3
tyiyg hil' ohiff lo ti lat of witness, asd upon one
of th•e •. :catius seeing tile ph.ict;llf, Fox, in con-
ver:atiotl with the witness, and recoginiing him as 1
a a. phew, he subsequently p!lced ihte codicilin,
Sthe hac:dc of witness, remarking : " This is a valu-
able paper, and present it to Moses Fox when you
nsee him." This was represented to have occurred
in 1110, and lthat Cass remained in possession of
the papler until 18Ot, without his having ever met
with Fox in the meantime.

because of his contradictions of himself. In addi-
tion, a lease, signed by McDonough, of a house on
Girod street, to one Hernandez, was introduced to
establish, by comparison, the genuineness of the
siguature of the codicil. Experts in the chiro-
graphic art discovered in the lease evidence that
it had been used to trace the signature upon
another paper, and Hernandez testified that Fox
had borrowed the lease from him and had it in his
possession for some time. Furthermore, Fox never
proved his relationship to MtDonough.

The decision of the lower ounrt was that the co-
dicil was a forgery, and palantiff was therefore
non suited. The Supreme Court yesterday af-
firmed the decision of the lower court, Judge How-

. ell, as the organ of the court, reading the decision,
in which Judges Labeauve and llaley concurred.
Chief Justice Hyman dissented, holding that the
codicil was genuine.

When the prisoner was asked to explainlle
conduct, he sald that he had taken the property
because the usual allowance of wine had been
refused. The complainant here stated thatthe do-
fendant's employer assured iher that the drinking'
propensities of his men caused him endless trouble,
and to prove the truth of his assertion he gave her
a paper which he had found contaningio the raise
adopted by them and their fellows. This document
she had kept, and now produced in court. It ran
as follows:
" we are never to move bottles which are half

empty, but drink the contents at once. If there
are none half empty we must make them so. If
the wine be in casks we tap it, and each man
drinks as much as he likes before starting on the
foad and on arriving. When the person whose
goods we move gives as wine, we taike less, but
still as much as we want. When there is no wine,
and when none is given us, we sell empty bottales
by the way to buy some.
