From all I can learn, there is in
operation a extensive system of fortifying and
garrisoniengnountain passes and towns, so that no
parties excot the Imperialists can travel for any
distance.

I hal bit just reered for a comfortable sleep
Sast night, it being nitrly 12 o'clock, when I heard
a cry of i:e. I looled out and saw a little smoke
issuing frlen the whdows just under the roof of
the Acadeny of Meric, which was located oppo-
site my ds•elliog on Fourteenth street; the bells
rung the aurm, ani a " stream " was soon play-
ing on the interior from hose carried through the
side door an to the stage, and seeing the then
slight fire oa promptly under control, as t sup-
posed, I id not think it would amount to any
thing, butlive minutes had hardly elapsed before
the flame: burst through the roof, when it
became eilent that the Academy would soon
be no rare. Such a sight it has never
fallen to my lot to behold; the volume
of flame was most gorgeous, as it twisted
itself out hroughl the windows, and before the roof
fell in it esuld coil up to it and then burst through
the apertres witll such force as to send it almost
rae le,,gt ol the block. Indeed it seeomed as though

welitisn one of those terrible rolls of flame
b•.lcltIlroghl the roof it was coming through
my wiuows. The fire soon spread to the medical
collegwtanding about fifty feet from the Academy,
and tln to a piano forte factory, and other build-
ings sandmog disconnected from the college about
fifty ret. all of which it was utterly impossible to
save,as the flames of the Academy lapped these
buildnogs so as to prevent dven a stream to be
throtn on them so intense was the heat, and had
not tse wind changed before these other buildings
got under way, the New York circus and dwellings,
n me of wshilch I reside, opposite, would have

hern all consumed; but the wind carried the flames
straight down the street and across Third Avenue,
communicating with a large church and a lumber
ysrd, whllich were entirely destroyed. The total
kss by the fire will amount to one million dollars,
only about one-quarter of which is insured.

The opera of " La Juive" was given, and had C
been dismissed about one half hour, and some of m
the company were in the building when the fire Pi
first broke out, but all got out in safety. Two at
firemen, who went in with others with the first
stream, were shut off from exit by the smoke and
were burned to death. Their remains were found TI
to-day. One poor woman, upon whom a surgical di
operation had been performed the day of the fire, at
was rescued from the college alter it was in a
flames and carried into our house, where she ias
receiving every attention.

The Academy of Music belonged to an associa-
tion, and was first opened to the public in October,
1854, the cost of it, including ground, being $375,-
000. The insurance on the scenery and building i
was $1,30,000, which, with $30.000 cash, surplus, in
the hands of the directors, gives them $180,000 to
commence another building, which it is estimated
will cost about $200,000, as the present walls are
probably good. When first erected, it was a loeing
institution, but under good management, and the
proceeds o f the houselrom letting for otherpurposes
than opera, the debt has been liquidated, excepting
$60,000. The entire loss at .the Academy will
amount to about $400,000, roughly estimated. The
loss of Maretzel iv about $40,000,'insured for $10,-
000. Among other things, hie lost his musical library,
consisting of orchestrpl scores for twenty-three
operas, the result of many years careful selection.
The actual value is stated to be over $10,000.
Also the scenery for several of the new operas was
the exclusive property of iMr. Maretzek, and was
valued at $24,000. Mr. Grau, who sub-let the
Academy of Maretzek, the present lessee, for a
abort season, on his arrival from Havana, placed
his wardrobe, properties and music in the build-
ing, the estimated value ot which is about $40,000.

Harry Palmer & Co., publishers of the " Opera
Libretto," lose about f11),000 on books, plates,
etc., stored in the Academy, and the janitor loses
about $3000 on furniture, etc,
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The Medical College was erected in 1•-0, and
cost .o10,,000; insured for one-half. The valuable

collection of anatomical and pathotlgical speci-
mens, which can hardly be replaced at any coot,!
and valued at sc00o in money, was entirely lost. as

was the vast collections of thu lyceum of

Natural History.
The directors of the Academy, who are some of

the wealthiest men~in New York, held a meeting
to-day, nud passed the fol!owiug resolution unani-
moualy :
lesolceed, That it is the lense of the board to

proceed at once to rebuild the Academ•y of Music:
that a committee of three be aI PointutI to atnlcr-
tain what portion of the building reminas intact;
to procure plans anld speilleations for its entire
reconstruction at the earliest day, and lay the
samne belore the board.
This is certainly very prompt action, and reflects

credit upon the gentlemen composing tihe board,
and will give us another opera house by November
1st, when Matetzek opens his fall season.

.Jacob Schellang, citiz-.en of the Fourth District,
having tmade a formal charger before the polcee
board, that Micharlr J. Sheehan was ditsquahlied
for the position to which he has been lately ap-
pointed, of lieutenant commandillng the police of
the Fourth District, by reason of the fact that,
during the war, he was absent from the city, serv-
ing in thie Confederate army, and could not, tlere-
fore, the complainant argued, have been five
years continuously a resident of the city, which is

one of the qualifirations required by law in ap-
pointees to the police, the case came up yester-
day afternoon.

A full board was present, his honor Mayor Mon-
roe presiding.

Judge Walker conducted the case for the
defense, as counsel of lieut. Steelhan; and upon
its being taken up, he filed a bill of exceptions,
which he supported with a brief argument, quot-
ing the law defining all the powers of the board,
as follows:

SEC. i• Said board shall constitute a tribunal
before which all charges against policemen or
officers shall be brought, and have power to sum-
pend. for a tiell or dismiss from the police, any
meober who shall have been found gu'oty of any
misconduct or neglect ot duty, and those mem-
bers thus dismissed shad not thereafter be rein-
stated.

Judge Walker contended that, under this act
the board had no power to nrluire into the quahfl-
cations of the police ; that if the question of qual-
ifieation was to be raised, it could only be raised,
as in tie case of any other officer of the corpora-
tion, before one of the regular judicial tribunals,
from whose judgment an appeal might be taken,
if that judgment was erroneous ; that the law was
explicit, restricting the board to thle trial of of-
fenses, and granting them no authority wuatever
to revise the action of the appointing power and
declare those disqualified whom the mayor had
considered qualified. If the bhoard should proceed
to the trial of thio case and declare Lieut. Sheehan
disqualified, what would be the result? He must
be dismnissed. And what ro:s the consequence of
dismissal? The law declares: " Those members
thus dismissad, shall not thereafter be reinstated."
It was absurd to suppoue that the legislature in-
tended that a man for want of a certain qualifica-
tion should be forever after ineligible, though he
might acquire the qualification, and the illustration
of the operation of the asumed autllority of the
boardfwas the clearest proof that it had no such
authority.

Subjoined is the bill of exceptions:
T. the Honorable Honrd oC Police

The respondent now comes before this honor-
able board, thlrough his counsel, and excepts to
the charge and proceedings aga:nst hit, on the I
ground that the charge nade is not one which is
cognizable by this hoard ; that no misconduct is
charged against him, and that the jurisdiction of
this board ti limited to inquiriee into acts of mal-
feasance or misconduct ao a member of the police.

And this exception being overruled respondent
detniesthat he is not quaeled for the post he fills,
affirms that he i- and ha. been for eighteen years
a citizen of the United Staeaesnd of the city of
New Orlcans and State vl Louisiana.

Upon a rote being taken, the exceptions were
overruletd, Messrs. Moore. Duvignaud, Lynch and
tNelvile Soule vo:ting agaist them, and Mr. Con-
way voting to sustain them. The mayor is still
denied the right to vote.

This tmatter being disposed of, Mr. Duvigoaud
moved to di miss the case, on the ground that it
was not expedient for the board to act upon it.

Judge Walier contended that the law did not
require five years of conairuous residence, imote-
diately pr ceding the appolintmenrt, but if it did.
still Lieutenant Sheehan was qualified, for it was
a settled principle of law in this State that a citi-
zen did not lose his residence by absence of what-
ever length, if he did not acquire a domicil or
residence elsewhere. Lieutenant Sheehan had been
absent in a Louisiana regihnent, in the Confederate
service, but had never acquired a domicil else-
nwhere, and never sought to ocquire one. By law,
he was, constructively, the whole time in Lonisi-
ana, and had never forfeited his residence, or the
franchises appertaining to it. If his absence dis-
qualified him for the police, it would also have dis-
qualired him to vote at the State elections last fall,
for le had not then been hack front the army a
year; yet he, and thousands like him, voted at
that election, and no one thought of disfranchis-
ing them for want of residence.

Mr. Lynch would vote to dismiss the case, be-
cause he did not think it expedient to seek now to
open a question which had been practically
ignored byi all the authorities in allowing returned
Confederates to exercise the elective franchise,
without challenge as to residence. In voting to
dismiws tile case, he would do so entirely as a mat-
ter of expediency, and would not have his vote
regarded as an expreesinl of Ils opilion as to the
law. Men of distinguished ability differed on the
point. The attorney general of the United States
held thlat those whll absented themselves to tight
against tile government had thereby lost their
residence legally, but learned and able men took
the other side, and contended that the absentee in
such case did not lose his residence. Ie, Mr. L.,
did not feel ealied upon to express an opinion, and
would leave the point open.

The sense of tile board was then taken on Mr.
Duvignaud's motion, and tie case was unani-
mously dismissed.

age will be sustained on account of the buildings
being necessarily flooded with water by
Messrs. Waterman & Brother, corner of Magazine
and Common, whlose hardware establishment ad-
joined Mr. Morrison's on one side, and by Messrs.
Page, Peet & Moran, wholesale shoe dealers,
whose house is on the Canal street side of the drug
establishment.

The stock destroyed in Mr. Morrison's store will
doubtless amount to between thirty and forty thou-
sand dollars, and we trust that he is fully insured.
The damage to the building is, we suppose, some
five or six thousand dollars. It is impossible to
give, at the hour we write, anything like a correct
estimate of the damage done to the goods in the
stores adjoining.

The origin of the fire was not determined last
night,by those who were lookiog after informa.
tion on that point. It may be diflicult to ascertain
that information correctly.
