S EIsIORIES OF THE WtAR. .

The old capitol prison is a dark, frowning tb
structure. Its brown brick walls are mouldering T
away, and the bars on the prisoners' cells are
rusting into hopeless dilapidation. But this same
building, now falling into miserable decay, was
once the chosen scene of historic events and the
meeting hall of the American Congress before the at
capitol raised its lofty walls, like an emblem of
the parpetual magnificence of our country. What' h
it lacks in architectural effect, the old capitol sup- ni
plies in dignified associations. Here the Senate
and House of Representatives met in the days of
the giants. In those simple chambers of lath and a
plaster-of what now appears primitive sim- i
plicity-the true ,uericans, the men :ho held -
the traditions of constitutional government, as-
sembled and reasoned. These plain wooden
floors are now replaced by mosaic pavements;
walls ,of rustic plainness have been succeeded
by marble and painted glass. But have we
not resigned the homely principles of our
republic-the principles of men who reasoned
and argued-for the flimsy doctrines of
demagogues and politicians by trade ? The
improvement in externals has not been le
made without a corresponding loss. In a large
room on the ground floor, formerly used as a tav-
era, the great Call)oun died. Many, many memo-
ries of those olden days cluster round these simple. t
bare walls. Would that these associations ceul:
end our search through the ancient legislative hall
of the thirteen States. But other scenes, less
pleasant and natural, crowd about the mind of the
visitor. It seems a desecration that the very halls
where the members of the Union met to found a
new and pure government should be darkened I
with the effects of domestic strife. Here the mili-
tary prisoners were confined; there Union and
Confederate officers, under various extraordinary h
charges, were kept for five months at a time, with-
out the privilege of leaving a small apartmcut. n
Wirn in one chamber, Winder in another, Duncan
In the third; Belle Boyd and Miss Mareno in ad- d
joining cells; Stewart in a large room, from which
he escaped by loosening one of the bars of his I

window, and in the moment of fortune was killed
by a sentinel. In the yard of the prison Henry Wirz
was hanged on the finding of a military tribunal. t
Looking out on the scene of the executlo'n, are a

three or four overground dungeons which Mr.
Lincoln facetiously termed " sweat boxes." Here )
a half dozen men were confined at a time, in a
close, square compartment, without a ray of light t
or a chance for air to enter, or even a knowledge
of the charges brought against them. These are I
some of the blighting and terrible memories of the
war that will long be impressed on the mind of the
visitor to the old capitol prison.
