Italy, equally bent on peace, has placed
her regular army on a war footing, and the old
Lion ,il Cuaprera (Garibaldi) will have a veteran
voulnteer army of 16,000 thie moment he raiscs hisa
spotless banner--and all eager for peace (and
Venetia). Whilst Austria, on her side, warmly re- t
ciprocating the peaceful feelings of Italy and
Prussia--to say nothing of the disinterested friend-
ship of France--has :lh,000 troops ready for the tfield at a moment's notice, and sorne 210,000 in re-
serve, in order to co-operate with Italy and Prus t
sila in securing the blessings of peace. t
lut we grieve to say, that although monarchs,

statesnen, warriors, and people are so delight-
tully unanimous in the determination to maintain
pearc, the nmost alarming discord prevails as to the
best mode of carrying out their praiseworthy de-
sire, and so conflicting are the various opinions
that there is every probability these immense pa-
cifio efforts will result in a stupendous world:
convulsing war! t
" It's an ill wind that blows nobody good." The

King of Saxony would profit by erecting seats
round his little kingdom, as it is likely to be the
arena for these peaceful gladiators.

Mercantile England appears anxious to keep
aloof. Her vital interests are not affected by this
imbroglio, at least not at present; and, above all,
her voice is no longer potent on the continent of
Europe. Napoleon the Third is the man of the
hour, and (fer the hour) dictates to those who
overthrew Napoleon the First. The ominous
words spoken by the French Emperor at Auxerre,
have caused a deep and painful emotion to the
more enlightened of his people. His statements -

that only among the laborious populations of the
rural districts could he breathe freely; and that
only among the lower classes could he find the
true genius of France, brand the educated and
better classes of his people as unworthy of the
name of Frenchmen. Grent disgust and even open
discontent have been expressed in consequence.
Burely that torpid old Lion of England must have
opened one eye, and have given a slight growl,
when the scan of '48 expressed his abhorrence of
the treaties of 1815, and insinuated his desire to
blot them out of record. If not, it must indeed
have become a poor degenerate brute. Does it
not seem strange, that the French ruler should
have proposed a Congress to settle the present
European difficulties? With the startling wards
of Auxerre ringing in our ears, it occurs to us that
the man who is so ready to break through the
treaties of 1815, would have as little respect for
any treaties which might be made by the proposed
Congress of 19F6-unless, indeed, they were in
perfect accord rwth the famous" idhe4sNapoleon."
We are forced to the conclusion that war is in-

evitable-no mediation will avail. As long as
peace lasts, England can do nothing; but if she
would maintain her position in Europe, she mast
arm at the first shot, whether that shot be fired by
Austria, Prussia, or Italy. France will only remain
neutral till she sees her opportunity; but when
France takes the field, England, in spite of her
feeble non-intervention policy, must take the field
also, and either do battle manfully, or lose her
prestige among nations forever !

We are listening with painful interest to the
diplomatic overture which precedes the awful
drama about to be enacted. There will be crash-
ing tof artillery, flashing of steel, shouts of the
victor and cries of the vanquished. We shall have
indistinct glimpses of the struggling nations, and
a cloud of sulphurous dust will hang over the am-
phitheater of Europe. But whichever of the
combatants is uppermost at the conclusion-
whether France, Austria, Prussia, or Italy-we
trust when the war cloud rolls away, to behold
that glorious tableau which has been so long in
a preparation, viz: " The Congress of Nations."

We are all aware that the war has produced
great changes in our land, that the "times are sadly at
out of oint," and that in consequence new duties
devolve upon ou. We should no longer waste our t
time in idle lamentation and plaintive elegies over
the irrevocable past, but perform our duties to the
living, and train the young generation to meet the
exigeucies of our present situation.

Our girls were not less
interesting when the blockade prevented their
being enlightened (?) byHarper'sandLeslie's peri-
odicals, or Dumas' and Miss Braddon's novels. Nor
were they less attractive in appearance when they
wore their home made fabrics, fashioned by their
native taste ; a costume which won a compliment
thateverySouthern woman should remember from
the "first gentleman" in our land. It is to be regret-
ted that any Southern lady should adopt Yankee
fashions, some of which are not only Amazonian,
but meretricious, a term which might justly hr.
applied to the elevators and tilting hoops with

I their accompaniments. There is much significa-
cante in dress, and those who employ men milli-
ners, or male hair-dressers, who dress in a style
characterized by effrontery, cannot escape invid-
iolls comlment.
