Luckie Brothers, merchants, ilhve stopped
payment, with liabilities amountmng to 70,000.

ar. T. ansters benrny, of Cork, has presented a
petition to the lord hancellor for the winding up
of Overeda Gurney & Co. T i b chancery.

Messrs. W. KE. oubrough & Co., merchants,
Lierpool, have suspaended, with liabilities amount-
ing to 150,000, owing to diaficulties attributed to
depreciation of cotton.

Letters from Barcelona state that the credit
establishments which have lately suspended pay-
ment in that city are the Company of Catalonia
and the Barelonian Credit Moabilier.

Messrs. aKynaston, Sutherland &e Co., colonial
brokers, have failed, with liabilities a rounting to
100,000. The liquidation, it is expected, will be
ofa sa tisfadtory character.

The suspension has been announced of Messrs.
B. P. Framjee & Co., of Gresham House, a Blm.

bay firm of extensive business. Their liabilities
are believed to be chiefly in connection with cot-
ton, and are stated at 368,000.

The creditors of Messrs. Hallet, Ommaney &
Co., bankers and navy agents, have held a meet-
ing, when a statement of affairs was produced,

and it was deoided that the estate should be
wound up under inspection. The balance sheet
showed the liabilities to be 238,000; assets,
220,000.

The suspension is announced of Messrs. Robin-
son, Coryton & Co., private bankers, of Manches-
ter. The diftfcultis of the firm, whose transac.
tions have not been important, are ascribed to the
stoppage of the European Bank, which acted as
their London agents. The liabilities are under-
stood to be moderate.

Messrs. Gellatley, Hankey & Sewell, an exten-
sive mercantile and shipping house, occupying a
respectable position, have arranged to liquidate
their affairs under inspection. The labilities are
large, but, according to an examination of their
books, the assets show a surplus of upwards of
50,000, subject to realization.

The principal Liverpool failures for the past
week, in addition to that of Messrs. Fernie, have
comprised the firm of Messrs. Holderness & Chil-
ton, iron and wood ship-builders. and of Messrs,.
Boult, English & Brandon, merchants, the liabili-
ties in each case beinta large.
