Bayou TI"errebense.

!Frmn the Heoma benens p.etlb; Gnrd.t
The lead ,f thin stream may be said to be near

the henndary line between the parishes ofp La-
tourche and Terrebonne, althongh It has been, for
more than twenty years, connected with the bayou
Laforche, by a canal at Thihodauo. Thias bayou
runs through the oldest settlement in this prl-Ih,
emptying into the gulf near Ca!lioan dsland, about
serventy milae southeat from Thlbodau. Tile
asil, an its name indicates, is inexhaustible, some

old plaetations having been cunoivated in sugar
cane for half a century' and yet, at the commence-
meat of the war. still produeed good crops. Fromn
TLibodaux to the railroad cronaing, nsme four
nmilea, is the old Malbrough settlement. We spent
a•day very pleasantly among these people, not
long ago. Wah foend their little farms in a high
state 01 ebltlvdtion, most of the labor being done
bythemselves. Tes saettlement poueyseaegeat ad-t
vantages for shipping their cropseand receiving
euppimes, being very convenient to the bayeon La-
tamicle and the Opehlousa railroad. We were
very kindly received. The old folks are pleasant,
quaint tld people; the young ones sociable and
intelligent.

Ou leaving this settlement we cross the railroad
and travel some ten mAlea through, what were
once, princely plantations. Here we find the once
eplendid estates of the Tbibodaux family, the
pioneers of Terrebonne. Here, also, are.the once
rich plantations of the Ellipsee, the Winders, the
Tannera, Barras, Beatties, and others of scoarcely r
less note; but all sadly changed in appearance and

o-uducttannena since 16hi. This part of ourpaerish t
exhiblts ti energy, and seems to possess les re-
cuerative power thitu any other. It seems to be

lu.te paratlzed from the blighting effects of the t-
war. lhough not subject to overflow, it is tar r
bielcd any othelr part el our iparich in recovering if
•MO viatiItY. Large tields are uncultivated andigrpoig pil withl weed and briers. The buildingsa i

nlid Icccs are, generally, in a very dilapidated r
,Lte ant tlhe crops but poorly cultivated, and un- i

rucindtit. Tore ,r three plantationa, here, have
-_r,:, rented to negr.en, but, as we anticipated, a

one Iunlred neat little dwelling houses, with their ye•vcrc alying out buildings, constitute the town a

tf tcuntit. We have only space hero to give
Houma thio passing notice, hoping we may he able
on some future occnasion to call attention to its si

many advantages over ooeost country towns, and to
its ml!tlicess good feliows who constitute its bona
:ie old tue titizeni. At tlounma tihe Bayou Ter-

On passing through Houmnan. we immediately en-

Having passed the lasot of the above named

not only the name ot a navigable ditch that con•-
sects the Bayou Terrebonne with the Blue and
liake Loung, bt it is also the name given to the c
little, dense old settlement at that place. Here we
lind two or three little retail stores, and if it hap-
pens to be Sunday we will find all the neighpbor
here, seated on empty barrels, boxes, blocks, or
whaltever comes near, playing poker with grains
of corn or coffee, each grain representing five f
cents. Thia settlement is about a mile long.

The
greater part of tile neighblrlnlg crops beiugtsent I
through the c:luaol and across the lakes to the Bayou
t,ofourche at Lckport and from thence to aNew
Orleaun.

Leaving the "Canal " settlement and its indus-
triions inhahiltnts, we pass several large ploata-
itnon whilch we find it a much better state of cualti-
vati tlhan thone above Liuutonia. Two of these,
the lhlautd plantations, are planted in cane and
are in a high statoe of cuitivatio,. Home farm, theb
re-idence of Captain W. A. Bisiland, will probably
inmtke four or five Ihundred hgsheado-•f augar this
year.

Atter passing the last of the large.plantatiouoa,
' Poinit Fastl,'. we enter the last settlement on the

Terreituune, extending dawn the bayou soln• fit-
teen males. This settlement is, for the most part,
clmposed of very iudastrioua and prosperous
larlierra, wiho cultivate tlheir lit.le farms thel-
selves, ov with a few uasistants. We saw iosnegrc
labircrs here. Their little farina nae exoeadingly
well culieated, and tile crops, as usual, look very
pioltnistg. Here we were entertained by ear old
fIriend Capt. Sanders. in his atusual hospitable style.
liu has dltcarded negro labor ertirely, but his farm
loks like a garden. Hie has beut aone hundred
acres in cane and corn. MUny of theme plantersin
this settlettent rae very plealant, intelligent entlemen, anld although somewhat out of thi world,
ere quite conversant with the general topics of the
day. They have niot suffeired from the wear in pro-
Iroiun to tthose above Houma.; their pciruipailoae
being tihe emancipation of their slaese. We have
apett some pleasant days in this aettlment, and
Iknow many very eyoolleat menamougaita denizens.
But we cannot leave this art of Iayou Terre-hbremne without giving our opiuion of a set of ig-
tiorant, deluded wretches living in his neighbor-
buod. who hiave been eonjsled tntojatnieg, what ie
her called the "Jobhn Brown's.e
