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IMIGRATION ERON NEW ENGLAND.

We regard a healthy immigration as essential to
the development of the natural resources of the
South. The fertility of our soil, which yields a re-
ward to labor equalled in few portions of the
globe, is a constant temptation to all persons dis-
contented with other sections to migrate to a coun-

try where industry meets usually with an ample
reward. The climate is one of the most pleasant
under the sun, and with the exception of a few
lon0aHes, the Southern country is salubrious. A
I few points, it'is tre, are ocealdonally subject to

fearifl epidemics whose ravages visit with severity
all strangers to our climate, but the acclimated
pass unharmed through the occasional visitations
of the epidemio diseases peculiar to our section.
No population can be found more healthful than
the creole population of Louisiana. Though in-
babiting a region to which popular prejudice else-
where erroneously attaches the greatest fatality,
statistics will show the native population peculiar-
ly exemptfrom diseases of a severe character:
and the acclimated immigrant incurs as slight a
risk as the native population during the prevalence
of the most fearful epidemics. The constitution,
during a residence of a few years, is gradually
adapted to the climate, so that the diseases which
sometimes affect a stranger become tunoxious
after this gradual process of acclimation.
It is charged by the Northern press that the

Southern people are totally opposed to the immi-
gration amongst us of people from the North, and
upon this charge are based some of the most viru-
lent attacks upon the South. We grant that there
is some shadow on which a fanatical or narrow-
minded people could buildup denunciations like
those uttered, for political effect, by violent or
unprincipled men at the North. But the allega-
tions, in our opinion, are incorrect to the extcnt to
which they are urged. It is true that we do not
think that a desirable population which comes
amongst us with feelings of animosity or hatred
to our people, and with a design to stir up disccord
and strife between the different races which inhabit
the South. We do not think that Mr. Stunoer or
Mr. Stevens would look with an eye of favor upou
immigrants from any part of the world, who
should locate in Massachusetts or Pennsylvania
with the avowed purpose of exciting animosities
between the different classes of society there.
These singled-viewed gentlemen would be very
apt to regard such immigrants as incendiaries sent
to unsettle the best interests of society. Witll
equal justice the Southern people would consider
such immigrants as those two dignitaries as any-
thing but an acquisition to our population, and
would regard them as such unpromising immigrants
as to "dote upon their very absence." It was
probably to such persons as those we have
mentioned that the Richmond Whig alluded
when, in commenting the other day upon
the impolicy of immigration, it said:

There is not a single Southern State in which
this process-thios atl proces--of New Eoglald
colonization is not going on. We must stop it,
and from this hour we must resolve to stop it, be-
fore it enwraps and crushes us in its anaconda
folds. We do not mean that it must be stopped
by a resort to violence, or any unwarrantable
means, but by refusing, as we have the right 10to
do, to sell our lauds, or any part of them, or ieaCe
or tenant them out, to radical enemies of tiLe
SSoqth.
S:~oe Whig has much reason on its side when it
tooiders that immigrants from New England are
not always the most desirable acquisition to a
country. With many traits of character which
claim respect and admiration, they combine others
of a less attractive nature. They possess intelli-
gence, energy and perseverance. But their intel-
ligence is not generally of that comprehensive
charactecs-which respects the views of others;
their energy is directed chiely to the attainment
of porelyaselfsh ends; and their perseverance is
as Often marked by an obstinate persistence in
'Wrong imtn the pursuit of a rightful end. They
are, a people of an earnest character; but their
earneatneas .degenerates into a spirit of propa-
gandism in religion, in politics, and in everything
else to which their active intellects are directed.
They would burn a heretic to their faith with the
sam. eleareconacence that they would hang a po-
litidat'ads'eisry, or drum into unwilling ears the
ceaseless song at the superiority of their nostrums
and thB excellence of their various inventions.
Haring once enunciated a doctrine, they will talk
it, and preach it, and sing it, and pray it, until the
listeners are sometimes disposed to concede all
they urge, merely to escape the din of constant
rehearsal. They possess undoubted rcourage: bu
their ideas of chivalry encourage themr to oppres
the fallen with the ame• persitence that
they combat an active anttgonait. Poucess-
ing cool temperaments, they are not ecilv
aroused to feelings of personal bitterne•;:
but when their animosity is once excited it is
never appeased. They are self-reliant: but their
pride of opinion is such that they never admit an
error, and they know not how to forgive others on
the acknowledgment of a fault. They will legis-
late away the rightd ofan entire people; they will
insist on the confiscation of the property of a
whole section; they will urge the immolation of
hecatombs of victims to gratify an unappeasable
animosity, and yet such is the peculiar confor-
mation of their minds that they will both declare
and believe that they are displaying the utmost
mgnuanimity ! Such are some of the most salient
points in the character of this singular people.
We do not, of course, consider this as applicable
to the whole population of New England, but wei contend that they are the leading characteristics
of the faction which now rules in that section and
dominates in the national councils. The Southern
r people have a right to consider that such propa-

gandists coming amongst them would not be a
desirable acquisition to our population.

But we should not judge that because such im-
migrants entertained certain notions in New
England, that therefore they will persist in them
when fully domiciliated in the South. With their
other qualities they unite an admirable versatility
of character, which shifts with the varying winds
of interest and adapts itself with wonderful readi-
ness to their individual welfare. It was pro-
verbial, before the war, that New England ad-
venturers who sought a home at the South were
most oppressive on their slaves, and were the
most cruel of masters. Anud those who couog
amongst us now, with the view of permanently rd-
siding in the South, will no sooner acquire an in.
terest In the soil and in the prosperity of this sec-
tion, than they will hereafter become as radical in
their Southern views as they now are in theirideas
of oppressing the South. There is danger they
may become so fierce, that it will be dificult for
men of moderate views to hold them. They may
now be-willing, in their own supposed interest, to
ee wrongsperpetrated upon others, but when their
interests become identifed with ours, they may
pgeach and pray fresh resistance to the gen-

Sgovernment; and denounce those of us
wo have got through with our fight as tame sub

osOnists in not adopting their counsels to begin
ew one.

LANDS AND LEVEES.

We have not yet seen any complete copy of the
recent report of Major General Humphreys to the
war department, on the subject of the Mississippi
levees, but the known attainments of that officer
make it certain that the report must be of an im-
portant and interesting character. A telegraphic
summary, more extended than the very brief ab-
stract forwarded to the New Orleans press, is pub.
lished in the Northern papers, and indicates, in a
measure, the character of the document. It ap-
pears that his general conclnsions, in regard to
protection against inandation, are embodied in a
recommendation of the following repairs: First,
five levees on the Yazoo bottoms, 699,000 cubic
yards, at a cost of $305,000 ; second, eight levees
on the Tensas bottoms, 739,000 cubic yards, cost-
ing $295,000 ; three levees on the Mississippi Delta,
554,000 cubic yards, costing $217,000. The aggre-
gate of the three is 1,992,000 cubic yards at an ex-
pense of $817,000.

General Humphreys states that at present prices
the crops of cotton grown on the alluvian above
Red River in 1860, would be worth $108,000,000,
and that the product of the sugar region below,
at present prices, was equivalent to $50,000,000.
He estimates that the complete and permanent
repair of all the losses, would cost, for Arkansas,
$1,200,000: for Mississippi, $1,500,000, and for
Louisiana, $1,200,000; or a total of $3,900,000.

It appears that the repairs made last winter
upon the levees in Louisiana amounted to 700,000
square yards. le refers to statements in his re-
port of a former examination of the levee system,
wiceh assume that the cost of all the levees of
the river, if none were then in existence, nod a
complete and sufficient protection shiuld be
secured, would am.n-lt to $•;.000,000, aod to p.r-
feet those already in existence would require c17,

The district for which the Mississippi commii- ]
sioners ask assistance, embraces :1,500,000 acres of
remarkably fertile cottrn land. Previous to ithe war.
much of this region had been reclaimed anid placed
in cultivation, but during the recent struegle it
relapsed again under the dominion of the waters.
Unavoidable neglect, and military necoesiti-s
caused the decay or da,truction of the leveers.
When peace returned, the State was enable to re
susme her system of levying; the planters, impov-
erished by the war, were without means or credit
to prosecute the work, and consequently a vast
body of productive land has been wrested from
the hand of industry and sur-endered to the do-
minion of nature. Precisely the same things maiy
be said ef a large body of Iandon the Louiianaide,
and below Red River. As to Mississippi, it is coo-
puted that by proceeding with the construction of
repairs during the present year, suicient laud may
be brought once more into cultivation to preD ice iu

An appro-
priation of four millions of dollars is suggested as
sufficient--not indeed to complete the works re-
quired by Midsissippi, but to enable the State, by
the exercise of its own credit, to command all
thIat is required for the purpose-a large suma inr
the present condition of the national fionaces, no
doubt, but really tril!ing in comparison with the
results which its judicious expenditure may be
expected to produce.

In conclusion we append the following extracts
which are truly commendable as to their tone, and
which show that the vast importance of this sub-
ject is not overlooked even on the remote shores
of the Atlantic :

Other reasons than those arising out of the busoi
ness aspect of the question will suggest themselves
to every thoughtful tmind. The development of a
great industry is not a thing to be scouted by a
judicious legislator. The acquisition of revenue
and the infusion of fresh blood into every artery
of commerce. is an end which none should over-
look in times like these. But above and beyond
these considerations are others which the states.
man will weigh with generous care. The expen-
diture sought is not an expenditure which can in
any sense be truly called artificial. It is not
designed to imposeupon the government a burden
which its citizens, unaided, are able to carry. The
merit of the proposition is, that it involves the
construction, with government help, of necessary
works which, without government help, will
remain undone. So long as they were able,
planters and State, combined, assumed the
entire load. Bot tile war has left the
planters beggared and bankrupt and the State
ton crippled to have much financial credit of its
own. Both are helpless. And unless the general
government comes forward to assist them, the
Yazoo va:ley region, in itself nearly half the size
of Maryland, will return permanently to waste.
There are, perhaps, other though smaller local-
itles in whose behalf the same argument may be
set up. The policy applicable with reference to
Mississippi is, then, equally applicable to all. The
case we have cited tells the story, and the pinciple
we rely upon, namely, that the government nay be
properly asked to do for its people what the peon
ple are unable to do for themselves-covers the
question. * * * * * * *

By helping the South to resume its industry, by
fostering improvemenots which, while locally mer-
ciful and beneficial, will be nationally advant-
ageous, we shall do much to obliterate a remem.
brance of the last four years, and to secure the re-
construction of the Union on a basis of mutual
sympathy. The Mississippi delegates, in their
memorial, make a passing allusion to the effect of
the relief they solicit "in cementing kindly rela-
tions between the people of different portions of
the country-" and that this would be its effect
cannot wel be doubted.
