WHAT IS LOYALTY.

A recent article in the New York Nei' .~1
tained the following paragraph;

It is of no avail now to insist that the right of
secession is one of the attributes of the political
system under which exist the United States of
America. Thatquestiun has been submitted to
the arbitrament of armas ; od, so ar as thie mnt-e
influences of physical force can determine it, it
has, for the time being, been determined. The
South ccepts the result, in respect ti its present
practicl application; but that acceptance toes
not imply any abandonmret, in thougrht, of the
principle upon which the secession movemrent was
founded.

Referring to this, the New York Triblune wan:;
to know whether an 1 xcorebel ta now aweano ig
allegiance to the Union," swears to be "t failfui
Sonly till his State shall see fit again to oecedte:'
and this, the Tribune declares to be an eotitoetly
proctical question-one, the decision of which is
of "momentonus, vital import."

In reply to this " emiently pract;,. i'" ques-
tion yre will nay that the amnesaty oath, or oath of
allegiance, or whatever it may be called, which
has been 0so generally taken in the South, is
understood to mean precisely what its torms
convey-precisely what it would e understoted
to mean, under similar circumstances. i t any
other country in the world.

It certainly is not understood to mean that the
people who toake it not only confess, but swear
that they were entirely wrong in their recent
struggle for independence, and that their adser-
saries were entirely right; that the principles or
political dogmas in which they believed previous
to the war are unsound and untrue, and that the
principles and dogmas asserted by the Republican
party are sound and true ; that the South was all
wrong and the North all right; that the States
have, rightfully, no powers, and that the federal
government is, rightfully, supreme; and that
everybody in the South, from Jefferson Davis
down, was a traitor to his country. We take it
that oaths of allegiance mean pretty much in this
coount•y what such paths mean in other countries.
When the English Jacobites swore allegiance to
the house of Hanover, they did not mean
that Charles Edward was not, after all.
in their opinion the legitimate king of
England ; when the Hungarians swore allegiance
to FraunlaJoseph last year, they did not mean
that they had been traitors in '48, and that the
crown of Hungary had really no independent
rights; when a Pole swears allegiance to Russia

i does not mean to swear that the Czar has a
moral right to govern Poland. Such oaths do not
Imvolve 4ny expression or any recantation of
opinion. They are simply the formal recognition
of elxfsthgand insuperable facts, whih tR is as
useless to deny in words asto contest in arms.

But the Tribune, which belongs to the great 1
party lf "moral ideas," and' "natural rights,"
seems to think that it is the bounden duty of every
Southera man to swear that the "moral ideas" of
the Republican party, are established truths, and
that the political principles of Southern
statesmen are false and pernicious heresies.
It thinks likewise, apparently, that there
is, somewhere, a "natural right" to impose
this oath of allegiance on the Southern people.
New the people of -the South, relying-en their
"'aatutal right" to life, liberty and pfoperty, might
have declined to take any oath at all, and might
have dared the radicals to carry to its conclusions
their doctrine that the so-called "rebels" were trait-
oranad criminals. Here would have been a conflict
of opinion on- the question of " natural rights."
Hoold the Tribune have settled it by advising a
summary decapitatigu of all the " rebels" be
tween the Potomac and the Rio Gran•e I But the

Aeathee people, while they colst have reason-i
a~ty asserted their "natural right" to life and
liberty and property, knew very well that when
they lost their cause, they lost also thb power to
defend themselves. They took the oath
of allegiance because it was tendered to i
them by the President as a considera- I
tion for the remission of penalties which
whether justly or unjustly imposed, might take a
very practical and unpleasant form if pressed on
them by the conquering -power. They received
something, for which they gave what was con-
sidered an equivalent; namely, the promise of
future obedien6e to the federal authority within
the Union. As long as they keep that promise it
is none of the Tribune's business what they think
about the merits of the recent controversy. It is
said that everybody, in the course of his life, is
bound to eats peck of dirt. Distributed through
the average life of man, the process may not be
so very repugnant even to the fastidious palate;
but wedo not know of any one that would consent
to eat a peck a-day even to gratify the great party
of "God and humanity." "Loyalty" may re-
qoire it: but the stomach would revolt at it.

A new journal has apptenred in I Parm under th,,
name of the Creditors' Moniteur, inl which will be
inscribed the names of all persons, no matter
what their station, convicted of what tradesmen
call "bad pay."

The uncertainty of the
French law of libel renders the experiment a dan-
gerous one, and Farre, with all his experience,
was unable to solve the difficulty at once, but was
compelled to ask for time to consider the question
before answering it definitely.
