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IUROPEAN AFFAIRS.

The details of the news f; m Eur -pe by the
Gormania and the New Yor.k stify the concise
announcement of the telegraph, that war could
not be much longer averted. Thercetically hnes
tilities had already commenced. The formalities
which terminate a state of peace, and which are
the evidences of a state of war had already been
observed ; and only the actual collision was neces-
sary to give effect to the picture. It had been sup-
posed that the first actual clash of arms would oc
5scur in Holstein; and Prussia, in fact, selected theat
point for her initial demonstration. The Ganstvin
convention, entered into a few months ago, pro-
vided that Austrian troops should, provisionally,
occupy Holstein, whilst Schleswig should remain,
for the time being, under the protectorate of
Prussia. On the 11th inst., a Prussian force

a under General Manteulfel entered Holstein.
The Austrians, unable to resist, retired before the
invaders, and General Manteuffel arrested the
n Holstein commissioner, and dispersed the estates

of the duchy, thenin session. These proceedings
t settle the vexe d question for at least a time.

Henceforth, unless Prussia shall be forced, either
by war or diplomacy, to relinquish her grasp upon
a them, the Eibe duchies will constitute a portion of
Sthe Prussian monarchy. Count Bismarck has gained
his point without even a battle. The coveted States

Id have fallen into his power, and Prussia has, pro tern
s pore, achieved the object tor which her minister

d hasnsolongsahemedand foughtand intrigued. But
this victory, the greater that it is, will the more
arouse the animosity of Austria, and irritate thein minor German States, which had hoped for the

t accession to the Bund of Schleswig and Holstein.
as independent powers. It is extremely probable
of that the determination of the Diet to mobilize theic federal army was precipitated by the Prussian
cv movement on Holstein; and that it involves a

strict alliance between Austria and the confeder-
ation. The very day before the motion for
mobilizntion was mndo Prussia had addressed a
dispatch to the German goveromento pro-
posing a reform of the Bund. The most
important suggestions were : The Austrian
provinces, and likewise those belonging to
the Netherlands, no longer to torm part
of the Germanic confederation; the consent of
the German sovereigns, and of at least two-
thirds of the population, to be necessary before
war can be declared by Germany; the naval forces
of Germany in the North Sea and Baltic to be
ilaced under the control of Prussia; Kiel and

Jahde to be declared federal war ports; the fed-
eral land forces to be divided, and the Northern
army to be placed under the command of the
h kings of Prussia and Bavaria as federal comman-
ders-in-chief, both in times of war and peace : the
relations of German Austria to the confederatinu
to be adjusted by a German parliament.

These proposals illustrate the domineering and
arrogant spirit of Bismarck, and indicate pretty
clearly that Prussia had made up her mind to a
dissolution of the existing confederation even
before her formal notice was given. It is not likely
that these proposals will now be discussed, or
even taken into consideration. The result of the
war will, probably, settle g questions involved;
but it is by no means certa ithat the naval supre-
p macy will be acquired by Pirussia in the North Sea
and the Baltic, or that the kings of Prussia and
Bavaria will be commanders-in-chief of the armies
of Northern Germany.

As a corollary to the proceedings above men-
tioned, Prussia was about to send an ultimatum to
dAustria; but the Imperial.government anticipated
the missive by withdrawing their ambassador from
Berlin. A proceeding of this kind does not neces-
sarily imply war; but in this case it seems to be
aetually the concomitant of hostilities. The armies
are in motion and at any moment we may hear
that Anustrian foroes have entered Silesia, and that
an Italian army has invaded Venetia.

In this connection it would be improper to pass
over in silence the very suggestive letter ad-
dressed to M. Dronyn de l'Huys by the Emperor
Napoleon. The whole of that letter has not been
made public; but the following portion seems to s
show that France anticipates the moment when
she will be called on to take part in the conflict.

Had the conference assembled my government
would have declared that France repudiated oI ii
idea of territorial aggrandizement, so lolg oa the tuinopean equilibrium remained undisturbed.
France could only think of an extension of herfrontiers in the event of the map of Europe heingaltered to the profit of a great power, and of thebordering provinces expressing by a formal ant c
free vote their desire for annexation. In the ab-sence of thee circms the Frnces, the Prench govern-ment prefers to any territorial aequisiten a g•od K
understanding with its neighbors, resulting (res o
its respect for their independence and theirnctielt -
ality. We should have desired for the ;lcsacn i
Gonfederation a position more worthy of its ino-
portanee; for Prussia better geographical bound;a- hi
ries; for Ausntria the maintenance of ier great cc
position in Europe, after the cession of Veuetia to
Italy in exchange for territorial eompenaation.
